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                                    Introduction
People all over the world enjoy traveling, because it broadest their outlook,  makes possible to make friends with people of different nationalities.                                 Reasons of the research

   General  information about  Britain and its four parts: England, Scotland ,

  Wales and Northern Ireland. 
Welcome to Britain. The full name of Great Britain – The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northen Ireland, or reduced the UK. The country consists of four parts: England with capital London, Scotland with capital Edinburgh, Wales with capital Cardiff, Northen Ireland with capital Belfast.
For the first time the name Great Britain has been used in 1604, when James First became king of the state, united to Britain: Britannia prima (England), Britannia secunda (Wales), North Britain (Scotland). The name Britanny has appeared for difference from Bretane in France. In informal conversation the country’s name is used more often  as Britain , the United Kingdom,  or the UK. Great Britain, Ireland and numerous other islands, surrounding them, are called the British Isles.
Great Britain – the island state located on 5,5 thousand of the big and small islands. Two basic islands are Great Britain on which are located England, Scotland and Wales and island Ireland on which are located The Northen Ireland or Ulster, and Indepented Ireland Republic or Eire. These two islands divides the North Channel, the Irish Sea and St. George’s Channel.
British Isles are separated from Europe  by the North Sea, La Manche, and Pas de Calais which Englishmen name the Strait of Dover. From the West British Isles are washed by the Atlantic Ocean. The population of the country is about 58,8 million people (the data for July 1996)
                                   England
England is  the largest and most populated part of the United Kingdom. Population of the England is over 46 million people.  England is a highly developed industrialized country, about 80% of the population living in urban areas. It is a major trading nation through the main ports of London, Liverpool and Southampton.

The coasts of England are washed by the North Sea and the Irish Sea. The Sea played an important role in the history of England. It was 

a good protection against attacks of outside enemies. Due to the seas and the ocean surrounding England, the country has mild climate, beautiful greenery, and highly developed fishing industry.

There are many rivers in England: the Severn, the Ouse, the Trend, the Tyne, the Werf, the Avon. But the busiest and most important river is the Thames. The rivers are of great significance for communication and especially for carrying goods.

The Midlands is the main industrial area in England. The industries

of the Midlands, with Birmingham as its chief city, produce all kinds of metal goods, from motor cars and railway engines to pins and buttons. Manchester is the commercial hub of the textile industry and one of the chief centers of electrical and heavy engineering, machine tools and due-stuffs in Britain. Sheffield is famous for its high-quality steels, cutlery and tools. Liverpool is the second port of Britain, after London a great centre of shipbuilding and ship repairing.
                                           Scotland
Scotland is the most northern of the four countries constituting Great Britain. It occupies the territory of about 80 thousand square kilometers and is not so densely populated as England. 

Scotland is the land of mountains lost in clouds, wild moorlands, narrow valleys and plains, famous lakes, called lochs, and no end of large and small islands off the coast. The country can be roughly divided into three main regions: the Border the central Lowlands, and the Highlands.

The Border’s most typical landmarks are the ancient peel-single towers that kept watch over safety of the Borders. They lie mostly in ruins now. In the middle ages the Border was the scene of many bloody conflicts between the feudal lords of the two nations. Nowadays the Border is undefined because since 1707 England and Scotland have been united under one government.

The Lowlands are the cradle of the Scottish nation. It was the people of the Lowlands with their great leaders who in the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries won the struggle for Scotland’s independence, against the attempts of England’s Kings to make Scotland a province of England. The Lowlands contain three-quarters of the whole population and all the towns of considerable size are situated in it. The largest of them are Glasgow and Edinburgh. Three very famous rivers, the Tray, the Forth, and the Tweed flow peacefully through broad valleys into the sea on the east; a fourth, the Clyde runs into the Atlantic Ocean.

The Highlands of Scotland are among the oldest mountains in the world. Here the Grampian mountains , extending from north-east to south-west across Scotland, form a boundary between Highlands and Lowlands. They reach their highest point in Ben Nevis – 4406 feet. Many of the deep valleys between the hills are filled with lakes, called by their Gaelic names of lochs. The beautiful Loch Lomond with its 30 islands is the largest. Out of a total Scottish population of over five million, only about one tenth part of it live beyond the Highland Line.

Scotland is probably best-known to the world through its national costume, the kilt its colourful cloth called tartan, its special musical instrument, the bagpipe, and its national beverage, whisky. 
                                          Wales
Another constituent part of the United Kingdom is Wales. It became part of England in 1536 by the Act of Union. This small country is situated along the western side of the island that just out into the sea in the form of a rectangle about 120 miles long and 60 miles wide. It occupies the territory of about 17 thousands square miles about three million people live in it. Wales is a highlands country of old, hard rocks. North Wales is a land of high hills and wide valleys stretching into down land and plains. The pride of Wales is Snowdonia, the national park in a picturesque mountain region in the north of Wales. Snowdon is the highest mountain in Wales.

The vegetation of Wales reflects the mountainous nature of the country and its moist climate. Moisture-loving species such as ferns are found almost throughout all Wales. The whole area of Wales may be subdivided into three regions – the Welsh Mountainous area, Industrial South Wales and the Welsh Borderland. The capital of Wales is Cardiff, the largest city in Wales. The second largest city in Wales is Swansea where mainly metal industries are developed.

                                    Northern Ireland    
Ireland is an island on the west side of Europe. It is a little smaller than Portugal and a little bigger than Sri Lanka.
The country is in two parts. The larger part, the Republic of Ireland, is in the south. There are about 3,5 million people in the Republic of Ireland and its capital city is Dublin. The smaller part of Ireland, Northen Ireland, is part of the United Kingdom and its big city is Belfast. There are about 1,6 million people in Northen Ireland.
Ireland is a small country, but a lot of people in the world know about it. In many countries there are Irish priests and nuns. In many countries there are families which went there from Ireland in the past. They left Ireland to find work in those countries and they stayed there. All over the world there are people with Irish blood. They belong to another country, but Ireland is still, in their heart, their home.
Ireland has never been a very rich country. It is not rich in money, but it is very rich in other things, in music, in poetry, in song.

Ireland is a beautiful country, with fine lakes, tall mountains and attractive beaches. It has two great rivers. One, the Liffey, goes into the sea on the east coast. The other, the Shannon, goes into the sea on the east coast.
It is a very green country. On a tour of Ireland you see a lot of farms and not many factories. Ireland is green partly because it rains so much! Because it is so green, people call it the “Emerald Isle”.

Dublin is on the east coast of Ireland. It is a fine city, with beautiful grey stone houses. The river Liffey runs through the middle and, like London and Paris, Dublin has lots of bridges. Many people know about O’Connell Bridge. It is unusual because it is almost square (47 metres wide and 49 metres across).
Ireland is a country of good butter, good beer and good horses. People come from all over the world to buy Irish horses, from Europe, from America, from Arab countries and from the Far East.
Ireland also has been its manufacturing industry. For 300 years there have been factories which make linen. Nearly all of them are in the north. Today there are factories making pharmaceutical products and computers and other modern products.
Ireland is strong and rich in music. The Irish people love to sing, to dance and to make music of all kinds.
The Irish have their own language. It comes from their Celtic history. But today, out of about five million people in the whole of the country, only 50000 still speak it. Nearly all Irish people speak English.
The Irish speak English in their own special way. Foreigners don’t easily understand an Irish accent, but it is strong and musical, and many people think that it is very attractive. The accent in the south, but a foreigner can’t easily hear the difference.
                                British character
      Newspapers, magazines, people who have been in Britain told  that British people are unsociable, proud and consider that they are better than other  but at the same time they are polite, nice and kind to foreigners, quiet and honest people.
British people love cats and dogs very much. British pet owners spend around 3,5 billion pounds a year on pet care and products. In the last five years, the amount spent on pet food, toys and vet bills has risen by almost 25%. There are some pet owners who spend thousands of pounds on medical care keep their sick pets alive. Pets can even have their teeth cleaned and special pet contact lenses prescribed. Recently, for example, it has become legal to use organ transplants to treat serious pet illnesses, such as kidney failure. 

There are a number of pet accessories available to pets and their owners: special flashing collars for walking at night, water-resistant dog jackets, car ramps for old or overweight dogs. 
                                         The English
And now about four typical British characters. 

The English are reputed to be cold and very reserved even in their relations with their fellows Englishmen. They say that a typical Englishmen is a tall fair-haired and blue-eyed gentleman with regular aristocratic features. He is also well-bred, polite, quiet, reticent in speech, but must have a great sense of humour.

The English are known to be very conservative in their political and social views, they are fond of sports and animals. The English is a nation of stay-at-homes. They say that there is no place like home. 
                                       The Scots
The Scots are not English. Nor are the Scots British. The two nations of the United Kingdom have derived from mixed sources, racially and historically. Each has developed strong national characteristics which separate them in custom, habit, religion, law and even in language.

The nation of modern Scotland derived from three main racial sources: the Celts, the Scandinavians or Teutons and mysterious Picts. These Picts were a small tough people. They were conquered by the invading Celts that there comes the more colourful, exciting and extravagant strain in the Scots. And it is from this strain that there come the celebrated Scottish traditions of dourness, gawkiness, implacability and splendid courage in defense and in attack. 

The Scotsman is more self-conscious about his nationality than the Englishman. His sense of the family is more extended and tenacious than is common among modern Englishmen. He usually keeps in touch with uncles, aunts and cousins scattered not only over Scotland itself but all over the world. Few Scots ever lose their native accent. Accent and manners are, for Scots abroad, badges of mutual recognition, and draw exiled Scots everywhere together. 
                                                      The Welsh
     Welsh call their country Cymru, and themselves they call Cymry, a word which has the same root as comrade and friend. The Welsh are a nation of singers. Wherever they meet, they sing. There is no need to arrange singing, it will happen suddenly and it will be good. The Welsh are highly-gifted in the art of poetry and drama, they speak fluently and confidently. The Welsh still proudly wear their national dress on festive occasions. And the Welsh language is taught side by side with English in schools.
                                                       The Irish
Who are the Irish? The first thing you notice when you come to Ireland is the slightly easier tempo at which everything moves. People are not much of a hurry. On afternoon you would think it was a holiday, with everybody strolling along with plenty of time look in at the shop-windows or stop and talk with friends. There is a nation of politeness, a desire to say what will please and avoid saying what will distress. The Irish can often find better conversation in the Irish pub than anywhere else as it is a great place to learn all the local news and gossips.
                                 The capital of the UK  .Its famous sights.
Every year,  more  than nine million people come from countries all over the world to visit London. They go to the theatres and museums; they  look  at  the interesting old  buildings , which are hundreds years old; they sit or walk in the beautiful parks, or have a drink in  the pubs.
They go to Oxford Street to look at the shops , or to Harrods.

Two million visitors go to the  Tower of London. A million more go    to see St . Paul ‘s  Cathedral.
Yes, London is a big  and beautiful city with lots to see and  to do.
                            The quickest way to get around London
        A quick and easy way to get to the different places in the city is to use an Underground train . The trains run all day and most of the night. Buy your ticket before you get on the train . It’s better not to make your journey between  eight o’clock and ten o’clock in the morning , or four o’clock  and six o’clock in the evening. These are called the “ rush” hours. 
       You can see much more of London from one of it’s famous red buses or friendly and helpful taxis drivers get you to any place you like.
                                            A Royal London    
        Well, let’s start our tour around the capital of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. 
         First of all London is a royal city. Already more then half of a century since 1952 the British throne is occupied by Elisabeth II. Certainly, today queen has not enough influence on state affairs, but still royal family remains a symbol reference point. The British people like the queen and the royal family.                                                   

                          Buckingham  Palace. Changing the Guards.

    The British kings and queens have a palace there-Buckingham palace. Queen Elizabeth and royal family live in the palace. Queen Elizabeth II lives there now. Important visitors often go to the palace. They meet Queen Elizabeth and the royal family inside the palace. It is very big. There are: 600 rooms, 78 bathrooms, 300 clocks, a cinema, a swimming pool, a post office. There is also a beautiful park with a lake around the Buckingham Palace. 450 people work in the palace .They are servants, cooks, gardeners, cleaners, security men.                          
        Tourists go to Buckingham Palace too, but they don't go inside, and they don't meet the queen. They stand outside and see the Changing of the Guard. There are always guardsmen outside the palace. Every day a new guard of thirty guardsmen marches to the palace and takes the place of the "old guard". That is the "changing of the guard". The changing of the guard is not a big ceremony. London has important royal ceremonies too. The State Opening of Parliament and the Trooping of the Colour are two of them. The queen does not go in a coach to the Trooping of the Colour. She rides there, and she watches the ceremony from her horse. The "colour" is a flag. The guards "troop" (March with) the colour for the queen. 
                                     Westminster Abbey.
Tourists  in London always want to visit Westminster and to see Big Ben.
Westminster Abbey is near the Houses of Parliament. It is near the Thames , it is more than nine hundred years old, and it is very famous London church.  After William the Conqueror , every King and Queen of England was crowned king or queen here. 
                                     Churches. Cockney
 A large number of the London churches have bells. The small church of St Mary-le-Bow is between St Paul's Cathedral and the Bank of England. It is the Cockney church. A "Cockney" is a Londoner, but not every Londoner is a real Cockney. The real Cockneys can hear Bow bells - the bells of St Mary-le-Bow - from their houses.
  The United Kingdom has only one Royal Family, but the Cockneys have their pearly «kings and queens ". The pearly kings and queens take their name from the pearly buttons on their clothes. This tradition was started in 1875 by a small boy called Henry Croft.  Cockneys work in London's street markets, and they are the "kings" and "queens" of the market people. Just like 130 years ago , Pearlies raise money for charity  and contribute them to many good causes. But they do not dress in their pearly clothes every day.
                                  The Houses of Parliament.
The Houses of Parliament are near Westminster Abbey. This is the home of the British government. The country's leaders speak in the Houses of Parliament. The men and women are the representatives of the British people. The people choose 650 men and women for the House of Commons. The second "House" is the House of Lords. The men and women in it are the dukes, earls, and lords of the great families, heads of the Church of England, head judges, and some modern "Life Peers" and "Life Peeresses". These two "Houses" are the Parliament.
                                      Big Ben
The famous clock tower stands beside the Houses of Parliament .The clock high up on the building is called Big Ben. “Big Ben “ is really a bell.  You  hear it  at every hour. It is the big bell 13200 kgs with a deep voice , and it counts the hours. You hear its deep voice  on the radio :”This is the BBC. The time is six    o’clock. ”And you hear the deep boom of Big Ben six times
                                       Tower 
Tower  Bridge is  across the River Thames . Big Ben and the Houses of Parliament stand on the banks of  the river Thames. Tower Bridge is one of the famous bridges across the Thames. It is near the Tower of London. You can see the buildings of the Tower from the river. The Tower is old, and it has a long and cruel history.
The Bloody Tower is near the river. You do not see blood there today, but the Bloody Tower has a history of blood - the blood of men, women and children.
Are there ghosts in the Tower? People say, «The ghosts of famous men and women walk in the Tower of London. You often see the ghosts of Anne Boleyn and Lady Jane Grey in the night. "
The Tower of London is not a place of blood now. It is an interesting place, with its Beefeaters and the Crown Jewels.
The "Beefeaters" are soldiers. Their real name is Yeoman Warders of the Tower. Their clothes are the clothes of royal guards of the year 1500. The Beefeaters guard the Tower and the Crown Jewels, and they help visitors. Guardsmen of today, from a regiment of foot guards, are always there too. 
                                        St. Paul’s Cathedral 
St . Paul’s  Cathedral is not far away ,on Ludgate Hill  near  the river Thames. It was built by Sir Christopher Wren after the fire of London. You can go up to the  top of the cathedral   if you   climb   627 steps  up.
                                       London’s Parks
London is a big and magnificent city.   But when you are tired  of looking at  the buildings you can have a rest from city vanity in one of the London ‘s beautiful  parks. London has small parks and gardens too. You can walk in them.
                                        Hyde Park
Hyde Park: has  a lake  in the middle called  the Serpentine,  and you can take a boat out on the water. You can listen to speakers at Speaker’s Corner near Marble Arch. You can ask a speaker difficult questions if you want. Also you can stand on a box and speak with some of the listeners.                                       
                                     Kensington Park
  Kensington Garden is next to Hyde park here you can see the statue of Peter Pan , the famous boy in the children’s story , Peter Pan, by J.M.Barrie
                                          St-James Park
St-James Park is next to the Mall. It is less than others, but people think, that it is more beautiful. Office workers frequently sit in them and eat their lunch bands in time and in the afternoon.
                                     Regent’s Park    
     Pegent ‘s Park  is the home of  London zoo. The Zoo has thousands of birds and animals from all over the world.   And in the summer it has an open-air theatre. You can sit in a chair or on the grass, and you watch a play between the trees, the play is always by  W.Shakespeare.                            

                                   Ceremonies  

                                  Ceremony of the Keys                
London has important ceremonies. Some are every day and some are every year. At the Tower of London is the Ceremony of the Keys. The keys in this ceremony lock the gates of the Tower .This ceremony is at ten o'clock every night. It is a very old ceremony - 700 years old.
Every night at 9.53 p. m the Chief Warder of the Yeomen Warders of the Tower of London lights a candle lantern and then makes his way towards the Bloody Tower. In the Archway his Escort await his arrival. The Chief Warder, carrying the keys, then moves off with his Escort to the West Gate, which he locks, while the Escort' presents arms'. Then the Middle and Byword Towers are locked.
The party then returns to the Bloody Tower Archway, and there they are halted by the challenge of the sentry. "Halt! » he commands, "Who goes there? »The Chief Warder answers: "The keys". The sentry demands:" Whose keys?" "Queen Elizabeth keys», replies the Chief Warder. »Advance, Queen Elizabeth keys; alls well," commands the sentry.
Having received permission to proceed through the Archway, the party then forms up facing the Main Guard of the Tower. The order is given by the officer-in-charge to "present arms ". The Chief Warder doffs his Tudor-style bonnet and cries: "God preserve Queen Elizabeth ".  "Amen," answer the Guard and Escort.
At 10 p. m. the bugler sounds the "Last Post" (signal to return). The Chief Warder proceeds to the Queens House, where the keys are given into the custody of the Resident Governor and Major.
The Ceremony of the Keys  has taken place every night during that period, even during the blitz of London in the last war. On one particular night, April 16, 1941, bomb blast disrupted the ceremony, knocking out members of the Escort and Yeomen Warders. Despite this, the duty was completed.
Only a limited number of visitors are admitted to the ceremony each night. Application to see it must be made at least 48 hours in advance at the Constables office in the Tower. Visitors with permission are admitted at 9.40 p. m. and leave at 10 p. m.
                                            Lord Mayor’s Show
      The Lord Mayor's Show is an old ceremony, too. The people of the City of London choose a Lord Mayor every year. And every year they see him in the Lord Mayor's Show. The Lord Mayor's coach takes him to the Mansion House in along procession. The procession is the show - the Lord Mayor's Show.   The splendid civic event known as the Lord Mayor's Show is watched by many thousands of people who throng the streets of the City of London to see this interesting procession and admire its glittering pageantry. The ceremony is the gesture of pride in the City's history and strength as a world commercial centre. The ceremony seems still more bright and colorful because it is always held on the second Saturday in November when the city is often wrapped in mist or rain.
     Its origin dates back more than 600 years, when it began as a waterborne procession with ornate barges sailing down the River Thames. Dressed in his fur-trimmed scarlet gown, a Cap of Dignity, and wearing the great five-foot-long gold chain of office, the newly elected Lord Mayor first watches a cavalcade of decorated floats pass by his stand at his official residence, Mansion House. Then he steps into his gilded State Coach and takes up his position of honors at the rear of the procession. Accompanied by the pike men in their half-amour, the Lord Mayor is driven in his gilded coach from Guildhall, past St. Paul's Cathedral, down Fleet Street to the Royal Court of Justice, where he takes his oath of office before the Lord Chief Justice. The tradition of taking oath (declaration) originated in 1230 during the reign of Henry III, and the final declaration was made before the Barons of the Exchequer.
      The Lord Mayor's coach, weighing 4 tons and pulled by 6 horses was built in 1757 and was painted by the famous Florentine painter Giovanni Cipriani. A body guard of Pikemen and Musketeers march beside the coach. Many people in the procession wear traditional historic costumes. Each year a theme relating to London life or history is chosen and floats decorated with tableaux on this theme precede the Lord Mayor's coach. The Lord Mayor, who is also the City's Chief Magistrate, is selected by the liverymen of the City Companies (guilds). One of the most distinguished of London's Lord Mayors was Dick Whittington (1423) who held office 4 times. After the oath has been taken, the entire procession returns via Victoria Embankment to the original point of departure.
    On the following Monday evening the Lord Mayor gives a splendid 
t Guildhall. This has two traditions —- a first course of turtle soup and a speech from the Prime Minister.
    This glittering occasion is attended by many of the most prominent people in the country and is usually televised. The Prime Minister delivers a major political speech and the toast of the hosts on behalf of the guests is proposed by the Archbishop of Canterbury.
    Half the cost of the show and banquet is paid by the Mayor and the other half is met by the two Sheriffs. One can imagine how high the costs are but a Lord Mayor regards such financial sacrifices as worth while because of the prestige, since in his year of office he is second in importance in the City only to the sovereign. The official residence of the Lord Mayor is Mansion House which was designed in Palladian style in the 18th century, but has been altered since. Guildhall, dating from the 15th century is the place where the Lord Mayor, Alderman and the City fathers conduct the City's affairs. Important banquets and ceremonial occasions are held there.
     The City has not only its own Mayor, but also its own government and its own police force. Even the Sovereign (Queen) has to stop at the City's frontiers until the Lord Mayor allows admittance. 
                                     Traditions. 

                                      Christmas 
     British people enjoy various traditions. Best of all they prefer Christmas. Officially Christmas and New Year celebrations run from the 24th of December to the 2nd of January. However, for many Brits the Christmas marathon starts as early as the beginning of October with the first festive adverts on TV. The idea of Christmas shopping is that you spend as much money as you can on anything you cast your eyes on , preferably something either you or your family (friends, pets) will ever use. An average British family spends £670 or more around the Christmas period. The money is spent on the Christmas tree , presents, and essential food such as huge turkey , hundreds of mince pies, Christmas cakes, ham and lots of nibbles. Another big source of spending is Christmas cards with an average British person buying 46 greeting cards per year.

        Some people  just cannot  stop spending. It is very easy to spend more money than you actually have as most people have a number of credit cards. Buying on credit is increasingly becoming part of British culture as people are constantly encouraged by banks and advertising to buy more. It is not unusual for someone to turn Christmas spending into paying debts for the rest of the year. Finally , the presents are bought , wrapped and put away in a safe dark corner and it is time to enjoy Christmas with your family. Although it is not a crime to spend New Year with friends , British Christmas is definitely a family celebration. Normally this means three days: Christmas Eve, Christmas Day and Boxing Day.

      It seems like a short time  but in reality it is not. Firstly, Not all families get on well together. Secondly , even if it is not the case, it is difficult to stay calm and friendly amongst shouting parents trying to decide who knows better how to make Christmas dinner, screaming kids and grandparents perpetually giving invaluable pieces of advice. Besides, being such an old tradition , there are things that just have to be done at Christmas even if the whole family secretly hates it. For example, playing traditional board  games, and eating Christmas cake. And if you do not see anything wrong with playing games , just imagine if you had to do it every year for the rest of your life. Doesn’t sound like a jolly prospect now , does it? As for Christmas cake, heavy and overfilling it is not to everybody’s taste. To make things worse, it takes weeks to make and when it is ready  it can last until Easter, so even if you do not like it, you have to try and eat some  at Christmas  to avoid  being haunted by  it month after.

       Who doesn’t want to have a white Christmas ? Playing snowballs , making a snowman with the whole family  on Christmas Day is most people’s dream ( apart from the countries  like Australia that celebrate Christmas in summer , on the beach) . This dream is more than likely to come true in  Russia ,but for British people  it is different . Although  it is not uncommon to get some snow in Scotland  and northern England , the rest of Britain is normally only lucky enough to get some frost. In most cases the weather is wet and gloomy . This is not to say that British people are not used to wet and miserable weather , but at Christmas it is just too depressing to bear.
