The Sakha Republic is situated in the northern-eastern part of Russia as a part of the Russian Federation. The Sakha Republic also known as Yakutia occupies an area of more than 3 million square kilometers, a vast part of the Asian continent’s North East.
Since September 1990 Yakutia has been a sovereign republic. The Sakha republic is a multinational republic. Yakutia has about 500,000 rivers. The longest river is the Lena. Its chief rivers are Viluy, Aldan, amga, Indigirka and Kolima.
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Travelling on Lena river you will see the wild nature, the real natural wonder- “the Lena pillars”.
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“The Lena pillars’ is the true nature’s miracle. They were created by the “natural sculptors” water, heat and bitter cold weather. The climate of Yakutia is sharply continental. Yakutia which in its size is equal to five territories of France, is famous not only for its bitter cold winter, but for its extremely hot summer. Cold winter with temperature reaching minus 50-60degrees lasts 5 or 6 months. The Olonkho Land’s (that is the name of Yakutia, given by the Yakut people) innermost depths are rich with fossils. Diamonds and gold, tin and antimony, gas and oil, silver and copper, lead and tungsten – everything is here, in Yakutia. Yakutia includes tundra and forest tundra natural zones. The Yakutian tundra and taiga abound in polar foxes, sables, hares, northern deer, elks and snow rams. The two official languages are Yakut and Russian. The population of Yakutia is about 1 million people, representing about 80 different nationalities living and working in Yakutia.























































The head of the government of the Sakha Republic is the President. The first President was Mikhail Nikolaev. Now the President is V. Shtyrov. The Sakha Republic has its own National flag and emblem. 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Yakutia consists of 35 districts, which are called “uluuses”. There are 13 towns and many villages and settlements. 
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The capital of the Sakha Republic is Yakutsk, founded by Peter Beketov in 1632 on the left Bank of the Lena River.
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
