Ada: -That was the last of the to cook.

Father: -I was thinking of saying something in chapel. Perhaps some of the womenfolk will volunteer.

Ada: -I can’t have people coming here and cooking for me.

Father: -I so... I so regret... I should have raised you less like a companion and more like a young woman. I’m sorry, Ada. And for dragging you here.

Ada: I’m not sorry. I would have followed you anywhere. To Mongolia.

Father: Mongolia.

Ada: But with no one left to work this place, nothing to buy, nothing left to buy it with. I just don’t know how we’re gonna get through another winter.
