Young people have a particular relationship with the world. There are many groupings (subcultures) that have interests different from those of the mainstream culture. A particular cultural grouping is a way for young people to express their individuality. Most young people follow some kinds of youth culture: rocker, hacker, raver, skinhead, hippies, Goth, punk, baker… 

Why do teens choose a subculture? 

A subculture is a way of life. It isn’t a fan club, it’s a real life. It seems to them that the parents are always saying: No! That everything about them: their hair, their music, clothes, the way they talk, their dreams are considered bad by grown-ups. The young people are unsure of where they are going. So it’s a way of having something that they can say they belong to and that they are “whatever”.

Often young people do something not because they want to do it. They do things because everybody around does or because they think it’s impolite to refuse. 

The inspiration to form a youth culture comes out of a combination of fashion, style and music. A subculture is group with a distinct style and identity. Different subcultures have their own beliefs, values, fashions… 

Nevertheless, members of different subcultures may have something similar in their image, behavior, etc.

Some people think that all subcultures are awful. And we think this opinion is absolutely wrong. 

Now we try to prove our opinion. Let us introduce some of subcultures: PARCOUR, HIPPIE, GOTHS.
Parkour:  (English: art of displacement)
· a physical activity that is difficult to categorize. It is definitely not an extreme sport, but an art that resembles martial arts. 
· is a physical art of French origin, the aim of which is to move from point A to point B as efficiently and quickly as possible, using principally the possibilities of the human body. 
· is meant to help one overcome obstacles, which can be anything in the surrounding environment - from branches and rocks to rails and concrete walls - so parkour can be practiced in both rural and urban areas.

The body is the only tool. It's an athletic discipline accessible to all, because it combines all the natural skills of the human body: running, jumping, climbing... It's a sport that permits exploration of the potential offered by your body. 
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History
This way of moving has existed since the dawn of time, where early men had to learn to move skillfully to hunt, to attack and to defend themselves. 

Later, special groups such as the ninja and, later, commando soldiers were taught movements in order for them to carry out infiltration missions. 
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Inspiration for parkour came from many sources, the foremost being the 'Natural Method of Physical Culture' developed by Georges Hébert in the early twentieth century. 

French soldiers in Vietnam were inspired by Hébert's work and created what is now known parcours du combattant. 

David Belle was introduced to the obstacle course training as well as Hébert's methode naturelle by his father, Raymond Belle, a French soldier who practiced the two disciplines. David Belle had participated in activities such as martial arts and gymnastics, and sought to apply his athletic prowess in a manner that would have practical use in life.

The journey of parkour from the Parisian suburbs to its current status as a widely practiced activity outside of France created splits among the originators. 


The founders of parkour started out in a group named the Yamakasi, but later separated. Sebastien Foucan, David Belle, were amongst those who split at this point. 


The name 'Yamakasi' is taken from Lingala, a language spoken in the Congo, and means strong spirit, strong body, strong man.

Philosophy

· Parkour makes it possible to develop physical fitness and coordination while developing willpower, determination, motivation, strength, endurance, agility and courage: essential qualities in life! 
· It educates and informs young people who are eager for new experiences. 
Parkour is much more than a sport. 
· It is a way of life, the way to 'find yourself', even; to learn how to know and control one's own body. One becomes stronger, and learns how to surmount mental obstacles just as much as physical ones. 
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Equipment

The necessary equipment is simply 
· a T-shirt, 
· a pair of light jogging-type trousers, 
· a pair of running shoes. 
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Techniques
· There are fewer predefined movements in parkour than gymnastics and other extreme sports, in that parkour is not made up of a list of appropriate "moves".
· Most important are good jumping and landing techniques. 
· The roll, used to limit impact after a drop and to carry one's momentum onward, is often stressed as the most important technique to learn. 
· Running on foot, crawling, jumps, rolling and other methods of catching yourself, grabbing hold of things, hanging from things and balancing are the essence of what fuels this sport. 

In popular culture
Today, Parkour has developed throughout the world, with regional quirks springing up here and there. The media have gradually seized this opportunity; Traceurs have been used for music videos, advertisements and even movies! 
Parkour has appeared in various television advertisements, news reports, and entertainment pieces, sometimes combined with other forms of stunts and acrobatics.

After including parkour moves in the film Taxi 2 (2000), in 2001 French filmmaker Luc Besson made a feature film, “Yamakasi - the modern-day Samurai”. 

· In 2004, Besson wrote “District B-13”, another feature film involving parkour, starring David Belle and Cyril Raffaelli. 

· The biggest interest surge to date was created by the documentary Jump London, which explained some of the background to parkour and culminated with Sébastien Foucan demonstrating  his parkour skills at many famous London locations. 
· An action sequence in the James Bond film, Casino Royale, is a construction site roof-top chase that implements many aspects of parkour. 
Video games and music videos:
· Rebellion Developments released a parkour based video game on the PSP under the title "Free Running“

· Splinter Cell series games contain many parkour movements.  

· Prince of Persia: Sands of Time Trilogy: the game's main character can do movements which are also used in Parkour and Freerunning. 

· The Tomb Raider series contains many parkour situations. 

· Madonna featured free running extensively in the Jump music video. Madonna also featured free running on her world tour in 2006 The Confessions Tour as well as featuring it in her music video for Hung Up. All the free running sequences for Madonna were created and executed by Sebastian Foucan, Mike 'Frosti' Zernow, Levi 'Skynative' Meeuwenberg and others.

Instead, hippies seek to change the world through reason and by living what they believe. 
To be a hippie you must believe in peace as the way to resolve differences among peoples, ideologies and religions. The way to peace is through love and tolerance. Loving means accepting others as they are, giving them freedom to express themselves and not judging them based on appearances. This is the core of the hippie philosophy.

The goth subculture is a contemporary subculture found in many countries. It began in the United Kingdom during the early 1980s in the gothic rock scene, an offshoot of the post-punk genre. The goth subculture has survived much longer than others of the same era, and has continued to diversify. Its imagery and cultural proclivities indicate influences from nineteenth century Gothiс literature, mainly through horror movies.
The goth subculture has associated tastes in music and fashion, whether or not all individuals who share those tastes are, in fact, members of the goth subculture. Gothic music encompasses a number of different styles. Common to all is a tendency towards a "dark" sound and outlook. Styles of dress within the subculture range from death rock, punk, androgynous, medieval, some Renaissance and Victorian style clothes, or combinations of the above, most often with black attire, makeup and hair.
