George Mikes “How to be an Alien”

George Mikes was born in Hungary in 1921. He studied law at Budapest University, and then began to write for newspapers. George Mikes wrote How to be an Alien in 1946. He did not want to write an amusing book, but thousands of English people bought it and found it very funny. George Mikes wrote this book to tell the English what he thought about them. He is both funny and rude about the strange things English people do and say – the things that make them different from other Europeans. In this book you will learn many useful rules about being English. You will learn how to talk about the weather, and what to say when somebody brings you a cup of tea at 5 o’clock in the morning. You will discover what the English really think of clever people and doctors. This book will help you to be more like the English. As George Mikes said: “If you are like the English, they think you are funny. If you are not like them, they think you are even funnier.”

As for me, I liked this book very much because it is so interesting and useful. I have leaned a lot of different rules which will be able to help me in my future life. I want to say that How to be an Alien is the funniest book I have ever read about the English!
 Rudyard Kipling “The Jungle Books”

Rudyard Kipling (1865-1937). Poet, short-story writer, journalist and imperialist, Rudyard Kipling’s work remains one of the best accounts of the British colonial experience in India.

Born in Bombay in 1865, Rudyard Joseph Kipling was the son of John Lockwood Kipling, the author and illustrator of Beast and Man in India and Alice, sister-in-law to the painter and designer Sir Edward Burne-Jones. In 1871 Kipling was brought with his young sister to England, where he lived for five unhappy years with an elderly relative in Southsea. This period was later recalled with some bitterness in the short story Baa, Baa, Black Sheep. In 1878 Kipling went to study at the United Services College, a minor public school for the sons of service officers. While there he began writing verse and had a privately published volume appear in 1881. His series of schoolboy stories, entitled Stalky and Co (1899) depict his time there, with the character Beetle being something of a self-portrait. After leaving school Kipling worked as a journalist in India from 1882 to 1889 and during this time he produced a body of work – stories, sketches and poems – which had become known in England and had made him famous by the time he settled in London in 1899.  

The Jungle Books capture the imagination of both young and old. The story of the boy Mowgli brought up by a pack of wolves is the best known of all the tales in this volume and the writer Somerset Maugham believed that in the Jungle Books Kipling’s “great and varied gifts find their most brilliant expression”.

Mark Twain “The Prince and the Pauper”.

Mark Twain was born in the state of Missouri in the United States in 1835. His father was an unsuccessful lawyer. The family seldom lived more than a year or two in the same town. That is why the future writer did not even finish secondary school. He began to work at the age of 12.

For two years he worked for his elder brother’s small newspaper both as a printer and a reporter. In 1857 he became a pilot on the Mississipi River. He continued to write. Mark Twain’s real name was Sammuel Clemens. He took his penname from the words ‘to mark’ and ‘twain’ which were used by leadsmen on the steamboats to mark and depth of two fathoms.

Mark Twain’s stories enjoy widespread popularity. His characters are always well-drawn, his stories are true-to-life and the plots of his stories are skillfully built up.

“The Prince and the Pauper” was Mark Twain’s first historical novel. In that story Edward meets a poor boy, Tom Canty. The boys looked like twins, that’s why they decided to exchange their clothes. So, Tom Canty – the pauper stayed in the palace, while the real king Edward was thrown out of the king’s residence. Soon King Henry died and Tom was preparing to become a new king of the country. At the same time Prince Edward travelled around his country and suffered from cold and hunger. When the Prince knew about his father’s death he and his new friend Miles Hendon reached London on the day when the new king was going to be crowned.  

Miles and Edward came to the gate of Westminster Palace, where the procession was to start. At the same time in the palace Tom was ready to put on his fine royal clothes. There was a noise at the gate, shouting and sounds of fighting. Very soon Tom knew that there was a man and a boy with him. This boy said that he had a letter for the king. And the king allowed them to come in. As you may guess it was the real king of England with his best friend. All people were very surprised and they didn’t believe their ears. So was Lord Hertford. He turned to Edward and asked him a lot of questions about King Henry, about Edward’s mother, about the palace and those who worked in it. Edward answered all the questions but Lord Somerset still did not believe that he was the real prince. The last question was where the Great Seal was. Only the real prince could answer that difficult question and he did it.

So the real Edward was crowned and became a very good king because he had been among the people and he had learned how they lived and what they needed. Tom lived in the palace and was the king’s best friend.

Many years have passed since Mark Twain’s death, but even now we enjoy reading his works. Besides, being a humorist, Mark Twain is also a realist – the author who reveals a good deal of the truth about American way of life.
