« Flower Power » is the name of minibuses of group of  for hippie liked to go to small conservative American towns and to shock their inhabitants by different tricks. 

Hippie (from hip or hеp - «fashionable, stylish»; according to the Oxford dictionary of  English language., the origin hip is un known) - youth philosophy and subculture popular in the USA in 1960 and 1970th years, made the protest against the standard morals and aspiration to return to natural cleanliness through propagation (their main protest was been directed against the Vietnamese war). The Most known slogan of hippie: « Make love, not war! »

HISTORY

In 40 - 50th years of XX century in the USA among representatives of " the broken generation » (битников) there was a term «hipsters», with the meaning jazz musicians, and then and a bohemian counterculture which was formed around of them. Hippie culture of the 60th developed from bats-culture of the 50th in parallel with the development of a rock-and-roll from jazz. Firstly using of a word hippie is fixed recorded} in transfer of one of the New York telephones on April, 22nd 1964 where this word had been named group of young men in T-shorts, jeans and with the long hair, protesting against the Vietnamese war. At that time was popular the expression to be hip meaning "to be well informed“ and the New York supporters of a counterculture from Greenwich-Village referred to hips. 

We suggest to plunge into the world of hippie fashion. We shall find ourselves in some very interesting places. Today the world of fashion opens wonderful style of the sixtieth again. Hippies have gone a  full cycle and clothes are not a unique part of the world of hippie which wakes up in a new millennium. They are the signs of the revival of values of hippie in our culture.

In the sixtieth hippies without any warning have turned over fashion from feet on a head and have turned inside out. They have brought a typhoon of new styles and paints in to a fashion. From Hite-Ashbery up to London and Katmandu, the hippies have taken the psychedelic travel in to the fashion.

The rule of fashion of the sixtieth was again «there are no rules». Everything went away it is possible far from colourless, conservative styles of the beginning of 60th. We are in doubt that fashion designers did not use an acid. The reason of the splash is that the fashion of hippies had borrowed much of traditional styles from the India, Nepal, Central America, Bali and Morocco. 

Certainly the majority of hippie did not presume to buy the same things  as rock stars. Our shops were as warehouses of the Salvation army. But nevertheless we could make quite good clothes. It was necessary to take old jeans with holes and to sew bright patches on holes . If jeans are too narrow it was possible to unstitch them on a seam, to add triangular pieces of a fabric and to receive as a result excellent different bell -   bottomed jeans. Cheap bandana, an old jacket, a little glass beads bijouterie and you were on peak of a fashion.

Unique restriction in a wardrobe of hippie were only frameworks of psychedelic imagination. Bell – bottomed trousers - from striped trousers to jeans, mixed, with the low belt naking a navel and even leather trousers were main elo thes . The top part varied from shirts of the Negro up to brightly painted African dashiks and Middle Easton caftans, tai – dai  and silk manis shirts with frills. Girls wore Indian sari and sarongs from Bali and Java. Velvet,  leather,  batik, genim, Indian cotton and silk were very popular. Footwear were different from sandals to higs boots with zipper, platforms and bright shoes made of varnished leather. Country clothes, long skirts were too very popular.
Then the symbol of female sexual freedom - a miniskirt has appeared.  Created by Mary Kant mini – skirt in 1965 is responsible for enormous increase stockings sales. 
 Glass beads bijouterie bandanas , leather jackets, jackets with frills and small specticaes with round or square colour lenses were in fashion. Jewelery ornaments especially executed from the Mexican, Indian or Moroccan silver had special value. 
The ware bracelets, rings, ringlets for ears, for a nose, bracelets on ankles, especially on parties and concerts. Necklaces were decorated with symbols of peace, the lifted fist and other symbols of east esoteric. Often hats were decorated with feathers, glass beads dijouterie or other coloured subjects (Hendrix and Dillan loved them).
It’s sup rising that many things from the fashion of those days again became fashionable again so much years later. And we are witnesses of full revival, thanks to many films as for example, « Austin Powers » and  the "Sixtieth".
Remember how flags of our long hair rose! Long man's hair symbolized our scornful attitude to standards. 

The majority of hippies simply had long  hair cutting them once in one million years.

 Men let whiskers, moustaches and beards grow. Women have stopped to shave legs and armpits.

 Bras have turned to a symbol of oppression and were considered a symptom of that structures of authority search the control over female sexuality of any free girl-hippie. 

It is necessary to add, that any respecting himself hippie never would put on clothes with a trade mark of any company. Among hippie it was considered as full marasm. 

Today children in the West are crazy about  corresponding to ideals of fashion, of Hippie the Brand ® nonconformist, anti-establishment and revolutionist. 

No trade marks, no advertising with the sportsmen, no promotions, no support of Great dollar. 

Only unexpensive, convenient, easy in repairing, second hand clothes will give you a suitable image. 

There was fashion for sinellstoo. Aromas filled air wherever the hippie gathered. 

Children of flowers should be smelled by: a lavender, a rose and other flower aromas. 
Houses college, communes cumpuses all  vital spare, were decorated with every possible posters. 

They were big, unexpensive and coloured and closed the most part of a wall. Posters with musicians and concert performances, and also with covers of albums were the most popular. 

Some posters displayed political views of the place. Posters for peace and love, against war, for black power, for feminism or protesting against something were also popular. Many posters were simply art of other times; Obry Bredsley and Maxphil Perrish were very popular artists. Works of such surrealists as Salvador Dali and M.S. Esher were ideal for reflections under marihuana. The Tibetan mandalas and yantras were used both for ornaments and for meditations. Hippies liked to paint the rooms in bright paints. Often it was possible to see a rainbow, stars and even frescos on walls .
The majority of subjects of an interior were brought from abroad, the hippies provoked the big boom to import of the goods. Curtains from beads, big floor pillows, wicker little tables and chairs, statues of the Indian gods Moroccan rugs, were brought the Shops specializing on import have achieved tremendous success thanks to hippies.

Before hippie appearing there was not more than one plant in a dusty corner in the majority of houses. Aspiring to the nature hippies filled the houses with life. Creating something like jungles, with a fern, a rod, plants with juicy foliage, more plants appeared inside than outside the house.
Anssential attribute of the house of hippies was a stereo system. Hippies bought the best musical centers. Music was extremely important for them. They danced, meditated, arranged parties, were engaged in sex and sent in LSD- trip listening to music. 
In the beginning of the sixtieth music has changed from mono to stereo. It had psychedelic effect which everyone could appreciate. Then 4  channel  sound appeared. 
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The systems achieving such heights as 5 separate channels sound were popular at cinemas. I remember, when I watched a premiere of a rock opera «Tommy» of the group 
«Who» at the theatre showing a level of technical development of 5 channels sound a stereo system it was really abruptly. The influence was similar with the influence of  today's Dolby and DBX systems.

The typical car of hippie was a minibus or the bus Volkswagen. Small tourist cars and even school buses turned to dwelling from one up to a dozen hippies. Usually buses were  painted (frequently they simply required painting) in bright colours and the psychedelic patterns more often including flowers, symbols of peace, mystical symbols or simply landscape.
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
