          I am going to say a few words about my nation which I’m proud of. It is not numerous. Perhaps somebody will take an interest in it because we are the part of our great country. 
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          "Nogai" is the self-name of the nation nogaitsi. Their language concerns to a subgroup of Turkic languages. In this language there are three basic dialects the Kuban, Karachaevo-Circassia and Achikulak dialects. The formation of nogai nationality is connected with the disintegration of Golden Horde and the consolidation of nogai tribes around the strongest feudal lords and princes. The period of final registration of the Nogai Horde refers to the end of 15th century. It is necessary to consider it as the first stage of formation of nogai nationality. In the middle of 16th century they occupied the greater part of the territory from Volga up to Irtish and from the coast of the Caspian Sea and the Aral Sea up to a wood strip in the north. About in the middle of 16th century Nogai Horde was divided into the Great and Small nations. One of nogai princes Kaziy Urakov not wishing to submit to the main prince Ismail moved on the West. The small Horde moved on the south of Ukraine near Crimea, in Pridonie, Priazovie, Black Sea Coast and Ciscaucasia. They came to the region of Pyatigorsk. From the middle of the 16th century the steppe areas of Stavropol region had been occupied by the nomads of Small nation that gradually settled in the upper reaches of the Kuban.
        The name “Nogaitsi” came from the name of one of the leaders and politicians of Gold Horde Khan Nogai.
The cattle breeding were the basis of their facilities. According to the English author of the 16th century Jackinson “when all grass was eaten” the people moved from a place on a place on vehicles harnessed with camels. They were cattlemen and had a plenty of cattle which made their main riches. They change clothes and other things for it. They bred mainly horses. They ate horse-flesh and drank mare’s milk. They didn’t sow and reap .The people bred sheep and cattle. They sold horses in particular to Russian. They drove to Moscow the whole herds.
          People lived in yurts and houses. Yurts were adapted to a nomadic way of life. Rich men covered the yurts with white felt and poor men covered them with grey white felt. The first data telling about appeared in the middle of the 16 th century. Doors and windows were on the south. The roof was of two pitches.

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             In a court yard behind the house there were premises for sheep (к`yotan), large horned livestock (aran). Brushwood served as a building material. A wattle fence was made of it.
Many details of houses kept those names with which were designated yurts in modern nogai dwelling.
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                         The national suit developed during many centuries.
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Nowadays traditional features are kept by skilled workers in particular in ornaments and accessories.
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         The national cuisine is transferred from generation to generation. The important place in food is allocated to tea and flat cakes. 
          Nogaitsi are very hospitable people. They are glad to visitors and accept them as their natives.
