Students of Oxford University come to the garden to study plants and relax. The oldest tree in the Garden is . the English yew . It was planted in 1645 by Bobart, the first curator. There are some Houses for growing tropical plants in the  garden – Palm house. Succulent house, Tropical Lily house, Fernery and Walled Garden. In one of the Houses Victoria water lily is grown with its large round “pie dish” like leaves strong enough to support a sitting child. Today people of all ages come to the Garden. Many children visit glasshouses. There they find cocoa, oranges, bananas, coconuts and cacti.

Eden project is a fantastic complex of 3 biomes constructed in a disused china clay pit. It has the size of thirty football pitches. It shows how people of tropical, subtropical and temperate regions of the world depend on plants in their life. Tropical and subtropical plants are grown in two giant greenhouses, temperate plants are grown outside in the open air. The Tropical Biome is about trade and connections and it is the largest conservatory in the world. Visitors find there coffee tree, fruiting banana tree, rubber, giant bamboo and many other plants. The Subtropical Biome shows how plants grow on drought and poor thin soils. People  find there olives, grape vines, tea and various pieces of sculpture. In the Outdoor Biome you’ll find crops that grow in the local climate. They are used as foods, fuels, medicines and materials.

This is the National Botanic Gardens of Scotland. It was founded in 1670 as a physic garden. Now it’s a large scientific institute. They grow more than 15500 plant species there. Much of the material is of known wild origin. The temperate Palm House was opened in 1858. It’s height is 23 meters and it is the tallest traditional palm house in the world. You will discover an astonishing diversity of plant life in this garden.
