William Shakespeare
W.Shakespeare was the son of John Shakespeare and Mary Arden. He was born in Stratford-upon-Avon and baptised on 26th of April in 1564. He was the third child of eight and the eldest surviving son [1].

Although no attendance records for the period survive, most biographers agree that Shakespeare was educated at the King`s New School in Stratford, a free school chartered in 1553. Grammar school varied in quality during the Elizabethian era, but the curriculum was dictated by law throughout England, and the school would have provided an intensive education in Latin grammar and the classics [2].
At the age of 18, Shakespeare married the 26-year-old Anne Hathaway[3]. Six months later the marriage, she gave birth to a daughter Susanna. Twins, son Hamnet and daughter Judith followed almost two years later [4]. And then he went to the London to earn money. He was well enough known there but then to be attacked in print by the playwright Robert Green.
 From 1594, his plays were performed only by the Lord Chamberlain`s Men. Soon this company became the leading playing company in London [5] After it changed its name to the King`s Men [6].

In 1595 he wrote his greatest tragedy Romeo and Juliet. This story was often told in the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries. It was written at  time when the brief vogue for sonnet-writing was at its height. The tragedy  “Romeo and Julie”t was first produced about 1595. From the first its was popular. Here some lines from Romeo and Juliet:

Three words, dear Romeo, and good night indeed.

If that thy bent of love be honourable, 

Thy purpouse marriage, send me word tomorrow,

By one that I`ll procure to come to thee,

Where and what time thou wilt perform the rite;

And all my fortunes at thy foot I`ll lay

And follow thee my lord throughout the world.

Some of Shakespeare`s plays were published in quarto editions from 1595. By 1598, his name had become a selling point and began to appear on the title pages [7].

Shakespeare continued to act in his own and other plays after his success as a playwright. The 1616 edition of Ben Jonson Works names him on the cast lists for Every Man in His Humour and Sejanus, His fall [8].
Also, Shakespeare wrote a lot of sonnets. Published in 1609, the Sonnets were the last non-dramatic works to be printed. Scholars are not certain when each of the 154 sonnets was composed, but evidence suggest that Shakespeare wrote sonnets throughout his career for a private readership [9]. That`s one sonnet:

 From fairest creatures we desire increase,

That thereby beauty's rose might never die,

But as the riper should by time decease,

His tender heir might bear his memory:

But thou, contracted to thine own bright eyes,

Feed'st thy light's flame with self-substantial fuel,

Making a famine where abundance lies,

Thyself thy foe, to thy sweet self too cruel.

Thou that art now the world's fresh ornament

And only herald to the gaudy spring,

Within thine own bud buriest thy content,

And, tender churl, mak'st waste in niggarding:

Pity the world, or else this glutton be,

         To eat the world's due, by the grave and thee.
After 1606-7 Shakespeare wrote fewer plays, and none are attributed to him after 1613 .his last three plays were collaborations, probably with John Fletcher, who succeeded him as the house playwright for the King`s Men [10].
Shakespeare died on23rd of April in 1616, was survived by his wife and children. He was buried in the chancel of the Holy Trinity Church. Sometime before 1623, a monument was erected in his memory on the north wall, with a half-effigy of him in the act of writing. Its plaque compares him to Nestor, Socrates and Virgil. A stone slab covering his grave is inscribe with a curse against moving his bones [11].
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
