        The name of the flower comes from the Greek language. According to the Greek mythology, there was the God whose name was Appollon.He had  a friend, Hyacinth. One day in early spring while two friends were throwing a discus to each other an accident happened. Hyacinth was killed by that discus. Appollon was in despair. He took some Hyacinth’s blood  and grew a beautiful flower from it. He gave it a name “ Hyacinth ”. Since that time every early spring hyacinths have been growing on the Earth.               In nature these beautiful flowers grow in spring but you can see them in shops in winter. I talked to my Science Teacher and she told me what the secret was. People take big bulbs of hyiacinths, plant them, then put them into cold places, where the temperature is about 5c, keep them there for 8-10 weeks. Then they take the flowers from cold places and put them into warm places at home. In a month the bulbs start flowering.

               I decided to  do this experiment and check if it is really possible to grow hyacinths at home in December. 

So, the title of my research work is “A New-Year Fairy-tale About Hyathinths”
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Aim.
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The experiment is aimed at testing the following hypothesis: it is possible to grow hyacinths at home in winter.
The scientific method.

To test my hypothesis, I used the following scientific method:

1.Observation of the plants.

2.Doing experiments.
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The Experiment
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To do it, on August 26, I took two pots, put some ground into them. After that, I planted four bulbs of hyacinths into each pot. I tried to do it, so that they were close to each other, but were  rather away from the walls of the pots. The tops of the bulbs were not covered with the ground. Then, I watered them well and covered the pots with the black pockets. Finally, I put pot A into the fridge where the temperature is always about 5(C. I put pot B on  to the window’s sell where the temperature is about 22(C.

Ten weeks passed.



November 10.From time to time I opened the pockets aired them, watered the bulbs. When ten weeks passed, I took the pot A out of the fridge, opened the pocket and put the pot into a cool, shadow place. 
The second pot B had been on the window’ s sell.



November 24.The first green shoots appeared on the bulbs, which were kept in the fridge. Unfortunately, there were no green shoots on the bulbs in the pot B.




December 8. Two weeks passed. In the pot A the hyacinths grew like grown up plants. They have flower buds, but they do not have any flowers.

In the pot B there are no shoots.

December 15. One week passed. In the pot A the flower buds opened. I am happy, because I managed to grow them. They are beautiful. They are orange, pink, white and blue. I noticed that the flower buds were opening one by one.

In the pot B there were no flowers. I was a bit disappointed. My mum said that: «A negative result is also a result. If you want to find a prince you should be ready to kiss a lot of frogs. The more frogs you kiss the more chance you’ll have to find a real prince”.

December 30. Two weeks passed the flowers stopped flowering. I will continue watering them. In June I’ll take them out of the pot and in September I’ll plant them in the garden. The bulbs won’t grow at home for the second time.

The Results of the Experiment

In such away, my hypothesis was proved. It is possible to grow hyacinths at home in December if follow two main rules.

1. A pot should be in a cool, dark place for about ten weeks. The temperature must be about 5(C.

2. It is important to make a day time longer. The fact is in our Ural region the days are shorter than the nights. Flowers need more light. We can give them it if we turn on lamps.

I liked to do this experiment. It is very wonderful to grow spring flowers in winter. Next year I’ll try to grow snow-drops in December, like in the fairy-tale “12 Months” by S. Marshak, but it will be another story.
