Education is as old as humanity. Prehistoric people needed education to survive. Parents taught their children how to hunt wild animals for food. Prehistoric peoples also had to learn to cooperate with one another and to live together peacefully. Education involves both learning and teaching. Sometimes? people learn by teaching themselves. But they also learn with the help of other people, such as parents or teachers. Parents are a child's first and perhaps most important teachers. They teach children attitudes, habits, and values that help shape their character and remain with them throughout life. But few parents have either the time or the ability to teach their children everything they need to know. Instead, they turn over many educational responsibilities to professional educators.

Some educators study the objectives (goals) of education. Their I concern has led to the classification of all educational objectives into three areas: (1) the cognitive area, (2) the affective area, and (3) the psychomotor, or locomotor, area.
The cognitive area aims at increasing a person's knowledge and
intellectual skills. It deals with the ability to think and reason effectively. The largest proportion of educational objectives involves the development of abilities in this area.

The affective area deals with feelings, values, and appreciations. It aims at helping an individual develop moral and spiritual values and s healthy attitudes and emotions. Such education is often called  character education or citizenship training. . The psychomotor area includes the development of a person's muscular or mechanical skills. These abilities are often related to courses in handwriting, speech, and physical education, and to vocational and technical courses. The skills may be as simple as learning to use crayons or as complicated as learning an intricate у ballet movement.

EDUCATION
Education is the process by which people acquire knowledge, skills, habits, values, or attitudes. The word education is also used to describe the results of the educational process. Education should help people become useful members of society. It should also help them develop an appreciation of their cultural heritage and live more satisfying lives. The most common way to get an education is to attend school. But much education also takes place outside the classroom.

Teachers and schools have the chief responsibility for education. The organized instruction they provide is called formal education. Learning that results from less-organized instruction is called informal education.

This article deals mainly with formal education, especially the kind given in schools. But many other institutions and agencies also provide education. Churches, which are established mainly for worship, educate their members through church teachings. Libraries, newspapers, and such organizations as the Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, and 4-H also educate people. Radio and television are especially effective means of education. For example, various TV programs provided by public television stations give millions of children in the United States valuable learning experiences.

Education is also important because it helps people get more out of . life. It increases their knowledge and understanding of the world. : Education helps people acquire skills that make their lives more  interesting and enjoyable. Such skills include those needed to participate in a sport, paint a picture, or play a musical instrument.

Education also helps people adjust to change. This benefit has become increasingly important because social changes today take -place with increasing speed and affect the lives of more and more people. Education can help a person understand these changes and provide the skills for adjusting to them.

2. EDUCATION IN BRITAIN
Many British children start school at age 3 or 4 if there is a play school near their house. AH children start primary school by the age of 5. Some parents pay for their children to attend a private school but all children have the right to go to a state school, which is free, Later they will go to a secondary school until they are 16 or 18. Some students choose to continue their further education at a university or polytechnic where they study academic subjects. Other students choose to go to a college where they can study more practical subjects like art or engineering.

Schools in britain.
Children in Britain start school when they are five and stay at school until they are sixteen or older.

Many children in Britain attend nursery school from the age of about three, but these schools are not compulsory. Compulsory education begins at the age of five, when children go to primary school. Primary education lasts for six years. They attend the infant school from five to seven and then junior school until they are eleven. Then pupils go to secondary school.

Children study 10 subjects: English, mathematics, science, geography, history, art, music, physical education and a foreign language. Most secon​dary schools teach French and some schools offer Spanish, German, Italian and Russian. The first three are called "core" subjects. Pupils take examina​tions in the core subjects at the age of 7, 11 and 14.

After five years of secondary education, pupils take the General Certifi​cate of Secondary Education (GCSE) examination. Most pupils take exami​nations in all subjects.

Compulsory education ends at sixteen. Some people choose to stay secondary school for a further two years. Other people leave secondary school at sixteen and go to colleges of further education.

Higher education begins at eighteen and usually lasts for three or four years. Students go to universities, polytechnics or colleges of higher education. There are now about 80 universities.

Some parents choose to send their children to private schools where t pay for their education.

State education is free. More than 90% of Britain's children attend si schools,

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Private education - What is it?
The school system in the UK can proudly call itself one of the most complicated in Europe. Not only it is not the same across the kingdom but also the number of changes that have taken place in the last 50 years have made it equally confusing for a British person and for a foreigner.
Let's start from the beginning. There are two types of schools in the UK: state schools where education is free and private schools where you have to pay. The only thing is that private schools in Britain are called ... pub​lic. Why? A long time ago when education was a privi​lege of the rich, the only schools where poor people could go were funded by charities (organisations that collect money for people in need). As it was public money, the schools for the poor were called public schools. Logical, isn't it? However, in the course of histo​ry many public schools became very successful and turned into expensive private schools but the conserva​tive British continued to call them public schools.
How does it work?

Until very recently public schools were either all-boys or all-girls. Public schools can be full boarding (pupils live there all academic year except for holidays), normal (pupils go home every day) and mixed (some pupils go home every weekend and some stay).

What kind of people go to a public school?

Well, the first thing you need to have is money as some public schools charge up to £20,000 a year. There are some grants for bright pupils as well but the places are few and the competition is very strong. Therefore, it comes as no surprise that only six percent of the people in the UK can afford it. The other important criterion is that you have to belong to the right class as the class sys​tem in Britain is still very important. Mostly, public edu​cation is a privilege of the upper middle and upper classes.

Boys' security is one of the school's top priorities, so all boarding houses have three resident staff and very strong locks. Some also have a thick wall a! around and a metal net over the yard. Even parents are not allowed there.
Redbrick Universities. London University.

The so-called "redbrick" universities are the universities which were founded between 1850 and 1930 including the university of London. They were called so because that was the favorite building material of the time, though they are rarely referred to as "redbrick" today.

Most of the redbrick universities being founded on basis of university colleges scattered through out the country and are to be found in Birmingham, Bristol, Exeter, Hull, Leeds, Manchester, Liverpool, Nottingham, Sheffield, Southampton and some other cities. The university colleges greatly differed from those of Oxford and Cambridge. They were financed by local authorities and their students never studied in public schools. There was a large difference in work organization, in curriculum and in methods of teaching. Besides the redbrick universities couldn't confer degrees upon their students, though teaching there was at university level.

One of the most famous redbrick universities is the University of London. About one-fifth of the university students in the United Kingdom are at the University of London.

In the early nineteenth century Oxford and Cambridge were the only two universities in England. The cost of education there was so high that only the sons of the wealthier classes could afford to attend. But more restrictive still were the religious tests; only Church of England members could attend. It was to overcome these limitations that in 1827 a nondominational college, "University College" was founded.

In 1836 University college joined King's college opened in 1831 by Arthur Wesly, the Duke of Wellington. Each retained the control of its own internal organisation, faculty and teaching; a separate body, the University of London, was created to "conduct the examination of, and to confer degrees upon their students". Thus the University of London was born.

In the early years a candidate for a University of London degree was forced to attend either University College or King's, but in 1849 it became possible for an institution situated "anywhere in the British Empire and recognized by the University of London to present students for degree". In 1858 the regulations were further broadened so that now anyone anywhere may sit for University of London examination provided that he satisfies Matriculation requirements.

During the long reign of Queen Victoria medical schools of the various teaching hospitals, Bedford College for women, Imperial College of Science and Technology, and many other schools and colleges became a part of the federal university. The famed London school of Economics was a newcomer in 1895.

Up until 1900 the University was only an examine body but in that year an Act of Parliament permitted that London University "may provide lecture rooms, museums, laboratories, workshops, and other facilities for the purpose both of teaching and research". This allowed the first actual teaching on any level.

Today the University has much the same form of organization adapted to accommodate its increased size and complexity. It is governed by a Vice-Chancellor, a Court and a Senate. The Senate composed of representatives of the constituent colleges and schools, nominees of the crown, the London County Council , certain professional bodies and graduates, is the supreme academic authority. The Court, also a broadly representative body, allocates to the colleges money derived from the national government and the London County Council. In brief the University of London is a federation of colleges, each largely independent, and the whole independent, of the British Parliament in academic matters.

In many ways the University of London has departed from traditions of Oxford and Cambridge. It was the first to abolish religious tests, to admit women in England for degrees, to grand degrees without residence. In late 50s of the twentieth century the Senate abolished the requirement of English for entrance. The cap and gown are missing in classes here but the tradition of scholarship is strong.

University Life in England.
The I university of Oxford is a collection of colleges. Some of these colleges were founded hundreds of years ago. 'The University" is only an administrative centre win. h arranges lectures for all the students of the colleges, holds examinations and n degrees. I very college has students of ail kinds; it has its medical students, its engineers, its art students, etc.
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The Tutorial system is one of the ways in which Oxford and Cambridge differ from all other English universities. Every student ins a tutor who plans his work. Each  week some students come to see him and he  discusses with them the work which they have done. This system has its advantages.
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The academic year in England is divided into three terms, which usually run from about the beginning of October to the middle of December, from the middle of January to the end of March and from the middle of April to the end of June or the beginning of July.

Terminal examinations are held at the end of the autumn, spring and summer terms. Final examinations are taken at the end of the course of studies. If a student.fails in an examination he may be allowed to take the exam again. Only two reexaminations are usually allowed. For a break of discipline a student can be fined a sum of money, for a serious offence he may be expelled from the university.

British universities usually keep to the customs of the past. Upon graduation al Oxford University all the students have to wear long black gowns and "students' caps".

Education in Australia vs. Education in the United States.
Each state and territory in Australia makes its own laws   about  education. This is also true in the United States. Both Australia and the United State nave private schools available in addition to public schools.

In the United States, children between the ages of five and sixteen are required to attend school. In Australia children between the ages of and fifteen are required to attend school with the exception of Tas​mania. In Tasmania children attend school until the age of sixteen. Kindergarten is required in the United States, but not in Australia.

Australia's four-term school year begins in February with a two-week holiday between terms. The fourth and final term ends around December 20. The Christmas holiday coincides with the end of school and the beginning of the summer vacation. The students return to school in February. In the United States, children have their summer vacation from June until August.

Australia's primary or elementary school consists of grades one   . through six. Secondary school consists of grade seven through twelve. Ml secondary students wear uniforms to school. Students in public m the United States do not wear uniforms at school.

Students in the United States eat a hot lunch at school. Australian Students do not.
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In Australia large schools are found in cities along the coast. One-teacher schools are located farther out in the countryside. A teacher in the country may teach all grades, with only one or two students in a grade. Students living far from the city attend "Schools of the Air". They listen to the teacher on the radio each day when it's time for school. Students have their own books. They answer questions over the microphone. The teacher assigns homework to do. The completed homework is mailed to the teacher, it is discussed over the micro​phone, corrected and mailed back. In the United States some children attend school at home. Their parents are their teachers!

My School

The children in Australia begin attending classes at the age of 6. My school begins at 8:30 a.m. and ends at 3:10 p.m. We have a break for lunch in the middle of the day. I ride my bicycle to and from school al​most every day. On rainy days I take the school bus.

I like my school because every​one gets along with one another. There is a strong sense of belong​ing. I enjoy spending time with my friends at school. Г also like my teachers, especially my history teacher.

All of the students at my school wear a uniform. It’s not so had. I never have to think about what I'm going to wear to school and I don't spend very much money on new clothes!

History is my favourite subject at school. Other courses I like are Literature, Geography and Maths. Next year I'll study Computer Sci​ence, because I know that knowledge of computers will be a big advan​tage for me when I look for a job after graduation. I also enjoy doing my homework on our computer at home.

We have a nice library at school. I go there to look for extra material for my classes. Our librarian is very helpful. I also go to the library when​ever I have free time to find inte​resting books. Helen Keller & Anne Sulliv

(1880-1968)

Before she was two years old, Helen Keller became blind and deaf from a serious illness. She turned into a wild child, throwing her food and breaking things. 
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Her parents hired Anne Sullivan to live with Helen and teach her to get along in the world.

Since Helen couldn't see or hear, Anne Sullivan had to teach her by touch. She would spell the words out in sign language with her fingers right onto the oalm of Helen's hand.

One day she taught Helen the word "water" by pour​ing water over the child's hand and then spelling the word out onto her palm. Helen was smart. She suddenly understood, and a new and wonderful world opened up to her. No longer alone in her darkness, she had a friend with whom she could talk.

And Helen wanted to know everything.

Feeling vibrations in her teacher's throat as Anne spoke, Helen learned how to make the right sounds and say words with her own voice. She graduated from a uni​versity, wrote books, and gave talks on how hard it was to be blind, but how good it was to be alive.

MIKHAIL LOMONOSOV

Mikhail Vasilievich Lomonosov, the greatest Russian scientist and poet, was born in 1711 not far from Kholmogori in the Far North (Archangelskaya region).

He began his working life when he was still a boy. The son of a fisherman, Misha often went with his father to the White sea and to the Arctic Ocean. He learned much about nature and about the life of his country. At an early age Lomonosov was eager to learn and read every book he could find. Soon he knew by heart a few books that he had found.

At the age of 19 the young man left his home and went on foot to Moscow where he managed to enter the Slavonic-Greek-Latin Academy. His first years of study were difficult, but Mikhail worked hard and made great progress. His teachers saw how clever and industrious he was and five years later he was sent to the Gymnasium of the Academy of Sciences in St. Peters​burg. His unusual ability as a student became evident very soon, and Lomonosov was sent to Germany to study chemistry and metallurgy.

In 1745 Lomonosov was elected to the Academy and appointed professor of chemistry.

M. Lomonosov founded the first chemical laboratory in 1748. His discover​ies enriched many branches of knowledge. Lomonosov's ideas forestalled the science of that time. Lomonosov was a great physicist, chemist and astrono​mer. He formulated the main principles of one of the basic laws of physics — the law of conservation of matter and motion. Besides this M. Lomonosov wrote poetry (verses) that had a great effect on the development of the Rus​sian literary language. The first Russian grammar was written by him as well.

Moscow University was founded on the initiative of Lomonosov in 1755.

M. Lomonosov was generally recognized as one of the most outstanding persons in the world in the 18th century.

Lomonosov was a great patriot deeply loving his Motherland and had a great desire to make it a prosperous country.

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TOP TIPS FOR COPING

WITH EXAMS

Would you like to pass

your exams with flying colours?

Then follow these tips.
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· Get organised: make out a revision timetable for yourself (the earlier you do it the better). If you organize your time properly, the results will be much better.

· Prioritise your topics.

· Put all your notes (or books) into some kind of order.

· Warn your family and friends that you are serious: they shouldn't interrupt your studies.

· If you come across any key points write them on separate pieces of paper. Remember that as long as you approach your exams in a calm and structured way, you'll feel more confident about what you are doing.

· If you find it difficult to concentrate, don't study at home where you will be easily distracted: go to your library instead.

· Go with your body clock! There is a bio​ logical rhythm for learning and it's dif​ ferent for different people. For most of us, the best plan is to take in new infor​ mation in the morning. But this doesn't apply to everyone. So if you are slow in the morning, use that time to do some background reading. Do the weightier work in the afternoon.

· Avoid learning marathons — the brain needs time to 'digest' what has been learnt. The time for this is 5 to 10 min​ utes. So take regular breaks.

· During the break it is important to exer​ cise the right side of the brain, because the left side is used during the learning period. You should relax in some way. Listening to music, breathing in fresh air, or looking at a picture are all ways of using the other side of the brain.

· If you don't like to study alone, do it with a friend. Company makes the process more interesting and less stressful. Other people may help you understand something that you don't.

· Eat well! Have a proper meal rather than snacks.

· Don't study too late. You'll be less ener​ getic the next day.

· Don't take any drugs. If a drug is strong enough to do you any good, it's strong enough to have unwanted side effects. If your doctor prescribes anything, make sure she knows you have exams.

· Don't drink too much coffee. Too much caffeine can make you more nervous.

·   Believe in yourself! If your mind is full of thoughts such as 'I'm sure I'm going to fail this exam', or 'What are my parents going to say?', you won't do as well as you should
