Animals cannot talk or write, like people do, but they can communicate with each other in lots of ways. For example, some animals use   to communicate. The bright colours of coral snake warn other animals that it’s dangerous. Colour is important thing in animals’ communication, a lot of birds show off their colourful feathers to make other birds notice them.

You can recognize your friends by the sound of their voices. Some animals use sound. They can also recognize each other by the sounds that they make.

Rabbits thump their feet on the ground when danger is near. This warns other rabbits of the danger.

Grasshoppers communicate by making a chirruping sound. They do this by rubbing their rough legs against the edges of their hard wings. There about 10,000 different kinds of grasshopper and each type has its own sound. 
[image: ]Other animals communicate by moving or by changing the  by their bodies. When a cat is angry, it arches its back and its fur stands on end. This makes the cat look bigger and more frightening.

When a honey-bee that has food returns to its hive, it makes waggling movements that look like a dance. This tells to other bees which way to go to find the flowers. People use dances to communicate too. Sometimes the dance tells a story. 

[image: ]      Some animals use smells, or scents, to communicate with each other.
Moths use scents to find each other in the darkness. Male months have large antennae on their heads. They use their antennae in the same way that we use our noses.

Ants   lay a trail of scent so that they can find their way back to their nest. 
[image: ]  A firefly is a kind of beetle that communicates by using flashes of light. The firefly has a small patch on its tail that can shine in the dark.  There are lots of different kinds of firefly. Each kind uses a different pattern of light flashes. 
Female fireflies don’t have wings. Their flashes of light tell the male fireflies which direction they must fly in to find them.
The firefly’s flashing light is like a signal from a lighthouse. Each lighthouse along the coastline sends out a different pattern of flashing light.This helps sailors who are out at sea in the dark to check where they are. 


The world we live in is not only beautiful, it’s very amazing! Animals, which live with people, or wild ones, are interesting! That’s why we can say, that the world of animals’ communication is amazing too!
