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Introduction 

There are different kinds of sports: football, judo, boxing but to my mind, the most beautiful is figure skating. Last year there was a program on TV “Celebrities on Ice”, and this year it has another title “Ice Period”. Famous figure skaters perform on the ice in pairs with outstanding actors, actresses and singers. A lot of people all over the world have become the fans of this program. The same about me. So, I decided to learn more about this kind of sport. In my scientific paper I’d like to find the answers to the questions:

· When and where did the sport start?

· Who was the first Olympic champion?

· What are the leading countries in this kind of sport?

I’m also interested in pupils’ attitude to this kind of sport and I want to ask them some questions:

· What is your favourite sport?
· Can you skate?

· Who is your favourite figure skater?

· What British and American figure skaters do you know?

Besides, it is very interesting for me to learn about the sportsmen who did their best to develop figure skating.
Figure Skating

Figure skating is a sport in which ice skaters perform precise figures and freestyle movements in a graceful manner. They do it alone or in pairs. Figure skaters have national and international competitions to demonstrate their skills. 
According to historical facts, figure skating was born in England. The first information about iron skates appeared in 1763. Captain Robert Jones, an Englishman, was the first who mentioned about figure skating competitions (1772). In the second half of the XIX century they were held in the Netherlands, England and other European countries, Russia and North America. For a long time competitions were held in the "English style" of skating. As it is mentioned in books, it was formal and different from modern figure skating. In the mid-1860s, the American dancing master Jackson Haines showed his techniques based on dance movement. This style became known as the "international style."
There were many skating clubs in different countries. Historians believe that the first skating club was set up in Edinburgh, Scotland in 1742. 

There was a skating club in Russia. In 1890 the skating club in St. Petersburg organized an international skating competition. A famous sportsman from Canada, Lewis Rubinstein took part in the competition. Alexei Lebedev from Russia became the winner but Lewis Rubinstein also got a gold medal for a single program.
The development of figure skating caused appearance of national associations. The first one was organized in England in 1879. Other associations appeared in the Netherlands in 1882 and in Canada in 1887. 

On the initiative of the German Association a meeting of different associations was held in 1892 and they discussed the rules of skating. A special organization was born. It was called the International Skating Union (ISU). Now this organization is responsible for the development of figure skating in the world.  
It was interesting to learn about the first competitions in figure skating. The first European Championship was held in 1891, and the first World Championship was held in 1896. Only men competed in these events, but in 1902, a woman, Madge Syers, competed with men at the World Championship for the first time. She was the second. After that the ISU didn’t allow women to compete against men, but started a separate competition for "ladies" in 1906. Pair skating started at the 1908 World Championships. Figure-skating events for men, women, and pairs were held in the Olympic Games in 1908 and 1920 and became a regular competition of the Olympic Winter Games in 1924. 
Judging System

The Judging System is used in all international competitions and in the Winter Olympic Games, too. For many years the Judging System was quite simple. Nine judges gave their marks to skaters. They put marks for "technical merit" (in the free skate), "required elements" (in the short program), and "presentation" (in both programs). The marks for each program ran from 0.0 to 6.0. The maximum point was 6.0. The placements for the two programs were then combined, the free skate placement was more important. But many people complained that the system was too subjective. 
A new ISU Judging System replaced the old 6.0 system in 2004. This new system was created to make it better.

Under the new system, points are given individually for each skating element, and the sum of these points is the total element score (TES). Competitive programs consist of some elements. Each element is judged first by a technical specialist. He or she gives mark to each element. The technical specialist uses video to judge. Twelve judges show their marks on a panel.  Then a computer selects marks of any nine judges. This mark is called the grade of execution (GOE).
The program components score (PCS) awards points that are not rewarded in the total element score. The components are:

1) skating skills (SS), 

2) transitions (TR), 

3) performance/execution (PE), 

4) choreography (CH), 

5) interpretation (IN). 

The total element score and the program components score are added to give the total score for a competition segment. A skater's final placement is determined by the total of their scores in all segments of a competition.
Some people think that this system is perfect, others criticize it.

Equipment 
The rink used for ice-skating competitions is not more than 60 metres long and not more than 30 metres wide. The boot is high. The blade is thicker than those used in other skates and longer than the boot. The blade is hollow-ground to emphasize its two edges and has serrations (the toe pick, or toe rake) at the front. 


For practice skating, figure skaters usually wear leggings, tight fitting, flexible pants. They also wear tights with dresses, skirts, sometimes shorts and underneath leggings for extra warmth. 
In competition, women may wear skirts or trousers, (skirts are more popular). Men wear trousers. Competition costumes can be decorated with beads or something else, and can cost thousands of dollars. Women usually wear flesh-colored leggings under dresses and skirts. Competition outfits for skaters, especially in ice dance, are often theatrical. Many women also wear makeup and jewelry. 

Competitions for Men and Women
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Men and women’s skating has special elements which make the performances beautiful and attractive. Until 1991 competitions for men and women had a section of compulsory figures. Freestyle skating combines turns of school figures in intricate footwork, spirals, spins, and jumps. Spins differ from other skating moves as they are performed on the flat of the blade. 

Jumps are different according to their takeoff and landing positions. Jumps are classified as single, double, triple, or quadruple, depending on the number of midair rotations.

Competitions for individuals include two programs. The skaters choose music themselves. The short program must have a number of prescribed elements; the longer free-skating program has no specific requirements and skaters demonstrate their skill and grace. 

Pair Skating
In pair skating a man and a woman skate together. They must produce an impression of harmony and unison in their actions. Pair skating is difficult because it is difficult to do everything in unison. 
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Pair moves include different elements: lifts, in which the man lifts his partner completely off the ice; pair spins and their variations (such as the death spiral); throw jumps, and twist lift. Side-by-side elements include: jumps, spins, and step sequences. Skaters should begin a side-by-side element together, maintain unison and close proximity to each other throughout, and finish together. 

Some pair skating elements are banned because of their high risk of serious injury to the skaters. Pair competitions are organized and judged in the same way as singles events.
Ice Dancing
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Ice dancing is a form of figure skating which comes from the world of ballroom dancing. Dancing competitions started at the World Figure Skating Championships in 1952, but became a Winter Olympic Games sport in 1976. Ice dance has a strong tradition in the United Kingdom. Many of the compulsory dances were developed by British dancers in the 1930s, and 12 of the first 16 World Championships in ice dance were won by British couples. The British pair Jayne Torvill and Christopher Dean won the Olympic gold medal in Sarajevo in 1984. They performed a dramatic free skate to Ravel's Bolero and got 6.0s for presentation from all judges.
Beginning in the 1970s, Russian dancers became the leading pairs in ice dancing. The Russian style of ice dance is famous for speed and power and artistic manner. Nowadays Russian dancers are the best in the world. They have become European, World and Olympic champions many times.
There are three main components in an ice dance competition: the compulsory dances, the original dance and the free dance.

Compulsory dances contain fixed patterns and steps, taken from the ballroom tradition. Each compulsory dance is skated to standard music that is played at a specific tempo for each dance; each couple performs exactly the same. Strong unison and technical ability is important for compulsories. Compulsory dances include the Rhumba, Yankee Polka, Golden Waltz, and Midnight Blues.

For the original dance, the International Skating Union chooses a rhythm each year, but the competitors choose their own music and choreography. The length of the program is shorter than the free dance, and the skaters have to follow some rules. Close skating is important for the original dance.

In the free dance, partners choose their own rhythms and music. Free dances are four minutes long and usually contain a slow section. There are more lifts in the free dance than in the original dance.
Synchronized Skating
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Synchronized skating consists of 12-16 athletes skating on ice at one time moving as one flowing unit at high speeds. This discipline of figure skating was born in North America.

The first synchronized skating team was formed by Dr. Richard Porter, who is known as the 'father of synchronized skating'. 

During the 1970’s, there was a great interest in this new sport. The first official international competition was held between Canadian and American teams in Michigan in March of 1976. 

Synchronized skating is not an Olympic sport, but it has its fans. There are international synchronized skating competitions and the International Skating Union held the first World Synchronized Skating Championships in 2000. Most skaters are women but men can compete, too.
Elements Named after Famous Figure Skaters

· The Salchow jump is named after Ulrich Salchow. It takes off from a back inside edge and lands on the back outside edge of the opposite foot. 
· The Lutz jump is named after Alois Lutz. It is a toe jump that takes off from a back outside edge and lands on the back outside edge of the opposite foot. The lutz is a counter-rotated jump. 
· The loop jump is taken off the back outside edge and landing on the same back outside edge. It is also known in Europe as the Rittberger after its inventor, Werner Rittberger. Loops can be done as the second jump in a combination. 

·  The Axel jump is named after its creator Axel Paulsen. It is launched on the forward outside edge and landed on the back outside edge of the opposite foot. 
· A Biellmann spin is performed by pulling the free leg from behind up and over the head. The blade of the skate may be held with either one or both hands. This requires extreme flexibility in the shoulders, back, hips, and legs. It was named after 1981 World Champion Denise Biellmann. 

Jackson Haines
 Jackson Haines was born in 1840, New York City and died in January 1876. He is a Finland American skater known as the father of figure skating. He was a ballet dancer who adapted ballet
 style and techniques to a sport.  
Jackson Haines won the U.S. men's championship and went to Europe in 1865. The Englishmen didn’t like his style but he became popular and was a success in other European countries. In Vienna, the world “waltz capital” in the 19th century, he gave instruction in waltzing on ice.
Skating schools founded by Haines appeared in many countries. Haines traveled a lot to perform on ice and to teach people skating. On a journey by sled from St. Petersburg to Stockholm, he fell ill with pneumonia and died. 
Nikolay Aleksandrovich Panin-Kolomenkin

Nikolay Aleksandrovich Panin-Kolomenkin was born on 8 January 1872 and died on 19 January 1956 in Leningrad. He was a Russian figure skater and coach.
 Panin was very active and took part in rowing, cycling, athletics and gymnastics. He studied mathematics at Saint Petersburg University in 1897. At that time he took part in a figure skating competition. Unfortunately, he wasn’t a success. To improve, he developed a technique of wrapping towels around his feet to weigh them down and improve his balance, thus preventing falls. It was at this time that he took the nickname "Panin". He competed under the name "Nikolay Panin.

Some sources state that Panin won the men's figure skating competition in the 1908 Olympics. However, Panin won the special figures event, and Ulrich Salchow won the general figure skating title. 1908 was the only year in which special figures was an Olympic event. Panin was Russia's first Olympic champion. He also competed in the 1903 World Figure Skating Championships, and was the second behind Salchow.

Madge Syers
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Florence Madeleine "Madge" Syers (1881-September 1917) was a British figure skater. She was the first woman to compete in figure skating, and became the first female World and Olympic champion. She won the Olympic gold medal at the age of 27; she is still the oldest Olympics ladies' figure skating gold medalist. She also won the Olympics bronze medal for pairs with her husband and coach, Edgar Syers. She is the only ladies’ figure skater to win Olympic medals in both the individual and pairs event.

Syers was a good figure skater and a gifted swimmer and equestrienne. She was trained by a coach named Edgar Syers. He had Jackson Haines’ style. Madge and Edgar married in 1899. They competed in individual and pairs events.

Syers took part in the 1902 World Championships when women were allowed to participate in the competitions. At the time, it was unusual for women to compete in sporting events. Syers took the ice and finished second. Gold-medalist Ulrich Salchow took off his medal and gave it to her. After her win, Championship organizers decided not to let female ice skaters compete against men. 
In 1903, a new competition, the Championship of Great Britain was started. It was open to both men and women. Both Syers and Edgar took part in this new championship. Syers won the first place. Edgar was the second. She won the competition again in 1904. In 1906, a new World Championship for women was created. Syers took part in it and won. She repeated her victory again at the World Championships in 1907. 
Syers took part in the 1908 Summer Olympics, which had the first Olympic figure skating events. She won the first Olympics ladies’ figure skating gold medal. She also paired up with Edgar and they won the Olympic bronze medal.

Soon after the 1908 Summer Olympics Syers stopped going in for figure skating because of problems with her health.
Sonja Henie

 Sonja Henie was born in Kristiania, (now it is Oslo). She is the daughter of Wilhelm Henie, a World Cycling Champion and a prosperous Norwegian fur trader. Her father hired the best experts in the world to make his daughter a sporting celebrity. She took the gold medal in the 1928, 1932 and 1936 Winter Olympics. 
Henie won the World Figure Skating Championships in 1927 at the age of fifteen, and her first Olympic gold medal in 1928. She also won six European championships. She is the first figure skater, who wore the short skirt costume in figure skating, and made use of dance choreography. Her new skating techniques changed the sport and due to this fact it was accepted in the Winter Olympics. Henie was very popular with the public. She was also a good tennis player.

After the 1936 Olympics in Garmisch-Partenkirchen, she gave up amateur sport and became a professional. She mostly performed in the United States, but had shows in Norway in 1953 and 1955. In 1938 she published her autobiography, which was republished in 1954. In 1941, she became a citizen of the United States. She retired from acting in 1958 with the film Hello, London. She became one of the richest women in the world in her time.

She was ill with leukemia in the mid-1960s. She died in 1969 during a flight from Paris to Oslo. She is one of the greatest figure skaters in history. 

She has a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame.

Jayne Torvill and Christopher Dean
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Jayne Torvill was born on October 7, 1957, in Nottingham, England. Christopher Dean was born on July 27, 1958 in Nottingham.  They are British ice dancers. 

At the 1984 Winter Olympics in Sarajevo, Yugoslavia (now in Bosnia and Herzegovina), they became Olympic champions. Torvill and Dean's performed free-dance based on Maurice Ravel's Boléro. The dance made a great impression on the judges and the public. They got the score of 6.0 for artistic impression from all nine Olympic judges. 

Torvill and Dean began to compete in 1975. At that time Torvill was working as an insurance clerk and Dean as a Nottingham police constable. They became British national champions in 1978. They won at the world championship in 1981. After their victories at the Olympics and 1984 world championship, Torvill and Dean became professional. 

In 1994 they competed at the Winter Games in Lillehammer, Norway. There they won the bronze medals. After that they returned to skating in various ice shows and professional competitions. 

They have perfect technical skills and precise synchronization. Besides, thanks to Dean the couple has innovative choreography. They often skated to a single piece of music and they performed inventive lifts and other unique moves. Many of Torvill and Dean's innovations brought lasting changes to the sport.
 Irina Rodnina and Aleksandr Zaytsev
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Irina Rodnina was the most successful pair skater in history. Her first partner was Aleksey Ulanov and the second partner was  Alexander Zaytsev. Her three Olympic victories in 1972 with Aleksey Ulanov and in 1976 and 1980 with Aleksandr Zaytsev are a record for a pair skater. Her record at the World Championships was even more impressive. She won the title for ten successive years (1969-1978), the first four with Ulanov and the next six with Zaytsev. Rodnina and Ulanov split up as a pair team in 1972. After that she married Zaytsev and they skated together. Rodnina won eleven European pairs championships. Now she is a famous coach and there is a skaters’ school in Russia named after her.
Lyudmila Pakhomova and Alexander Gorshkov
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Alexander Gorshkov was born on October 8, 1946 in Moscow. Lyudmila Pakhomova was born on December 31, 1946 in Moscow. They were figure skating champions from the Soviet Union.
Alexander Gorshkov and his wife trained at Dynamo. They began to take part in competitions in 1967 and married in 1970. They were world champions from 1971 to 1974 and won their fifth world title in 1976. Lyudmila Pakhomova and Alexander Gorshkov became the first Olympic champions in ice dancing. It happened at the 1976 Winter Olympics. 
They did much for the development of figure skating in our country and in the world. Thanks to them “Russian school” of ice dancing is the leading one. Their brilliant programs teach modern dancers how to skate.

Alexander Gorshkov later served as the Chairman of the ISU's ice dance technical committee.

Lyudmila Pakhomova became a promising coach but unfortunately she died of cancer in 1986.
Tatiana Totmianina and Maxim Marinin

        There is a figure skating school in Perm. Young skaters come to the Palace of Sports “Orlyonok” and start training. Later they take part in different competitions. Some of the children become famous.

One of these children was Tatiana Totmianina. Тanya was born in Perm. At five she began to skate to improve her health. Her childhood was difficult, the family lived from hand to mouth. Her mother believed that only figure skating could help Tanya to get out of poverty. 

She didn’t become a good single. In 1995 Tatiana got acquainted with Maxim Marinin. He was from Volgograd.

Tanya and Maxim decided to try to skate together. Natalia Pavlova agreed to train a young pair. They worked hard and at the Olympic Games in Turin they became Olympic champions.

Tatiana Navka
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My favourite figure skater is Tatiana Navka. Tatiana Navka is well known all over the world. For millions of her fans, Tatiana Navka is a symbol of beauty and grace on the ice rink. Tatiana’s amazing plastique and elegance, captivate and impress men and women. She creates rich and attractive characters on ice.
Young and attractive Tatiana has achieved everything any young woman can only dream of. She is a three-time European Champion, two-time World Champion and one-time Olympic Champion. Tatiana is also an ideal wife and caring mother. 
Her partner is Roman Kostomarov who is a very talented figure skater. He is famous for his technics and artistic performance. 

The trainer of the pair is a well-known figure skater Alexander Zhulin. He took part in different figure skating competitions together with Maya Usova and was the European and the World Champion in 1993. The pair was also silver champions at the 1994 Olympic Games.
Conclusion 
I have learnt much new information about figure skating and came to the conclusion that it is a really international kind of sports. Many people like figure skating and admire famous sportsmen. 

First the sport was developed in the UK and Holland and then in the USA. Nowadays, the leading countries in figure skating are Russia and the USA. The total number of Olympic champions in figure skating from Russia and the former USSR is 50. The USA has 44 figure skating champions through the history of the Olympic Games. Of course, there were champions from other countries, for example, from Germany, Canada, Norway, Sweden. 

“Russian school” is very famous. The most popular coaches are Tatiana Tarasova, Yelena Chaikovskaya, Tatiana Moskvina,  Alexei Mishin. Nowadays the most promising foreign pairs in pair skating and ice dancing are trained by Russian coaches.
The number of outstanding sportsmen is great. In my scientific paper I wrote about some of them. The contribution of famous sportsmen in the development of figure skating can hardly be described. I’m proud of the fact, that figure skating is a very popular sport in Russia and Russian sportsmen are the leading sportsmen in all figure skating Olympic disciplines.  

Most students from our lyceum can skate and figure skating is one of the most popular sports with them (16% of students like figure skating). But the students know little about the history of figure skating and about famous figure skaters. Their favorite skaters are Tatiana Navka, Yevgeny Pluschenko, Irina Slutskaya and some others.
