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Введение.

Очень часто мы в своей речи употребляем различные слова, чтобы выразить одно и то же чувство. А в английском языке существует немало таких слов, которые, употребляясь с различными предлогами, имеют разный смысл. Вот например фразовые глаголы: to put, to take, to look, to turn и д.р. подставляя к этим глаголам различные предлоги мы меняем значение данных глаголов. Эта тема меня очень заинтересовала, и я решила выяснить, как может меняться смысл фразовых глаголов при помощи предлогов на примере фразового глагола to look. 
Актуальность выбранной мной темы состоит в том, что употребление фразовых глаголов очень широко в английском языке, и часто встречается в решении олимпиадных задач.

Гипотеза: фразовый глагол to look имеет различные значения в зависимости от предлога, который стоит после него. 

       Задачи:

2) Найти значения глагола to look и составить примеры с некоторыми из них.

3) По проделанной работе сделать вывод. 

Объект исследования: фразовый глагол to look.
Предмет исследования: употребление различных предлогов и частиц с глаголом to look в разных значениях.

 Употребление глагола to look.
1. Значение глагола to look.
Глаголы восприятия посредством органов чувств, а именно, глаголы see, hear, feel, listen to, look at, notice, observe, overhear, perceive, smell, spot, watch могут иметь при себе сложное дополнение (Complex object). Сложное дополнение представляет собой оборот, подлежащее которого представляет собой, а сказуемое — инфинитив без частицы to или причастие настоящего времени.

2. Сочетание фразового глагола to look  и предлогов.

 Look daggers -  гневно смотреть; выражать ненависть или неприязнь взглядом.
Example: 
Mary did not dare talk back to her father, but she looked daggers.
Look in on - навестить кого-либо; сделать короткий визит.
Example:
On his way downtown, Jim looked in on his aunt.

Глагол to look - смотреть имеет наиболее общее, нейтральное значение, и в принципе, может заменять все остальные глаголы этого синонимического ряда. Обычно он употребляется с предлогом at:
Look at the picture, please.
Посмотрите на картину, пожалуйста.
Fanny murmured something not looking at me.
Фэнни что-то пробормотала, не глядя на меня.
В разговорной речи в целях привлечения внимания слушателя часто употребляется выражение look here! (послушайте!):
Look here Susan, I want you to clear the mess in your room.
Послушай Сюзанна, я хочу, чтобы ты убралась в своей комнате.
