The two main ways of forming an abbreviation are

1. To shorten a word, for example, sitcom (situational comedy, a kind of TV program)

                                                   ad (advertisement) 

2. To form an abbreviation from the first letters of a phrase. It can be pronounced in two different ways.

· As individual letters SMS (short message service), PR (public relations)

· As a new word. Such words are called acronyms. The examples are 

      laser (Light Amplification by Stimulated Emission of Radiation) and 

      UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization)
