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Introduction.

Cheboksary is the capital of the Chuvash Republic. The area of Cheboksary is more than 200 square kilometers. There are about 550 thousand of people in our city, all more than 80 nationalities. Now we have 5 theatres (Opera and ballet theatre, the Puppet theatre, Russian dramatic theatre, the Chuvash dramatic theatre, Theatre of the young spectator.). There are 3 areas - Moscow, Lenin, and Kalininsky in Cheboksary. Extent of city streets is more than 350 km.

      The first mentions in the annals about Cheboksary concerns to 1469, but scientists consider that refugees from the city of Souvar founded our city much earlier, approximately in the13th century. In 1551, Chuvashia became a part of the Russian state.

In 1555, the Kazan archbishop Gury has consecrated a place under construction of a fortress.

In the 18th century our city was visited by such well- known people, as Ekaterina the Second, Paul the First, Pushkin, Derzhavin, etc.

All the people who have visited Cheboksary, were happy with our city, and named it « picture small town ».

After Ekaterina's visit, in 1781, Cheboksary got the first arms. It consisted of two parts: there was an arms of Kazan - a black dragon with red wings and a gold crown since Cheboksary belonged to Kazan, and have been below represented 5 white flying ducks. In 1921 Cheboksary became the capital of the Chuvash Republic.


 In 2002 Cheboksary has been proclaimed a cultural capital of the Volga region.

Churches and Vvedensky Cathedral.
In the 17-18 centuries there were 14 churches and a cathedral, now there are 6 churches (Vvedensky Cathedral, Svyatotroitsky Monastery, Michael-Archangel Church, the Female Monastery, church of Revival of Christ, Uspenskaya Church).

Vvedensky Cathedral is the first stone building in our city, it was built1651. In this Cathedral there is a miracle Icon of Vladimir Divine Mother with which archbishop Gury has consecrated a place for construction of a fortress in 1555. Inside of the Cathedral, there are frescos, which were created in the 17-18 centuries. In 1939, Vvedensky Cathedral was closed, but during the Great Domestic War, it was opened again for inhabitants of Cheboksary. Today Vvedensky Cathedral is the main sight of Cheboksary.
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       Svyatotroitsky monastery was built in the days of Ivan the Terrible, in 1574. The monastery was built from an oak on which edges there were angular towers, the Monastery also was wooden, but after several fires, it was made of a stone. In 1924, the Monastery closed, but then it was opened again. There is also the biggest bell in Russia, which weight is 851,76 kilograms.
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Victory Park.
Victory Park has been constructed after the Great Domestic War and it’s devoted to all those who were lost in battles for the native land. It represents a mother who sends the son to the war and her son. Near the monument eternal fire burns, inhabitants bring flowers there. There is also the technique, which has been used by our defenders during the war like the tanks, helicopters, military machines, guns, etc.
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The Military technique
The Merchants `Houses.
The merchants’ houses which were constructed in the 18-19 centuries are one of the main sights of our city. There were many merchants in our city, like Efremov, Kadomtsev, Selivanov, Talantsev, Shemyakin, Kologrivov, Klyuev, Khlebnikov and Korytnikov.
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In the first half of 18 centuries the house of merchant Solovtsov has been constructed. During visit of Ekaterina the second this house used as a residence of empress. In 1816 this building has been bought by Kazan to organize here school. But since 1940 and till our time there is an art school.
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Houses of merchants Efremovs are on the Red Square, near Vvedensky cathedral. 
The patrimonial house is situated near the Red Square. It was built in 1884. It is a three-tier private residence from a red brick; there were 22 rooms. This private residence is visible from different directions. The house was surrounded with wings, a stone fencing with a beautiful gate. Later this house has passed by right of succession to one of children of Item of E.Efremova. 

The other house was constructed in 1909. It was allocated with the unusual architecture. It was the most advanced building in Cheboksary, to measures of that time: there was a sun deck, a botanical garden where grew apple-trees, pears, birches, cedars, oaks, elms and even two blue ate from Canada, an agaves, an oleander, hydrangeas, lemons.

However, even more modern house was the private residence of the younger son constructed in 1911. It was equipped by last word of technique, there was phone, electricity, a water pipe, the water drain and the asphalt worked up the street near the house.
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Theaters.
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      The Chuvash Drama Theatre named after K.Ivanov. (1961.) Originated in 1918 in Kazan. The first actor and stage manager of this theatre was I.S. Maximov-Koshkinsky. 
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      Russian Drama Theatre. (1922.) it was formed by troupe of professional actors and amateurs of Russian drama.
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Chuvash State Opera and ballet theatre was built in 1960. The first opera was followed by «Evgeny Onegin» by Tchaikovsky. Today it is the most famous and the most popular theatre in our city.
 Cheboksary is an amazing town! Cheboksary today is a unique city where the past and the present are together, where there are absolutely original both unique museums and monuments, where the Russian culture and the Chuvash culture have closely intertwined, and they are equally interesting and supplement each other.
