The most famouse Modal verbs are: CAN, COULD, MAY, MIGHT, MUST, OUGHT TO, 

SHOULD (PROBABLY, TO BE LIKELY, TO BE UNLIKELY=MUST in the future).

The equivalent of Modal verb MUST is HAVE TO.

The equivalent of Modal verb SHOULD is HAD BETTER.

The equivalent of Modal verb CAN is TO BE ABLE TO.
The equivalent of Modal verb MUST is TO(BE) HAVE  TO.

The equivalent of Modal verb NEED is MUST.

We can see that in both books Future Simple was used in the overwhelming majority of cases. 

Considering American English “a simpler version of a language” we might have expected lack 

of complicated analytical forms. But on the contrary, it was in “The four million” that I met 

rather complicated cases of Future Simple in the Past Passive and Future Continuous in the Past 

Passive. If we compare the numbers, we can see that the British are apt to use Future Simple 

instead of more complicated forms (65% versus 46% in AmE) and American would prefer to 

distribute those 21% between usage of Future Simple in the Past, Modal Verbs, Lexical forms, 

Future Simple in the Past Passive, Future Simple Passive, Future Perfect in the Past, Future 

Continuous in the Past ( i.e. more complicated forms from the point of view of foreign learners). 

Of course, we should bare in mind that we might owe the results to stylistic devices used by 

authors. Still I believe that the investigation shows the tendencies.  I  consider that people of  

various educational level and background brought varieties to American English this fact helps 

not only to preserve the beauty of the original language, but even to make it brighter. 

While making theoretical and practical investigation I came to conclusion that English is the 

easiest language to know it badly but it is also the most difficult language to know it well. On the 

one hand there are very easy means of rendering your ideas, it won’t take you long to study them 
and find your way in the English-speaking environment. But on the other hand the existing 
variety of expressing the tiniest hints of your thoughts enables me to study English so that to be 
able to use all the riches of this wonderful language.
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
