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 he Karaidel district is formed in 1932. This year we celebrate the 77th anniversary of our district. It`s located in the north of Bashkortostan. Area of   the district is 3 664 square km. Karaidel is located on the shore of the Ufimka River. 
   Karaidel is an ethnically diverse district. Bashkirs and Russian, Tatars and Ukranians, Chuvashes and Maris are united in one large family here. The population of our district is more than 29.5 thousand people. There are 102 villages.
   The Karaidel district is a region with many different natural wonders. Our district has almost every kind of weather. Also, it has many kinds of land – rocky coasts, empty deserts, powerful rives, wide planes and grasslands, lakes of mountains, great forests. We have tried to save many of the wildest areas.
     There are many national forests and recreation areas. Recreation areas include lakes, rivers and forests around villages. These places are popular for bathing, swimming, sailing, hunting, fishing and other outdoor activities. There are many forest areas. In these wild lands, you can enjoy the beauty and power of wild Karaidel. 
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he Karaidel district is rich in institutions of  culture: the museum in Baiki, the cinema, the club, the public cultural center. Karaidel has several nice parks. 

     The people of Karaidel are great lovers of sport. Let’s take football, for example. It is one of the most popular team games. It is played in most of the schools and there are about 10 amateur teams for young men in all parts of the district. The most played winter sports are hockey and skiing.

   The lumber industry enjoys a rich source of raw materials. The better half of this is processed for the production of furniture, parquet, saw timber, matches and building materials. Some factories produce construction materials such as bricks, reinforced slabs, cement, roofing slates and window panes.

     Karaidel is a large agricultural region in Bashkortostan. It’s arable lands occupy 119 586 square hectares, 52 549 square of which in actively cultivated. The district ranks 24th place in the agricultural gross output in Bashkortostan. 

     One of the most important branches of the national economy producing material values is capital construction. Further economic and social development of the republic is closely connected with the launching of a large investment project and the upgrading of the technical level of basic construction.

     Nature endowed this land with unique beauty. Indeed, it is the jewel of the Urals. Here, side by side with the mountain ridges are beautiful lowlands stretching far and wide. Large expanses of the steppe alternate with thick wild forests which abound in majestic honey-bearing lime-tress. The charm of the landscape is accented by numerous rivers and lakes, so plentiful in this region. Both vegetation and wildlife are extremely rich and diverse here. Different kinds of wild animals and birds inhabit this land. Bears, wolves, foxes, badgers and beavers wander it’s forests.

     It is the remarkable plant life that really makes the Karaidel different. This landscape “is one of Bashkortostan`s most varied and astonishing habitats”. It includes river coast and mountainside, meadow and woodland. Strange lakes are transformed into meadows during the summer months, as the water table falls. Stone walls stretch along the Karaidel River. More than 900 different species mingle here; it is not simple the variety or abundance of plants that makes Karaidel different. What makes it unique is the extraordinary mixture of plants. There are some kind’s plants of Karaidel district:            100 – medical herbs;

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Look right! It’s the Department of Education. New textbooks, programmers and methodical literature are considered here by Methodists, specialists in different fields of education.

   Now we are coming to Printing House. It’s the meeting point of two central streets. Local newspaper “Karaidel” is printed here in Russian, Bashkir and Tatar languages. Such poets like Guzel Timurshina, Rafik Mustafin work this newspaper.

    Look left. We are passing by Administration building. It is the seat of our local government. Problems and successful decision are discussed and taken into consideration here. 

Now we are in our Regional Cultural Centre. You can always meet here a lot of children and grown-ups, so as there are different interesting circles and dancing lessons. Musical school is opened for anyone, who wants to sing, to play musical instruments. From time to time various exhibitions of our local painters and children who are fond of painting take place here. In front of you there is a cinema which is one of the largest and the most beautiful building in our village. Usually people come here to relax and enjoy concerts and films. 

     Turned left you can see Victory Park which is famous for it’s Monument to the Soldier. Every spring meeting is taken place in this park. Here are always a lot of flowers at the foot of the monument, especially on Victory Day.

Our tour has finished. I hope very much that you have enjoyed this tour of Karaidel.
