Слайд 1:
Winston Churchill is indefatigable prime minister of Britain during World War II
Слайд 2:
Sir Winston Leonard Spencer-Churchill, publicly known as Winston Churchill, who was a soldier, politician, journalist, writer, painter and finally prime minister, is one of Britain's greatest 20th-century heroes.
Слайд  3:
He was rarely visited by his mother (then known as Lady Randolph), and wrote letters begging her to either come to the school or to allow him to come home. His relationship with his father was distant, he once noticed that they rarely spoke to each other. This is why he became very close to his nanny, Elizabeth Anne Everest. His father died on 24 January 1895, aged just 45, leaving Churchill with the conviction that he too would die young, so should be quick about making his mark on the world.
Слайд 4:
In 1893, Churchill applied to attend the Royal Military Academy in Sandhurst. He graduated eighth out of a class in December 1894. He chose to remain with the cavalry and was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in the 4th Queen's Own Hussars on 20 February 1895. In 1941, he received the honor of Colonel of the Hussars. Churchill's pay as a second lieutenant in the 4th Hussars was £300. However, he believed that he needed at least a further £500 to support a style of life equal to other officers. His mother provided £400 per year, but this was repeatedly overspent. According to biographer Roy Jenkins, this is one reason he took an interest in war correspondence. His writings both brought him to the attention of the public, and earned him additional money. He acted as a war correspondent for several London newspapers and wrote his own books about the campaigns.
Слайд 5:
After winning the seat of Oldham at the 1900 general election, he went on a speaking tour throughout Britain and the United States, raising £10,000 for himself. He remained member of Parliament for over 64 years.
Слайд 6: 
Churchill refused to make peace with Adolf Hitler, and this made him the popular choice to lead England through World War II. Because Winston was a great orator, he spoke to the British people during the war. This helped them to feel brave in difficult times.  When Hitler was defeated in 1945, Churchill's place in history was assured. Ironically, he lost the prime ministership two months after later, when the opposition Labor Party took majority control of Parliament.
Слайд 7
When the Elizabeth II was sailing home with her family, Churchill climbed aboard to greet his sovereign. Together they stood on the bridge of the royal yacht. ‘He saw things in a very romantic way’, Elizabeth said. When her father died, Jock Colville had found the old man sitting alone with tears in his eyes, looking straight in front of him, unable to concentrate on his official papers. In first year of their relationship as Queen and Prime Minister, Churchill took the initiative ininviting himself to Balmoral to acquaint himself better with Elizabeth. Later she wanted to create Churchill Duke of London, but her offer was refused. Churchill married his wife, Clementine Hozier, in 1908. They had five children: Diana, Randolph, Sarah, Marigold and Mary. When Marigold was three, she caught a cold. However, the illness turned fatal. She was buried on August 26. Churchill spent most of his retirement at Chartwell and at his home in Hyde Park Gate, in London. He began to lose the battle he had fought for so long against the depression -or as he termed it, the "Black Dog"-which he suffered throughout his life. Usually, the art helped him to recover. In 1963, US President John F. Kennedy, acting under authorization granted by an Act of Congress, proclaimed him an Honorary Citizen of the United States. On 15 January 1965, Churchill suffered a severe stroke that left him gravely ill. He died at his home nine days later, at age 90, on the morning of Sunday 24 January 1965, coincidentally 70 years to the day after his father's death.
