History
Read the text and name varying opinions of the origin of Valentine's Day.
There are varying opinions as to the origin of Valentine's Day. Some experts state that it originated from St. Valentine, a Ro​man who was martyred for refusing to give up Christianity. He died on February 14, 269 A.D., the same day that had been devoted to lo​ve lotteries. Legend also says that St. Valentine left a farewell note for the jailer's daughter, who had become his friend, and signed it "From Your Valentine". Other aspects of the story say that St. Valentine served as a priest at the temple during the reign of Emperor Claudius. Claudius then had Valentine jailed for defying him. In 496 A. D. Pope Gelasius set aside February 14 to honour St. Valentine.
Gradually, February 14 became the date for exchanging love messages and St. Valentine became the patron saint of lovers. The date was marked by sending poems and simple gifts such as flowers and candy. There was often a social gathering or a ball.
In the United States. Miss Esther Howland is given credit for sending the first valentines. Commercial valentines were intro​duced in the 1800’s and now the date is very commercialized. The town of Loveland, Colorado, does a large post office business around February 14. The spirit of good continues as valentines are sent out with sentimental verses and children exchange valentine cards at school.
Today's celebration of Valentine's Day grew out of a tradition that began many years ago in ancient Rome. A Roman feast of Lupercalia was celebrated on February 15. This ancient festival involved the celebration of festility and honored two Roman gods, Ju​no and Pan. One of the conventions of this occasion for young mai​dens to write love messages. The messages were placed in a large urn and then drawn out by unmarried men who courted the fair mai​dens whose messages they had chosen.
