The history of the Jack – o' - Lantern custom
This custom has its origins in a very old tale, also dated centuries B.C. When the Irish immigrants went to America, they started lightning the hollow pumpkins in order to send the devil away.
The history of the "Trick or treat" custom
This custom dates from the very beginning of the celebration. Ever since the 5th century, the Celts believed the souls of people who had died before November 1st would stay around until going to heaven on that day. They would offer different food and drink to the souls, so they wouldn't be hungry or thirsty. Many of the people would imitate fairies and go from house to house begging for treats. Failure to supply the treats would usually re​sult in practical jokes being visited on the owner of the house. The folks who were out in the night imitating the fairies would sometimes carry turnips carved to represent faces. This is the origin of our modern " Jack - o'- Lantern."
As time passed, the food was converted into candles for the children; today this has become only a fun celebration.
