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1. Advantages and disadvantages of school uniform
School uniform - compulsory service uniform for students during their time at school and at official school activities outside of school.
There are different points of view of the fact whether you need to do a standard form students. The main views and supporting their arguments are as follows.
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Advantages of school uniform:
1. School uniform, as any form, discipline, unites, promotes development in students sense of community, teamwork, common cause and the existence of common goals.

2. School uniform the possibility of competition between students (and their parents) in clothing and eliminates the visual difference between students from families of different material wealth, preventing stratification of the principle of «rich / poor» .
3. A single standard for the form, if it is take at the state level, can guarantee that the clothing of students will meet the sanitary-hygienic requirements and does not reflect negatively on their health.

Disadvantages of school uniform:
1. Uniform - the element of equalizing education and training.
2. School uniform deprives students the opportunity to express their individuality in clothing.
3. The uniform may be expensive for poor families.
4. The Convention on the Rights of the Child states that every child has the right to express their individuality, as well as he want. School uniform is restricted freedom of expression
2.Uniform in the USSR.

1920-1950: From the experimental to the classics.
In 1918, the gymnasium`s uniform of pre-revolutionary Russia was considered a bourgeois relic and abolished along with many others of use in education.
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From the point of view "class struggle" was considered a symbol of the old form of belonging to higher social classes. On the other hand - the form of symbolized the absolute lack of freedom student, his humiliation and servitude situation. But this rejection of forms was another, more understandable, the reality - poverty. Students went to school that could provide them with parents, and the state at that time actively fought against the disruption, class enemies and the remnants of the past. However, over time, when the era of experimentation has given way to other realities, it was decided to return to the past image - a brown strict dresses, aprons, school jackets, and turn-down collar. It happened in 1948, when the office of the Office dressed in form. School uniform sample in 1948 actually copied the style of classical forms of grammar schools - and in color, and by the cut, and accessories. Uniform survived until the end of 1962 school year.
In the USSR school uniforms several times changed. Girls - classic brown dress with a black (daily) or white (for ceremonies), an apron tied at the back bow. School dresses were modestly decorated with lace turn-down collar and cuffs. Wearing a collar and cuffs was mandatory. In addition, girls can wear black or brown (daily) or white (ceremonial) bow. Bows other colors according to the rules is not allowed. Form for girls almost completely copied the shape of Russia's pre-revolutionary women's gymnasium, except for the fact that the girls wore straw hats. 
The severity of morals Stalin era spread, of course, and school life. The smallest experiments with the length or other parameters of school uniforms severely punished administration of educational institutions. Even the hair was supposed to meet the requirements of Puritan morality - "model haircut" to the end of 1950 were strictly forbidden, not to mention the color of hair. [image: image3.jpg]



3.Thaw
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"Warming" mode does not immediately impact on the democratization of school uniforms, but it still happened. Style shape became more identified with the lines of fashion, which took place in 1960. In boys with the 1975-1976 school year, gray wool trousers and jackets were replaced by trousers and jackets of wool fabric in blue. The cut of jackets looked like the classic denim jacket (in the world gathered momentum so-called "denim fashion") with epaulettes on the shoulders and breast pockets with flaps in the form of curly brackets ( ) ). The jacket fastens with aluminum buttons. On the side of the sleeve was stitched emblem (Chevron) of soft plastic with a painted open a textbook and the rising sun - a symbol of enlightenment. In boys, high school trousers and jacket were replaced on the trouser suit. Color tissue was still blue. Also, the blue was the emblem on the sleeve. In this emblem, in addition to the sun and the open book, a stylized image of the atom. Very often an emblem cut, because it does not look too aesthetically pleasing, especially after some time - the paint on the plastic starts to blur. There were also very rare relief-convex logo, made of plastic on the fabric. They don`t lose color and look very smartly. 
4.1980: Alterations in action

In the early 1980's form has been introduced for high school students. Girls from first to seventh grade wore a brown dress, as in the previous period. Only it was not much above the knee. In the 80's, when the monitoring of school uniforms has become less strict, some students replace the standard logo of the army shoulder patches. For girls in 1984, was introduced three-piece suit blue, consisting of a trapezoid skirt with pleats in the front, jacket with patch pockets (no shoulder emblems) and vests. Skirt can be worn either with a jacket or a vest, or the whole suit at once. In 1988, for Leningrad, Siberia and the Far North were allowed to wear blue pants in the winter. 
Allowed to wear long hair.
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Members of children and youth communist organizations (Octobrists, Pioneers and Komsomols members) were supposed to be, respectively, oktyabryatsky, Pioneer and Komsomol badge, the pioneers were also required to wear a tie Pioneer. Icons and Pioneer tie were almost mandatory addition to school uniforms.[image: image7.jpg]


 In addition to the usual pioneer icon there a special option for the pioneers, actively engaged in social work. He was a bit more than usual and it was the inscription "For the active job. In 1990-91, the wearing of neckties and pioneer oktyabryatskih icons, as well as the Komsomol Your ceased. In the late 1980's uniforms, especially the men's large sizes, in several regions of the Soviet Union fell into the category of deficiency. One reason for this was that the uniforms have traditionally been very cheap, compared with close to that of ordinary trousers, coats and jackets, the material as it was a very high quality and durable. Therefore, in all its deteriorating financial situation began to buy adult as a daily and working clothes. Planned volumes forms were not designed for this form has a deficit, and, like many others, began to sell for coupons that are issued with a schoolboy at the place of study.
5.Modern Russia
Mandatory wearing of uniforms in Russia was lifted in spring 1992. 

In modern Russia there is no single school uniform, as was the Soviet Union, but many high schools and grammar schools, especially the most prestigious, as well as some schools have their own form, emphasizing the students belonging to a particular institution. In some schools do not have forms adopted officially, but the form may be introduced at the class level, in consultation with parents of students (usually a 'cool' entry form in the lower grades). In addition, schools that do not have school uniforms, there may be a dress code.
6.School uniform in other countries
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The largest European country in which there is a school uniform, is the United Kingdom. In many of its former colonies form has not been abolished after independence, such as India, Ireland, Australia, Singapore and South Africa. 
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In France there was a single school uniform in 1927-1968, respectively. In Poland - until 1988. 

In Germany there is no single school uniforms, although a debate about its introduction. Some schools have introduced a single school clothing, not a format so that students can participate in its development. Tellingly, even during the Third Reich students did not have a single form - they came to class in everyday clothes, in the form of the Hitler Youth (or other children's organizations).
