Goth

1. History

Goths appear from late 70/started 80 in Russia. Their image was transformed from the punk - on heads they have remained irokezes, only it has got the sated black color.

Gothic image

· Clothes

Gothic clothes are corsets, dress, skirts, jackets, stockings and stockings, shirts, camisoles, raincoats, capes, footwear. 

· Ornaments

The basic metal silver, products from yellow metal are never used. May be also iron, are used stones, onyx, agate, a pomegranate, in complex ornaments there may be practically any stones.

Teeth – vampire’s canines. Them may be implant, are extended or used waybills.

Lenses - the diversified, with the cat's cut of eyes, different colors (white, red, black, yellow, green etc.). 

· Make-up

Person - pale kind, by use of a white make-up (frequency cream and white powder).

Eyes - amplification of contrast with the person, frequently imposed black shadows, eyes are brought by " the cat's cut ". Concrete Goths depends on imagination of everyone style make-up. 

· Hairdress

One of the basic kinds of self-expression is creation of an original hairdress. The most frequently meeting colour of hair – black, though sometimes other colors - violet, red, green, dark blue, silver. 
Punks

1. History

Punks were not entirely inhabitants from working class. Someone was, but the majority - guys from middle class, and as teenagers of rich suburbs. 

    The punk - subculture was outlined on a boundary 1970-80. As against the English punk who has arisen as natural reaction to social and economic crisis in the West, the punk in the USSR appears as the protest against totalitarian thinking. Certainly, as well as many other phenomena of "the Soviet underground », it tested on itself the western influence though direct loans in 1980 were actually impossible. 

         The punk was one of few musical currents who has come to Soviet Union with the minimal delay. In 1976 the punk - fate has appeared in England, and in 1977 in Leningrad, Moscow, Siberia the young people which are were interested in the western music, got Sex Pistols "," Clash " and other British punks - groups, caught music programs on " the Voice of America ", read the Soviet magazines and newspapers which have not accepted to respond to occurrence of new youth current as " an outgrowth on a body of bourgeois culture “. 

2. The Punk’s Image

Irokez 

Such hairdresser as irokez has appeared very much for a long time. There are different types of irokezes. Classical and Spiked are the most popular 
Clothes

It has passed already more than 30 years since a birth of culture of Punks but style of their clothes practically has not changed. The fashion of this subculture cannot be described.
3. A bit little about Punks

Bikers

Bikers are all persons who ride 2 or sometimes 3 wheeled motorised vehicles and who identify themselves with a particular subculture. They usually wear leather jackets, metal studs, mystical tattoo, army boots sometimes unusual helmet and by black or red bandams.  

Although the term refers to any motorcycle enthusiast, sometimes the word "biker" is used to mean an outlaw biker, or bikie, who is a member of an outlaw motorcycle gang.
Amongst riders of motorcycles, the term "biker" or "rider" is used to refer to anyone who rides a motorcycle. The word "bikie" strictly referes to members of "outlaw" motorcycle gangs. 

1. A bit little about bikers

· Today there are 30,000 bikers in Russia, and 5,000 in Moscow. They all make up different gangs which are at war with each other.  
· Bike subculture appeared in Russia with appearance of Moscow motorbike club “Night Wolf”. Officially it was founded on May 31,1989. But the core of it appeared in the early 80s. 

· Basically biker rides from ”HARLEY-DAVIDSON”. This is classical in motorcycle. This bike made in U.S.A. Experienced biker muster by hand.
Emo

1. Emo Music

Emo is a style of rock music typically characterized by melodic musicianship and expressive, often confessional lyrics. It originated in the mid-1980s hardcore punk movement of Washington, D.C., where it was known as "emotional hardcore" or "emocore" and pioneered by bands such as Rites of Spring and Embrace. “Origami” is the first emo-group in Russia. It was born in 2000 and successful develop now.
2. Fashion
Today emo is commonly tied to both music and fashion as well as the emo subculture. Usually among teens, the term "emo" is stereotyped with wearing skinny jeans, sometimes in bright colors, and tight t-shirts (usually short-sleeved) which often bear the names of emo bands. Studded belts and black wristbands are common accessories in emo fashion. Black Converse sneakers and skate shoes, such as Vans, are popularly worn among people of the emo fashion. Some males also wear thick, black horn-rimmed glasses. 
3. Stereotype
Emo means indie. Emo is short for emotional. 

Emo has been associated with a stereotype that includes being particularly emotional, sensitive, shy, introverted, or angst-ridden. It has also been associated with depression, self-injury, and suicide. 
Skinheads

1. History

   A skinhead is a member of a subculture that originated among working class youths in the United Kingdom in the 1960s, and then spread to other parts of the world(include Russia in late 60/started 70). Named for their close-cropped or shaven heads, the skinhead subculture was primarily based on those elements, not politics or race.  
   The most well-known skinhead organization is Red and Anarchist Skinheads. In the UK, some anti-fascist skinheads have been involved with Anti-Fascist Action or Red Action.
2. Style and clothing
   In addition to short hair, skinheads are identified by their specific clothing styles. Skinhead fashions have evolved somewhat since the formation of the subculture in the 1960s, and certain clothing styles have been more prevalent in specific geographic locations and time periods. 

   There are three main types of skinheads. It is Traditional skinheads, Oi! skinheads and Hardcore skinheadsin. 

Glamour

1. View of glamour’s people

   As a tendency of beauty and a fashion now, glamour passes in the subcultures. It is a style of the behavior, clothes and life habits. Their slogan is "Beauty saves the world".

   A fashion, beauty and health are totally mixed for glamour’s people. People of glamour see beauty in everything, beauty is all for them.

Glamour is a world of the buyers. In this world people try to lead posh and specific life style, wear the expensive clothes and wonderful jewelleries, drive the rare cars and date the most beautiful people, purchase the biggest houses and have a vacation at the most famous resorts. They are usually successful person with good taste. Paris Hilton is the most brightly representative of glamour.

2. History of beauty

   Glamour as a style comes from the pages of the colorful feminine magazines and bohemian kind of life. 
   Coming back to the old times, we can find out many examples of the beauty concepts and rules. For example, beauty in the Greek and Rome times is very similar to the modern comprehension of beauty. It is connected with the physical development of a person, beautiful appearance, and a well-build body. In Egypt a slim and thin woman was a pattern of beauty. Coco Channel was the first woman who started to wear a costume and let a woman wear a small black dress. Hippie

The hippie subculture was originally a youth movement that arose in the United States during the mid-1960s, swiftly spreading to other countries around the world(Hippie was born in 1968 in Russia). These people inherited the countercultural values of the Beat Generation, created their own communities, listened to psychedelic rock, embraced the sexual revolution, and used drugs such as marijuana and LSD to explore alternative states of consciousness.

1. Ethos and characteristics
Hippies sought to free themselves from societal restrictions, choose their own way, and find new meaning in life. One expression of hippie independence from societal norms was found in their standard of dress and grooming, which made hippies instantly recognizable to one another, and served as a visual symbol of their respect for individual rights. Through their appearance, hippies declared their willingness to question authority, and distanced themselves from the "straight" and "square" (conformist) segments of society. 
Conclusion
