Some people believe that our planet is in danger. I agree that people’s activity affects the planet badly. Pollution is one of the most dangerous phenomena of our times. The best example is a movie called “Wall-e”. It is the story that humankind could no longer stay on the Earth because of pollution and only a small robot lives on this uninhabited planet, cleaning the trash, while all humans are on a spaceship. 
Water pollution is dangerous because it affects the plants and organisms living in the body of water. Numerous diseases, health problems, and even death of people have been associated with water pollution. Let’s take, as an example, South Africa. This nation is the biggest gold-producing nation in the world. 
Cyanide is used in the extraction process. When gold is extracted, the waste material is simply dumped in huge piles. The runoff from these mine dumps pollutes the ground water in the whole area.
