2. Each country in Britain has its own patron saint and floral emblem (слайд 4)

3. The Tudor rose is the national floral emblem of England (слайд 5) 

It symbolizes the end of the Wars of the Roses.

5. The Wars of the Roses were a series of civil wars   from 1455 to 1487 between the House of Lancaster and the House of York (слайд 8)
   The name Wars of the Roses is based on the badges used by the two sides, the red rose for the Lancastrians and the white rose for the Yorkists 

6. Major causes of the conflict include: (слайд 9)
1) both houses were direct descendents of king Edward III; 

2)  the ruling Lancastrian king, Henry VI, surrounded himself with unpopular nobles; 

3)  the civil unrest of much of the population; 

4)  the availability of many powerful lords with their own private armies; and 

5)  the untimely episodes of mental illness by king Henry VI. 

7. Each house was represented by a rose (слайд 10)
Garden in Henry VI  where supporters of the rival factions pick red and white roses 
8. The Family of York was headed by Richard, Duke of York (слайд 11)
  The Family of Lancaster had at its head the weak-willed Henry VI. 
9. The Struggle for power was know as the War of the Roses because the Lancaster emblem was a red rose and the York emblem a white rose (слайд 12)
10. The relatively small First Battle of St Albans    was the first open conflict of the civil war at St Albans     on 22 May 1455. The result was a Lancastrian defeat (слайд 13) 
11. War of Roses ended at the Battle of Bosworth 
For thirty years, a bitter struggle for the English throne was waged between two branches on the same family, the House of York and the House of Lancaster, both descended from Edward III . 

   The War of the Roses began in 1455, when many barons resented the way that the Lancaster family had seized the throne in 1399 and felt that Henry V, IV or VI were not the rightful kings (слайд 14)
12. The battle of Bosworth is one of the most important battles in English history. 

It ended the War of the Roses, and planted the Tudor house on the throne of England (слайд 15)
13. Henry Tudor, a Lancastrian, defeated King Richard III, a Yorkist at the battle of Bosworth Field on 22 August 1485. 

 Battle of Bosworth saw the death of Richard III Richard III was the last English monarch to have been killed in battle (слайд 16,17)
14. After the battle, Henry Tudor was crowned as King Henry VII, marking the beginning of the 118-year reign of the Tudor dynasty in England.

Henry VII (representing the Lancaster family) married Elizabeth of York (representing the York family). 

This marriage united the two families. Henry created the Tudor rose, containing both the White Rose of York and the Red Rose of Lancaster. It symbolized the end of a struggle between York and Lancaster (слайд 18)
15. Henry defeated and killed Richard at the Battle of Bosworth Field (1485).   

  Bosworth marked the end of the Wars of the Roses.  There was no one else left to fight. It also marked the end of the feudal period of English history.   With the death of Richard III the crown passed from the Plantagenet line to the new House of Tudor, and a new era of history began (слайд 19) 
Symbol of Scotland
16. The national flower of Scotland is the thistle. Thistle is a prickly-leaved purple flower which was first used in the 15th century as a symbol of defence (слайд 20, 21)
17. Scotland is the country in the north of England, it is a part of Great Britain (England, Scotland and Wales)   and of the United Kingdom (England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland). It is a country in a country. Edinburgh
 is the capital of Scotland. He who has not seen Scotland does not really know Great Britain. The country is beautiful. Scotland is magic. Scotland is famous for its castles. It is also the land of myths and mysteries (слайд 22-26)
18. Scotland is a land of paradox. A small nation, its presence is felt all over the world. It is a country of preachers and poets, warriors and dreamers, inventors and explorers. 

This is the land of tartans and fine whisky, of romantic castles and the melodies of bagpipes. Scotland also has a rich cultural heritage (слайд 27)
19. The thistle has been a Scottish symbol for more than 500 years. It was found on ancient coins and coats of arms (слайд 28)
20. This proud and regal plant has several different legends that tell how the thistle became Scotland's symbol, but most date from the reign of Alexander III and the events, surrounding the Battle of Largs in 1263 (слайд 29-30) 
21. Their motto was "Nemo me impune lacessit" which translates to "No-one harms me without punishment". The prolific, thorny thistle is credited in legend as the plant that saved Scotland during the Middle Ages (слайд 31)
22. Bagpipes, Whisky, Scottish Tartan and the Kilt are just a few of the symbols that are associated with Scotland from around the World, but also there are many other mysterious legends such as...

The Scottish Thistle - the Emblem of Scotland, a symbol that has been used for over 500 years!.. (слайд 32)
23. The thistle is the national emblem of Scotland. This is how, according to legend, it happened (слайд 33)
24. In ancient times the Norwegians (норвежцы) once landed on the east coast of Scotland, with the intention of settling  the country. The Scots assembled (собрать) with their arm and positioned themselves behind the river Tay, the largest river in Scotland (слайд 34)
25. As they had arrived late in the day, tired after a long march, they pitched their camp and rested, not expecting the enemy before the next day. The Norwegians, however, were near. They crossed the river Tay, intending to take the Scots by surprise and kill them in their sleep (слайд 35) 

26. They took off their shoes so as to make the least noise possible. But one of the Norwegians stepped on a thistle. The sudden and sharp pain he felt caused him to shriek. The alarm was given in the Scottish camp. The Scots won victory over the Norwegians, and they adopted the thistle as their national emblem (слайд 36)
