Biography

     Michael Jackson, one of the most widely beloved entertainers and profoundly influential artists of all-time, leaves an indelible imprint on popular music and culture.

Five of Jackson's solo albums - "Off the Wall," "Thriller," "Bad," "Dangerous" and "HIStory," all with Epic Records - are among the top-sellers of all time and “Thriller” holds the distinction as the largest selling album worldwide in the history of the recording industry with more than 70 million units sold. Additionally, singles released from the Thriller album sold more than 100 million copies worldwide, another all time record.

During his extraordinary career, he sold an estimated 750 million records worldwide, released 13 No.1 singles and became one of a handful of artists to be inducted twice into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. The Guinness Book of World Records recognized Jackson as the Most Successful Entertainer of All Time and "Thriller" as the Biggest Selling Album of All Time. Jackson won 13 Grammy Awards and received the American Music Award's Artist of the Century Award.

Michael Jackson started in the music business at the age of 5 with his brothers as a member of the Jackson 5. In the early 1980s, he defined the art form of music video with such ground-breaking videos as "Billie Jean," "Beat It" and the epic "Thriller." Jackson's sound, style and dance moves inspired subsequent generations of pop, soul, R&B and hip-hop artists.

Early childhood.
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     Michael Jackson was born in 1958 in Gary, Indiana. He was seventh of nine brothers and sisters born to Joseph and Katherine Jackson. Joseph Jackson was a strict disciplinarian and had the reputation for bullying his children into the music business. In 1962 Joseph organized a family band made up of his children, Jackie, Jermaine, Tito, and Marlon. Michael joined the group at age five when it was discovered that he could imitate the dance steps of James Brown – his idol and had a distinct singing voice, of course Michael was the best singer and dancer among his brothers. Joseph scheduled a strict regimentation for Michael. Relentless hours of practice left very little time to do normal kid activities, because he was always working and practicing. By the age of 10 Michael was the lead vocalist for the now dubbed, Jackson 5, and the group. He didn't really have normal childhood. Also because his father got his career started so early that he was too busy to play and hang out with his friends. Joe also abused him. He always said negative things about the size of his nose, called him skunk, and caused Michael to try to change his features later in his life. He expressed his hurt by telling us about it in both words and songs, as well as in his bid to change his physical appearance.

Solo work.

     In 1977 Michael made his first film debut when he starred in the musical 'The Wiz' playing Scarecrow with Diana Ross in the lead role of Dorothy. It was at this time Michael met Quincy Jones who was doing the score for the film. 
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     Michael teamed up with Quincy Jones as his producer for his first solo album with Epic Records. The album titled "Off The Wall" was a big success around the world and the first ever album to release a record breaking 4 No1 singles in the US.
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     In 1982 Michael Jackson released the world's largest selling album of all time, 'Thriller'. This album produced 7 hit singles, breaking yet again more records, and went on to sell over 50 million copies worldwide. Michael was keen to use music video or short films as he called them to promote his singles from the album. He worked with the best directors and producers, using the latest technology and special effects for the hit song 'Billie Jean' The short film 'Thriller' used the latest make-up artists technology combined with fantastic dancing and choreography, to produce a 14 minute video, with a start, a middle and an ending. So successful was this video that 'The Making Of Michael Jackson's Thriller' became the world's largest selling home video combined with soaring album sales. In 1983 Michael performed the now legendary moonwalk for the first time on the 'Motown 25 years' anniversary show. This performance alone set Michael undoubtable into the realm of a superstar.
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     In 1984 Michael won a record breaking 8 Grammy awards in one night. The awards were for his work on the 'Thriller' album and his work on the narrative for the 'ET Storybook'.
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     In 1987 Michael released his much awaited third solo album, titled 'Bad', and lauched his record breaking first solo world tour. 1988, Michael wrote his first autobiography, Moonwalk, talking for the first time on his childhood and his career. At the end of the 1980s Michael was named 'Artist Of The Decade' for his success off of his 'Thriller' and 'Bad' albums. 
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     In 1991 Michael signed with Sony Music the largest ever recording contract and released his fourth solo album, 'Dangerous'. He toured world again in 1992, taking his concerts to countries that had never before been visited by a pop/rock artist. Also Michael founded the 'Heal the World Foundation' to help improve the lives of children across the world. 
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     1995 saw Michael release a fifth solo album, 'HIStory', which was a double album, first half new material and second half  greatest hits. Michael toured again over a legs covering a 2 year period.

     In 1997 Michael released the remix album 'Blood On The Dance Floor' which also contained 5 new song linked with a 38min film "Ghosts". This film Michael played 5 roles using the latest special effects and make-up artistry, combined with his dance and music.
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     In September, 2001 Michael celebrated his 30th anniversary as a solo artist with two concerts to be held in New York, USA. Many artists such as Whitney Houston, Usher, Destinys Child, Shaggy and many more performed there own and Michael Jacksons past songs. Michael then reunited with all of his brothers and performed there biggest hits. Michael then went onto perform solo some of his biggest hits.
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     In October 2001 Michael released the album 'Invincible' releasing only 2 singles including the big hit "You Rock My World". Shortly after the albums release there were rumours of a rift with Sony Music and a clear lack of promotion of the album. The second single "Cry" was released with a very poor music video which did not feature Michael and no other singles were released.
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     In March 2009, Michael annouced a shock comeback tour at the O2 Arena in London to start in July 2009, intially for 10 dates but the total grew to a sold out 50 dates with over 750,000 tickets sold. All sold tickets sold out within minutes of being released

Appearance 
American musician Michael Jackson
is said is to have had extensive plastic surgery to change his appearance. Along with his skin conditions, Michael Jackson's plastic surgery has blurred the traditional and convential barriers surrounding gender and race in society.

Skin color
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Although Jackson's skin color was a medium-brown color for the entire duration of his youth, his skin has lightened gradually since 1982, and is today a pale cream color. Jackson has attributed his changing skin color to vitiligo, a skin disease in which the body develops antibodies against its own melanin, a body pigment, resulting in light patches and an eventual loss of all pigment. The public finally became aware of Jackson's condition when he first revealed it in an interview with Oprah Winfrey
in 1993. During court depositions in 1994, both Jackson's dermatologist Dr. Arnold Klein and his nurse (Deborah Rowe, who Jackson later married) revealed that following a biopsy of his scalp in 1984, Jackson was diagnosed with lupus and vitiligo. As a result of this disorder, Jackson is said to use make-up to cover-up the imperfections in his skin and has denied numerous reports that he bleaches his skin. He has also been told by his dermatologist to avoid any exposure to the sun. Ever since then, Jackson has regularly worn long-sleeved shirts and pants under an umbrella while in public to hide from the sun.

Plastic surgery
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Jackson has had multiple plastic surgery procedures to modify his appearance. He claims to have had three operations: two rhino plastic surgeries and the surgical creation of a cleft in his chin. When listing his cosmetic surgery, Jackson often omits mentioning the cleft; however, he confirmed this surgery in his 1988 autobiography       Moonwalk.
In the 2003 documentary «Living with Michael Jackson», Jackson stated that he had had only two operations to his nose. He justified these operations by stating that they were to "help breathe better and to hit higher notes". Jackson also agreed with Martin Bashir, interviewer for the documentary that the reason for the surgery was mainly that the singer was called "ugly" and either way mocked and ridiculed by his relatives for having such a big nose in his youth.

It is not sure when Jackson had his first nose job, but it was sometime after Off the Wall and between Thriller, Jackson's nose is clearly smaller on the cover of Thriller. For some reason between 1982 and 1985, the shape of his face had changed. For example in 1985's short film Captain Eo, Jackson's skin color had obviously been lightened somewhat
First marriage
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In May 1994, Jackson married singer-songwriter Lisa Marie Presley, the daughter of Elvis Presley. They had first met in 1975, during one of Jackson's family engagements at the MGM Grand Hotel and Casino, and were reconnected through a mutual friend in early 1993. They stayed in contact every day over the telephone. As the child molestation accusations became public, Jackson became dependent on Presley for emotional support; she was concerned about his faltering health and addiction to drugs. Presley explained, "I believed he didn't do anything wrong and that he was wrongly accused and yes I started falling for him. I wanted to save him. I felt that I could do it." In a phone call he made to her, she described him as high, incoherent and delusional. Shortly afterwards, she persuaded him to settle the allegations out of court and go into rehabilitation to recover. Jackson proposed to Presley over the telephone towards the fall of 1993, saying, "If I asked you to marry me, would you do it?" They married in the Dominican Republic in secrecy, denying it for nearly two months afterwards. The marriage was, in her words, "a married couple's life ... that was sexually active". At the time, the tabloid media speculated that the wedding was a ploy to prop up Jackson's public image. Jackson and Presley divorced less than two years later, remaining friendly.

Second marriage
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During the Australian leg of the HIStory World Tour, Jackson married dermatology nurse Deborah Jeanne Rowe on November 1 4, 1996 in an impromptu ceremony close to his Sydney hotel room. She gave birth to Michael's first two children: a son named Michael Joseph Jr (commonly known as Prince), and a daughter, Paris-Michael Katherine. Rowe and Jackson first met in the mid-1980s, when Jackson was diagnosed with vitiligo. She spent many years treating his illness as well as providing emotional support. They built a strong friendship, then became romantically involved. Originally, there were no plans to marry, but following Rowe's first pregnancy, Jackson's mother intervened and persuaded them to do so. The couple divorced in 1999 but remained friends, and Rowe gave full custody of the children to Jackson. 

Children
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Prince Michael Joseph Jackson Jr (1997) - was born in Los Angeles, Californiathe, the first child of Michael Jackson and Debbie Rowe, Macaulay Culkin is his godfather. He is a brother of Paris Jackson & Prince Michael II, Nephew of Jackie Jackson, Tito Jackson, Jermaine Jackson, Marlon Jackson, Rebbie Jackson, La Toya Jackson, Randy Jackson and Janet Jackson. Cousin of Jermaine Jackson II, Valencia Jackson, Brittany Jackson, and Marlon Jackson. Elizabeth Taylor is his godmother. Grandson of Joe Jackson and Katherine Jackson.

Paris Michael Katherine Jackson[image: image38.jpg]-



 (1998) - was born at "Spalding Pain Medical Clinic" in Beverly Hills. Paris is the daughter famous singer Michael Jackson and Debbie Rowe . Paris has two brothers, Michael Joseph Jackson, Jr. ("Prince") and Prince Michael Joseph Jackson II aka "Blanket". She also has twenty cousins and four uncles and three aunts.
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Prince Michael Joseph Jackson II (2002) – he is the third child of MJ. Prince's mother is unknown. "Blanket" is the nickname. It was explained in the following manner, by the King of Pop himself, in his own words. "It's an expression I use with my family and my employees. I say, 'You should blanket me or you should blanket her', meaning like a blanket is a blessing. It's a way of showing
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Charity

He was a passionate supporter of charity, and was honored by many different organizations for the work that he did and the compassion that he showed. As well as writing We Are The World with Lionel Richie and helping to organize the United We Stand: What More Can I Give benefit concert in the wake of September 11, Jackson also donated the proceeds from a song to victims of Hurricane Katrina, often donated items to charity auctions, and was to donate some of the proceeds from his upcoming shows in London to charity. He set up a burns unit for children and also established the Heal The World Foundation, whose work has included airlifting 6 tons of supplies to Sarajevo, instituting drug and alcohol abuse education and donating millions of dollars to less fortunate children. But this is only the tip of the iceberg. A comprehensive timeline of the late singer’s charitable work has been published by Jackson Action. The list includes his work with underprivileged children and children affected by disasters, visits to hospitals, and work with organizations such as the Jane Goodall Institute, the TJ Martell Foundation, the United Negro College Fund, the Michael Jackson Burn Center for Children, the Prince's Trust, the Great Ormond Street Hospital, Childhelp USA, Ronald McDonald House Charities, Make-A-Wish Foundation, Boys' and Girls' Clubs of America, Children's Defense Fund, Elizabeth Taylor’s AIDS Foundation and many more. It also details Jackson’s efforts to airlift 60,000 doses of children’s vaccines to Tbilisi, Georgia, and his donations to hundreds of charities. The charity world has lost a valuable supporter.

• Joseph Jackson (father of Michael) spoke with the group, which was called «The Falkons». 

• Michael's mother, Katrina, played clarinet, piano and guitar when she was young.  Gladus Knight opened «The Jackson Five». 

• Michael gave his first concert when he was 5 years old, he sang «Climb Every Mountain». 

• The group received its first fee in a place called Mr.Lucky 's. They were paid one dollar for each statement. 

• When Michael was young, he liked to hide the spiders in the bed of his sister La Toya. 

• Tatum O'Neal was Michael’s first woman. 

• Michael was very afraid of being tickled. 

• Michael's nickname was "skunk". 

• Michael loved the Disney adventure. 

•Michael’s favorite attraction at Disneyland - was "Pirates of the Caribbean". 

• One of the favorite songs of Michael was «Come Together» the Beatles group.

• Picture of Michael’s Mickey Mouse included in a book entitled «The Art of Mickey Mouse». 

• November 20, 1984, Michael received his star on the Walk of Fame. 

• In 1987, Michael invited to the first solo tour of BAD LP. 

• By performing Michael lost over 10 pounds of water in the body. 

• To save the voice pure, Michael had to put 2 pills "Rikola" in a cup of hot water and drink it.

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      «Bad» - the first world tour of Michael Jackson as a solo performer.    The start of the tour was on Sept. 12, 1987 in Tokyo, Japan, and ended on   January 27, 1989 in Los Angeles, California.
    During this tour, Michael Jackson has visited 15 countries on 4 continents. It was organized 123 concerts. At these concerts was visited by about 4 million 400 thousand people.

    «The Bad» tour became the largest world tour in history. As a result of this tour has collected over 125 million dollars.
    In the speech in London, Michael broke the world record (the record was recorded in the Guinness book) on his show was attended by 504 000 people are 7 times more than any other artist. When the tour concluded it grossed a total of $125 million, adding two new entries in the Guinness Book of World Records for the largest grossing tour in history and the tour with the largest attended audience. The tour lost to Amnesty International, but nothing could detract from the fact that Jackson's first solo tour was the largest and most successful in history.

   At every concert (at least in the United States) Jackson made sure that 400 tickets were reserved for underprivileged children. These tickets were distributed across hospitals, orphanages and charities.

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     It was last round of Michael Jackson in the   «Jacksons 5», «Victory» tour started July 6, 1984   at the stadium Arrouvhed in Kansas City, Missouri (U.S.) and ended December 9, 1984 at Stadium Dodgers in Los Angeles , California (USA). 
At that time it was the biggest tour of all the groups, it consisted of 55 concerts for more than 2 million people. 
    «Victory» tour earned $ 75 million and set a new record as the most lucrative tour at that time. 
    Michael donated to charity all their income from this tour, and this is a respectable sum even for our time - 5 million. 
     July 5, Michael received a letter from an eleven fans - Palmar Jones, in which she called the group «The Jacksons» and producers of "selfish and are doing everything just for money. After this letter, Michael Jackson gave a press conference to announce the changes in the tour «Victory», as well as to announce that all its profits from this tour will be donated to charities: "The United Negro Collage Fund", "Camp Good Times" and «TJ Martell Foundation for Leukemia and Cancer Research

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«Dangerous» tour
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     «Dangerous» tour was the biggest tour of Michael Jackson, he even surpassed his own record set tour «Bad». The tour started 21st June 1992 at the Olympic Stadium in Munich, Germany. Organization of the first concert took almost three days, and it took 20 trucks with equipment. 
     «Dangerous» tour includes 69 concerts to approximately 3.5 million people. The first part of this tour ended 31st December 1992 in Tokyo, Japan, and after a brief hiatus, the second part started 24th August 1993 at the National Stadium in Bangkok, Thailand. Tour ends 11th November 1993 in Mexico City, Mexico at the Aztec Stadium. 
     During this tour, Michael has performed in Japan, Asia, Russia, Turkey, Israel, and South America. 
     All proceeds from this tour, Michael has donated to various charities. 
     Unfortunately, the second part of the tour was shortened due to illness. 
     Michael sold the rights to film his concert in Bucharest (Romania), HBO's 20 million. This was the highest sum ever paid for the right to broadcast a live concert. Broadcast the concert has received the highest rating in the history of HBO, and Michael won «Cable Ace Award». Bucharest concert last 1st October 1992, was broadcast "live" on radio and shown on television in 61 countries. 
  30th and 31st December 1992, Michael was made in Tokyo, Japan. At these concerts, was an invited guest lead guitarist of the group Guns'n'Roses - Slash, for performance, along with Michael Lyrics «Black Or White».

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«HIStory» tour 
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     History tour is the last tour of Michael jackson.7th September 1996, 125 000 fans of Michael Jackson came to the Park "Summer" in Prague, at the beginning of «HIStory» tour. The first part of this tour will end on 4 January 1997 in Honolulu, Hawaii. May 31, 1997 in Bremen, Germany, the second part «HIStory» tour. This part of the tour ended 15th October 1997 in Durban, South Africa. During the second part of the tour was collected more than 83.5 million dollars.
     Again, this is a world tour became the biggest tour ever undertaken by any performer before. Michael was made on 82 concerts in total, his concerts have come to more than 4.5 million fans in 58 cities in 35 countries and 5 continents - the average for the concert came 54 878 people!
     Everywhere Michael set new records on the number of sold tickets to his concerts, which differed in record time. During «HIStory» tour, Michael has sold its millionth ticket for Wembley.
29th August 1997 in Copenhagen, Denmark at the Stadium Park, "Michael was surprised when a huge cake was presented to him in honor of his 39th birthday.
     Concert in Seoul, South Korea in 1996 at the Olympic Stadium Chamsil "was filmed for distribution on videotape. This concert was commercially released «Sony Music» Asian market.
     This is - was the only concert of Michael Jackson, which was officially released
