Common definitions of terrorism refer only to those violent acts which are intended to create fear, are perpetrated for a religious, political or ideological goal, deliberately target or disregard the safety of civilians. It usually takes the form of bombing, shooting, hijacking, hostage capture and assassination. All terrorist acts involve the violence or the threat of violence.
As humans seek to control others and impose their culture, they may resort to terrorism to make that happen. Sometimes other methods, such as religious or political attempts to persuade, fail and terrorism takes over. Control of others is sought for many reasons - world dominance in economic affairs, ideologies, religious views, natural recourses- all factors in why some groups employ methods of terrorism. Sometimes when civilized methods of gaining control have failed to achieve change, terrorism may come to be the only method to use.
But others use terrorism, not as a last resort, but as the preferred method of bringing under control. Terrorist organizations prey on innocent human beings to achieve their radical goals. Their methods include many practices that are known to strike fear into the hearts of their victims. The very thought that one may lose their life at the hands of a terrorist creates enough fear in some cases that possible victims flee or surrender in order to escape the known, or sometimes unknown, consequences of terroristic activity.
Everything is deeply related with everything else that happens. The event of terrorism is certainly related with what is happening in the society. The society is falling apart. Its old order, discipline, morality, religion, everything has been found to be wrongly based. It has lost its power over people's conscience.
The main result is the death of thousands of people, innocent people…

                                                 I.Terrorism in the world 
                                      1.1. Modern condition of terrorism in the world
        Terrorism has become a part of modern life. Hijackings, bombings, and assassinations on different continents of the world may seem like isolated attacks, but they reflect an easy reliance on violence as a way to promote social, political, and religious change. They are elements of a pervasive end justifies the means philosophy being followed to its most perverse conclusions. 

International terrorism has become the source of all democratic governments. These democratic governments are accustomed to dealing within a legal structure; often find it difficult to deal with criminals and terrorists that routinely operate outside the law. However, deterrence is just as much a part of justice as proper enforcement of the laws. Democratic governments that do not deter criminals inevitably spawn vigilantism as normally law-abiding citizens who have lost confidence in the criminal justice system take the law into their own hands. A similar backlash is beginning to emerge as a result of the inability of western democracies to defend themselves against terrorists. However, lack of governmental resolve is only part of the problem.
Terrorists thrive on media exposure, and news organizations around the world have been all too willing to give terrorists what they crave, publicity. If the news media gave terrorists the minuscule coverage their numbers and influence would decline. But, when hijackings and bombings are given prominent media attention, governments start feeling pressure from their citizens to resolve the crisis and eventually capitulate to terrorists’ demands. Encouraged by their latest success, terrorists tried again -Winston Churchill Recent successes made terrorists hungry for more attacks. News commentators unwillingly called terrorism, Blind criminal violence. They soften their barbaric acts by arguing that one man’s terrorist is another man’s freedom fighter. This illusion is simply not true. Terrorists are not concerned about human rights and human dignity.
In fact, they ended up destroying human rights in their alleged fight for human rights. A relatively new term for terrorism has been coined, new warfare. Yet, terrorists turn the notion of war on its head. Innocent citizens become targets in the devastating terrorist attacks. How do we define a terrorist? Is a terrorist a common criminal? If terrorists are mere criminals, then with reference to the Bible, they should be dealt with by their host governments. In Romans 13, the Apostle Paul says; He who resists authority has opposed the ordinance of God; and they who have opposed will receive condemnation upon themselves. For rulers it is not a cause of fear for good behavior, but for evil. 
Terrorism must be recognised as a new type of military aggression that requires governmental action. It involves an undeclared war . There must be changes in order to prevent further terrorist aggression in this decade and in the future.










                                      
                                         1.2. History of terrorism
  Terrorism is a very ancient notion. It may sound strange but terrorism as a phenomenon existed even in Ancient Greece. First known terroristic act was setting Arthemida's temple on fire, that took place in the year 356 B.C. and was made by a man called Gerostratus. But at that time such acts were an exception, not a rule.
Things first changed when the sea piracy came to the period of temporary legalization. Then it had some traits of the "classical" terrorism, for example the pirates could act as mercenaries, and a huge fleet of hired pirates' ships could be a major threat for most cities and fortresses at that time. This was often used then for existing political pressure on hostile countries.
The next period of terrorism started in the end of the 18th century. In 1893 in France the Jacobinean part of parliament established the dictature. All the power came into the hands of radical bourgeoisie. They then established an emergency regime of revolutionary dictature - revolutionary terrorism. Though the opposing force used the same way of political fight. For example, the summer of 1793 was the last one to be seen by one of the Jacobinean leaders called Marath - he was assassinated by Charlotte Cordes. By the way, assassination was then the easiest and most common way of solving very difficult problems connected with personal enemies or opposite-thinkers.
All the enumerated terroristic acts have happened in the European countries. However, this doesn't mean that there was no terrorism in Russia. Of course there was some, but it only began in the 19th century. Then the radical political party's organization, called "The Hell" tried to assassinate Russian tzar Alexander II. It was unsuccessful, the hitman was captured and the organization - completely destroyed. A bit later (1869-1875), a lot of similar groups tried to start the revolution, sometimes by trying to understand poor people (especially peasants) and using the propaganda, sometimes by trying to continue the business of "The Hell" organization.
Only in 1879, when the most successful radical terroristic group "Land and Will" split into two smaller ones - more and less radical - its "child" called "Folk's Will" started a series of terroristic acts, that finally killed Alexander II who survived in seven ones and died because of two bombers who attacked him one after another.



                    
                   
















                  II.Manifestation of terrorism and its consequences
                                      1.1.The most famous Terroristic acts 
We’ve been hearing, reading and watching news/issues regarding terrorism almost everyday. These incidents are quite alarming especially in places where terrorists’ acts seem an ordinary situations already like the case of Iraq which is the scene of frequent terrorist attacks

Wall Street Bombing: USA
One of the worst terrorist incidents that occurred during the early stage of the 20th century was the Wall Street bombing. It was a terrorist incident that occurred at 12:01 p.m. on September 16, 1920, in the Financial District of New York City. Thirty-eight were killed and 400 persons were injured by the blast. A horse-drawn wagon carrying 100 pounds or 45 kg of dynamite with 500 pounds or n230 kg of heavy slugs exploded in a timer-set detonation, sending the slugs tearing through the air. The horse and wagon were vaporized. More than thirty people were killed immediately. The bomb claimed mostly messengers, stenographers, clerks  victims. It caused over $2 million in property damage and wrecked most of the interior spaces of the Morgan building.
1993 Bombay Bombings: India
Another tragic terrorists attack occurred in India known as the 1993 Bombay bombings. The bombings were a series of thirteen bomb explosions that took place in Bombay (now Mumbai), India on March 12, 1993.  The coordinated attacks were the most destructive bomb explosions in Indian history. The single-day attacks resulted in up to 250 civilian fatalities and 700 injuries. The attacks are believed to have been coordinated by Dawood Ibrahim, don of the organized crime syndicate named D-Company, which had operated as a terrorist organization.It is believed that the attacks were carried out in retaliation for widespread massacre of Muslims in Mumbai during December and January, and also the demolition of the Babri Masjid.
2002 Bali Bombings: Indonesia
The 2002 Bali bombings occurred on October 12, 2002 in the tourist district of Kuta on the Island of Bali, Indonesia. The attack was the deadliest act of terrorism in the country’s history, killing 202 people, 164 of whom were foreign nationals, and 38 Indonesian citizens. A further 209 people were injured. The attack involved the detonation of three bombs: a backpack-mounted device carried by a suicide bomber; a large car bomb, both of which were detonated in or near popular nightclubs in Kuta; and a third much smaller device detonated outside the United States consulate in Denpansar, causing only minor damage. Jemaah Islamiyah, a violent Islamist group, was responsible for the said attack. Many of their members were convicted and were sentence to death.
2006 Sadr City Bombings: Iraq		
The 2006 Sadr City bombings in Baghdad, Iraq is one of the most tragic terrorist attacks in the city. The bombings were a series of car bombs and mortar attacks in Iraq that began on November 23. Six car bombs and two mortar rounds were used in the attack on the Shi’ite Muslim slum in Sadr City. The attacks killed at least 215 people and injured 257 others, making it the second deadliest sectarian attack since the beginning of the Iraq War in 2003.
911 Attacks
The most tragic terrorist attack in history is the 911 Attacks. The September 11, 2001 attacks killed 2,997 immediately, and many more lately from exposure to toxic dust in a series of hijacked airliner crashes into two U.S. landmarks: the World trade Center in New York City, New York, and The Pentagon in Arlington, Virginia. A fourth plane, originally intended to hit the United States Capitol Building, crashes in Somerset County, Pennsylvania, after an apparent revolt against the hijackers by the plane’s passengers; being the most catastrophic terrorist event ever known.
2010 Moscow Metro bombings
The 29th of March 2010 was very sad for Russia and for Moscow. Within one hour in result of two suicide bombers in the  Moscow subway were killed 37 and injured more than 100 people. Two explosions that took the lives of Russian citizens occurred at the stations of "Lubyanka" and "Park Kultury". 

The first explosion occurred at the Sokolniki metro line at the "Lubyanka" station shortly before 8 am at a time when the majority of unsuspecting citizens were going to work. Suicide bomber with in a "suicide belt" with explosives and submunitions blew herself up killing innocent civilians. The explosive mechanism was activated at the moment when the famous Moscow metro train "Red Arrow", coming towards the station "Pure Ponds", opened the door. As a result of a terrorist act occurred in the second wagon train were killed 14 people. The explosion also killed 11 people on the platform of the "Lubyanka" station.
The second explosion also at Sokolniki line occurred about forty minutes later at the "Park Kultury" station not far from the famous places of recreation and entertainment - Gorky Park. The attack was planned on a similar scenario: a suicide bomber detonated an explosive device in the train that started to move from the "Park Kultury" station in the direction of the "South-Western" station. As a result, the second terrorist attack killed 12 people. In the hospitals were hospitalized 62 people with serious injuries. 

According to the press service of the Moscow subway there was found the third unexploded "suicide belt". In connection with terrorist attack occurred in the Moscow subway have increased security measures and an investigation was initiated. Russia's President Dmitry Medvedev said: "We will continue operations against terrorists without hesitation until success will be reached".
