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One of the oldest schools of our Republic, the secondary school named after Mullanur Vakhitov, was opened on the 24th of June 1922. It was one of the first Muslim schools of the second stage. Since that time it has the name of the out standing son of the Tatar people M. Vakhitov. In November 1934 it was reorganized into secondary school. In 1937 the first 37 pupils got secondary education. The first directors were M. Nasyrov, L. Gaisin, Sh. Shamsutdinov, the teachers B. Mardiev, S. Fazlullin, G. Valetov, Z. Bashyrov, R. Ibragimova, R. Bakaeva, A. Salikhov, k. Minaev, G. Gaisin and A. Bikmiev. At dawn on June 22, 1941, Hitler’s armies attacked the Soviet Union without declaring War. The Great Patriotic War, which was to last about four years, had begun. All men went to the front to fight the fascists. There must be no more war. Never again must there be any war. Many of our teachers and graduates didn’t return from battle fields. Our Victory was a great milestone in the history of mankind. It revealed the greatness of our homeland, it produced wonderful examples of selflessness and heroism – all this is indeed true. Their names are never to be forgotten. They are G. Ilyasov, F. Khalitov, K. Sharafutdinov, S. Saikin, G. Garifullin, F. Idrisov, G. Zaripov, A. Izmailov, A. Fatkullov and others. Their heroic deed is immortal.

1992 – The school became gymnasium, the 70th anniversary.

2002 – The 80th anniversary.

2010 – The capital repair of our school .

Nowadays there are 334 pupils and 30 teachers in our gymnasium. All classrooms are very cozy. We like our school and we are happy to study in it.
I think, that school opens the door to life, giving you the foundations of systematic knowledge. You must have a good knowledge of yourself to choose the correct road in life. It’s important to decide what you will do in life and to do it well.
Everybody should take an active position in life to be a worthy citizen of our country. You cannot stand by and merely watch what is going on in our country and in other parts of the world.
