British Customs

The Western custom of a bride wearing a white wedding dress came to symbolize purity in the Victorian era, not virginity. Within the "white wedding" tradition, a white dress and veil is not considered appropriate in the second or subsequent wedding of a widow or divorcee. The specific conventions of Western weddings, largely from a Protestant and Catholic viewpoint, are discussed at "White wedding."
A modern tradition is for brides to wear or carry "something old, something new, something borrowed, something blue" during the service. It is considered good luck to do so. Often the bride attempts to have one item that meets all of these qualifications, such as a borrowed blue handkerchief which is "new to her" but loaned by her grandmother (thus making it old). Another addition to this custom is to wear a penny in one's shoe to bring prosperity.
Muslim customs 
 

Among the Muslims, the mangni or engagement ceremony takes place before marriage. The exchange of rings takes place and the outfit for the bride is provided by the groom's family. Two days before the wedding, the 'manjha' ceremony takes place where the bride is anointed with turmeric paste, sandalwood and chameli oil provided by the groom's family. Only unmarried women apply this to the bride. Henna is also put on the bride's hand and feet. After this ceremony the bride is not allowed to leave her house before the wedding takes place. The bride's clothes on the wedding day are also provided by the groom's family. On the wedding day, a procession of friends and relatives follow the groom who rides on a horse or a car. The arrival of the groom is accompanied with beating of drums and playing of musical instruments. On the arrival, the groom and the bride's brother exchange a glass of sharbat. (Sweetened drink)

Wedding Customs in Spain 
 
Spain is a nation of many regions, most of which were once independent countries, so wedding customs sometimes vary from area to area. 

Traditionally, the groom gives a watch to the bride's father when his proposal is accepted. 

Flower selections vary from region to region. In Seville (Sevilla), where richly-scented orange trees abound, brides wear orange blossom wreaths or carry generous bouquets to represent the promise and fulfillment of the orange tree. 
Spanish wedding ceremonies are marked by an exchange of 13 gold coins in a special purse or box. Details of this custom vary from source to source, but even today it is readily possible to buy reproduction coins to honor the tradition. Whether gold or imitation, these coins are blessed by the officiating priest. They are said to represent Jesus Christ and his apostles, so they not only have a religious connotation but also a practical one since they represent a dowry, a pledge of the new groom's willingness to support his wife. 

The bride and bridegroom exchange wedding rings as well. These are worn on the ring fingers of their right hands. 

Armenian wedding

A number of the Armenian wedding traditions and customs have historically been maintained for years. First I’d like to mention that Armenians used to have a wedding ceremony in autumn and winter, as villagers had already finished the harvest gathering. If the wedding day was specifically defined on Saturday, nowadays it’s a matter of the couples’ decision regardless of the month or the season.

Traditionally the groom’s parents have been thought to ask the bride’s family for the bride’s hand in marriage. 
Russian customs
Russian traditional wedding is different from what people are used to in the United States of America. There are no rehearsals, bridesmaids, and flower girls. The best man and the maid of honor are called “witnesses” or in Russian “svideteli”. The wedding celebration usually lasts for two days (or more) and requires preparation of about 1 to 6 months. The registration of marriage takes place at the department of public services or in Russian - “ZAGS”. Nowadays many couples also choose the church ceremony.
Conclusion
In conclusion it is important to stress the significance of wedding traditions in every country. The wedding celebration is woven by the tiny customs having very broad meaning implied in it for the great and successful wedding. Every culture, religion, country have their own specific and unique customs for the weddings. Customs are mean for the faithful, auspicious and prosperous celebration.
