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Introduction

      Children's toy is very ancient and difficult phenomenon of human culture. Game activity helps the child to apprehend and learn the various phenomena of culture. Game provides transfer of social and moral norms. The toy, participating in children's games, has huge value in development and education of the child. Ethnographers mark, that games and toys of children cover all basic spheres of culture, therefore the broad audience of skills and the concepts are pawned in the child, preparing him for the further adult life. Game and a toy develop the quality and the skills at the child, which necessary for life in a society. Hence, a toy is a subject which serves physical and intellectual development of the child.

     The doll as a toy is the important thing in development of the girl. It is possible to track, that during different historical time the doll differently influences on girl’s education. During the history of culture a role and functions of a doll in a society were changing.

     I chose this theme because it seemed interesting to me to follow the connection of doll with education. Probably, there are some answers to problems of the present, such as: excessive emancipation of women and demographic crisis.

CHAPTER 1

Doll: concept, origins and functions

     "The doll is a children's toy as a figure of the man, and also the person or an animal in special matriarchal representations." [1. p 303]

     The doll concerns to toys as one of the attributes of the world of children. 

     Studying a problem of occurrence of the toys, many researchers paid attention to the paleolithic sculptural figurines representing mainly women, marking thus, that they, most likely, were cult subjects, and some from them were amulets [2. with. 316]. 

      According to a cult of the ancestors, died people possess magic force and can render protection and help. For attraction of spirits figures in which they should be installed were made. Probably, these figures also were prototypes of the future dolls. Ancient types of dolls or human figures, represented like idol images with strongly pronounced attributes of a sex, for example, Villendorphskaya Venus. Maybe, it was one of the first mankind’s steps to a way which has led us to that in culture of many peoples various representations about ancestors, about malicious and kind spirits, gods have found the embodiment in female images. (look at the appendix 1)

     In E.B.Taylor's opinion, the first idols made by the people, were not perceived by him as alive active subjects. He assumed, that originally idols were the image of any spiritual essence and should serve as a reminder of him. Only gradually people began to see in an idol an alive and powerful essence, that "then resulted even in occurrence of the doctrine about a way of display of its force, or animation." [6, p. 364]

     It is possible to allocate 3 kinds of dolls according to its functions:

     All these kinds of dolls existed at primitive peoples.

It is necessary to say, that actually there are more functions of dolls. The doll can be considered as art object. We are interested in a doll as an object which is connected with education of the girl. 

For comparison I would like to take traditional, secular and modern dolls.

CHAPTER 2. Kinds of dolls

                                    2.1.Traditional magic doll

     The traditional national doll frequently has magic function.

     First of all the doll is an image of the person. Recognition characterizes Russian national dolls.

     Dolls served a ceremonial symbol in an antiquity, they participated in magic spells and mysteries. Was considered, for example, that at manufacturing ceremonial dolls is inadmissible to use thrust and cutting subjects with which the person could be wounded. Therefore the fabric and thread was necessary to not cut for the future dolls.

    The various magic properties were attributed to dolls: they could protect the person from malicious forces, take up illnesses and misfortunes, help with good harvest. Many dolls- talismans were carefully kept in family, passed from father to son together with traditional receptions of their manufacturing. Usually the grandmother got from a treasured chest of magic dolls, multi-coloured scraps, threads and started to teach the grand daughter ancient art of doll needlework. [3. p. 5]

     Let's consider examples of dolls.
· A doll the Sleeplessness (see the appendix 2).

When the baby started to cry without apparent reason, mother ,to calm her child and to protect him from malicious spirits, quickly turned off from two rags of a fabric a doll and threw it in a cradle, sentencing:
Sleepness-sleeplessness,

Do not play with my child.

Play with this doll …
Such doll remained in the house for ever. [3. p. 13]

· Sacrum (see the appendix 3)
Bathing in an ice-hole on January, 19, after the water sanctifying ,was considered as the most reliable way of protection from evil spirit. On beliefs, this day water became sacred. Trusted, that at ablution of the person in a sacred source the evil spirit jumps out from a body, being frightened by contact with sacred water. But spiteful and artful devilish forces constantly aspired to seize again defenseless people and could be installed in the first comer.

People made the doll – assistant not to allow bad spirits to move into somebody. It made before bathing in ice water and stuck during a snow at edge of an ice-hole.

To draw attention of malicious forces, They adhered motley bright tapes to cross-piece. Basically such dangerous water procedure made young healthy rural guys in the winter, therefore doll Sacrum symbolized the man. [3. with. 81]

· A ceremonial wedding doll (see the appendix 4).
In Russian wedding tradition in the head of the wedding train carrying a young pair in the house of the groom after wedding in church, under an arch of a harness suspended a pair of dolls: a doll the Bride and a doll of the Groom that they removed hostile glances on themselves. This pair dolls was especial, it carried the deep symbolical loading connected to feature of manufacturing. Female and man's started incorporated in the uniform indissoluble whole, in fact after wedding the married couple should go together on a life. [3. with 42]

     Thus, the traditional magic doll participated in ceremonies and played a role of an amulet or f guarding talisman rom dark forces and malicious spirits.  

2.2.Traditional doll - toy

     Traditional the doll is the elementary image of a female figure. It has not something superfluous, it is almost a symbol. The piece of a fabric curtailed "in rolling-pin", the person from linen tape, the breast from hardly filled balls, hair made of flax or hemp, the order from motley tapes – doll looked like this. And it is not casual. Ancient beliefs and a national ideal of beauty echoes in a rag doll. Health and beauty were almost same for a heavy country life. Not without reason a doll such steady, that is underlined by a wide hem: at once it is visible, as strongly it stands on the ground! A rag doll was a traditional toy in a life of Russian village even in the poorest country families for a long time. In other houses of them collected up to hundred pieces. While children were small, dolls sewed mothers, grandmothers, the senior sisters. Since five years any girl could make such "joke". A doll, which was made from cloth, is the elementary image of a female figure. Becoming is more senior, girls sewed dolls of more intricate, and sometimes addressed to the skilled worker, the woman at whom these dolls well turned out, and she made them to order. In XIX century in Russia toys never left in a log hut anyhow - its protected in a basket or in small chests with a note or stamping, stored in basting boxes. Its passed from one girl to another, in fact country families in that time were very numerous, families have till 11-15 children. [3].

People trusted, If you want to begin good mother, it is necessary to play dolls.

      In traditional cultures since ancient times purpose of a doll was to bring up the good mistress and careful mother. There were doll - mum, doll - father, the grandmother, children, grandsons – in the other words in game with dolls were reproduced and accustomed social roles in family. But the doll - child was the most favourite toy of girls. Of it cared, it fed, dressed, sang to it lullabies songs - so installation on motherhood was formed and skills of care were fulfilled by the child. (see the appendix 5,6). The most important feature of a traditional doll was that these dolls were made manually, them was simple. Sometimes its had not face. 
2.3Secular doll - toy
     First a doll carried out a role of glossy magazines and pictures from podiums in high life. Such dolls - women of fashion existed since XIV century. When in 1571 duchess Bavarian has given birth a daughter, her friend, duchess Lotharingian has sent for baby a gift a little "the charming Parisian dolls dressed on last fashion which become an entertainment for her daughter and will pleasantly entertain her mother." When it was necessary to find out, that occurs in the world of a fashion, wrote out not magazine, wrote out a doll. The Russian empress Elizaveta to not lag behind from Parisian "madam pompadur", in 1751 ordered dolls in London with orders. And Ekaterina II sent to the Swedish king Gustav III dolls in the dresses which have been thought up personally by empress for the grandsons. The doll has received an elegant kind and the transcendental price not because of children's inquiries. Adult ladies bought new dolls not for their babies. [5].

     Dolls also played a role of dummies. They did not stay on show-windows as against modern dummies. They were shown frequently by groups of dealers at annual fairs in Venice. The doll was expensive pleasure. It concerned to a luxury goods. Many dolls reached the impressing sizes. Up to human growth - such you will not play. The doll witnesses social shocks and directly depend on them. 

    Producer of dolls mademoiselle Adelaide Ure was the first name in doll business. She was going to stimulate children to sew, therefore her first dolls were on sale naked. But it has led to a boomerang effect: at the end of 40th years of XIX century house Ure started to acquire professional workshops on tailoring for the well-known dolls, and to be issued dolls began soon dressed. Orders also have glorified her house. One more important point was that bodies of dolls were conditionally female. Dolls till XIX century had all attributes of a sex, even genitals. But then they lost them. Instead of a breast remained easy camber.

     Other doll - " Parisian ", or la poupee, was born as model of haute couture. Except for secular orders, it had whole ruler of exotic suits: herdesses, Gipsy, senhoritas, geisha, etc.

      Doll "Bebbe" appeared in 80th of XIX century. All set of the subjects belonging to a doll, repeated accessories and an image of the adult woman. In Renoir's picture of that period young mother on walk with the siblings-daughters is represented. One of them holds a doll very similar to mother. Dolls were embodied with model of an adult life which to the child still should be acquired and accepted. They were a small copy for imitation and the instruction during an adult life. Doll "Bebbe" became revolutionary because it was the first secular the doll - child. Manufacturers thought up to release baby from which children can be nursed. 
      In XX century the world was changed: a time of a modernist style came, "an epoch of prosperity", the middle class appeared. Near to magnificent aristocrat "Parrisien" children and their parents felt like plebeians. Germany intercepted the initiative. German dolls were easier, cheaper, and their founders sensitively reacted to inquiries of the buyer. (see the appendix 7).
     In connection with splash in interest to the French fashion in the USA 50th years of XX century appeared "glamourus dolls ", in a sort modern Barbie. [4. with 118]

     Thus, the secular doll played two roles. The first and new role in comparison with a national doll is a doll as an image of the future woman. Such doll prepared for the girl for an adult life: taught to put on correctly, behave in a society, i.e. created an image to which should be imitated in the future. 

Other role of a secular doll is a doll - child. The girl prepared for a role of future mother, playing with this doll,. 

Secular dolls were made by factory way, were expensive and are accessible not to all.  

2.4. Modern doll
Barbie
     Barbie has managed to begin one of the brightest social and cultural symbols of the western civilization for 48 years of her plastic life. Actually all mythology Barbie, everything, that she symbolizes itself, is involved, first of all, on her superfeminity. All Barbie is embodied " double send ": on the one hand, it personifies stereotyped "blonde" - an essence extremely anxious with the appearance, heads buried in the cloths, absorbed by romantic relations with the boys are higher, not capable day to live without the parties, adoring the babies, surrounded flight the same murmuring blondes as it, it is constant "hanging out" in ideally licked pink small house among small pillows and florets.

     But, on the other hand, this ideal ultra-woman of the end of the fiftieth constantly makes the acts being typically man's: independently disposes of own life, masters nonfeminine trades and reaches in them rather significant heights, has the broad audience of friends and interests - Barbie breaks that habitual representation about "blonde" which we willingly attribute to the girl with its appearance and a manner to put on. (look at the appendix 8)
     You will not play with Barbie in "daughter - mother". What daughter from it? It is a doll of new type - not the baby, more likely the senior girlfriend, an example for imitation. And what she does? It has constantly a good time, lives a magnificent life, "realize herself”, became successful in all affairs. 

Barbie shows an image completely independent woman. Its life is a holiday always. But she does not have family, children. There are sisters, friends, infinite boyfriends. About what motherhood there is a speech? The doll cannot combine career and children, it is impossible. Barbie brings up completely independent girls, it is possible to tell, feminist. 

     But, in opinion of researchers, Barbie promotes clearing of relations between sexes that is one of problems of psychological development at preschool age. Experts of psychological faculty of the Moscow State University have carried out researches among schoolgirls of elementary grades. Results have shown: the girls playing Barbie, are vigorous, sure in themselves, adapt to changing circumstances more easy and achieve successes in study, drawing and dances. In it they try to resemble a favourite doll. Barbie became for them a symbol of female well-being and prosperity in a personal and business life. Thus, Barbie creates an image of the self-sufficient woman and it appears the best girlfriend of growing up girls, their confidante and an example for imitation. [5. with 176] 

     We can see, that Barbie is a favourite doll of girls, but it does not promote education at girls of feeling of motherhood and desire in the future to have children. As we know, the population of our country every year decreases. Here it is a lot of reasons - economic, political. But Barbie also plays the role here. Probably, game with this doll is let not main, but nevertheless the essential reason in a demographic situation developed on today. 

Conclusion

     We have got acquainted with the brightest representatives of the world of dolls. Carried out research, we can give the answer to the questions put by us.

The most ancient doll an idol. People trusted, that souls of died ancestors are installed in these figures, and they can render protection and the help to people.

     Further we examined a traditional doll. Here there were two functions: one dolls were magic, they were used in various ceremonies and played a role of an amulet or guarding talisman from dark forces and malicious spirits; other dolls were toys and prepared for girls for motherhood. These dolls were made manually. 

    Except for traditional there was a secular doll. This doll had two roles. The part of dolls was image of the woman of fashion, other part - played a role of the child and brought up the future mother in the girl.

     Barbie is the main toy of girls in the modern world. She became an example for imitation too, but she does not prepare girls for motherhood any more, it has faded into the background. In the foreground is the self-realization and independence of the woman.
