The children and the problems with school discipline
One day, I heard this phrase: “Kolya is a quite boy. He is never rude to people.” It was from the speech of  my teacher and my classmate's mother .                   
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Do parents know about their children's behavior? How are matters with discipline at school ? And how are these problems liquidated ?
To know how to solve the problems with school discipline I have asked 60 pupils of the tenth form some questions to the unit  ”Problems of discipline at my school” 

   Analysis of work showed a lot of kinds of infringement.

- on  the first place stand conversations at the lessons (38 answers);

- on  the second place – going around the class at the lesson (7 answers);

-  absences without reason(4 answers).

Also there were these kinds of infringements: 
-fights;

-the breaking of school equipment ;

-be late to the lessons ;
My grandparents always tell me that during their time, teachers used canes, feather dusters to discipline them. I mean they will be caned if they are caught being involved in some  wrong doings or failed to do their homework. These punishments gave other students a lesson because if one is punished watching, other will not repeat the mistake. As I see in our school almost all parents give the full rights for teachers to discipline their child.
School discipline is the system of rules, punishments and behaviour appropriate to the regulation of children and the maintenance of the order at schools. Its aim is to create a safe and useful in the learning process of students.

What is punishment?
Again the answer is so obvious that it doesn't require thinking about - or does it?
Punishment could be defined as the action taken by those in authority against those whose acts contravene regulations. By definition, punishment must be something that one does not want to happen to oneself and generally contains two elements - retribution and deterrence. 
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There are a lot of kinds of punishment in the world.
Writing lines

Writing lines is a form of punishment handed out to misbehaving students by teachers, prefects, etc. at schools and colleges in many countries of the world.
Such kinds of punishment in our school by some teachers in primary school . Writing lines involves copying a sentence on to a piece of paper or a blackboard as many times as the teacher requires. The sentence to be copied may be related to the reason the lines are being given, e.g. "I must not talk in class". In India, this is referred to as imposition, as also in Britain, at least in the past. In many Catholic schools in the U.S., it is called "penance". The number of lines to be written may be 100 or more, although writing 500/1000 lines is getting more common. Teachers issue more lines in order to hurt the offending student's fingers and hand and makes the rule sink in the persons head.

Arithmetic punishments
Another punishment is that the child might be required to write the multiplication tables from two through twelve for a certain number of times, usually at least ten and sometimes as many as twenty-five or more. Or, the child might be given an extremely lengthy long-division problem and suffer additional punishment if the problem is completed incorrectly. Long division problems, depending on the student's academic ability, could go up into the thousands or more divided by numbers in high place value, such as in the trillions.

Memorization
The child is sometimes required to memorize fifty or a hundred lines of poetry or the day's Gospel or other Scriptural text. Students may also have to memorize different phrases in Latin or Greek or Hebrew in more religious schools as well. Such kind of punishment is also used by our teachers for example in such subject as literature. where we should learn a poem
Detention
Detention is one of the most common punishments in schools in the United States, Britain, Ireland, Singapore, Canada, Australia and other countries. It requires the pupil to remain in school at a given time in the school day (such as lunch, recess or after school) -- or even to attend school on a non-school day, e.g. "Saturday detention" held at some US and UK schools.[1] During detention, students normally have to sit in a classroom and do work, write lines or a punishment essay, or stand in the corner and face the wall. Sometimes, students are required to participate in a work detail, doing various tasks such as picking up trash, mopping floors, or cleaning. In the UK, the Education Act 1997 obliges a school to give parents at least 24 hours' notice of a detention outside school hours. in our school such kind of punishment as standing in the corner and face the wall is used seldom because our teachers consider it not serious.
Being put on report

Being "put on report" is a punishment often used in schools for serious misconduct, such as truancy.

Typically a student is given a report card, which he or she carries to classes at school. At each lesson the teacher in charge of the class completes and signs a box on the card confirming the student's presence at the lesson and commenting on his or her attitude. In some cases there will also be a place for a more senior teacher and the student's parent or guardians to confirm they have read the report at the end of each day. Some schools will also have a number of different grades of report reflecting the seriousness of the punishment.

Suspension or temporary exclusion is mandatory leave assigned to a student as a form of punishment that can last anywhere from one day to several weeks, during which time the student cannot attend regular lessons. The student's parents/guardians are notified of the reason for and duration of the out-of-school suspension. Sometimes students have to complete work during their suspensions, for which they receive no credit. Also, upon returning to school, it is often mandatory that the student, his/her parents/guardians, and a school administrator have a meeting to discuss and evaluate the matter. In the United States, it is mandatory for students with disabilities to discuss it with their IEP team before suspension is considered. If the offence is not related to the disability, students are suspended, but may get a lighter punishment if it is related to the disability that the student cannot control. This usually results in a trip to the doctor or psychologist. In American schools there are often two types of suspension: In-School Suspension (ISS) and Out-of-School Suspension (OSS). In-school suspension requires the student to report to school as normal, but sit in a special room all day, rather like a prison sentence. Out-of-school suspension suspends the student from being on school grounds.

Exclusion
Exclusion, expulsion, withdrawing or permanent exclusion is the removal of a student permanently from the school. This is the ultimate last resort, when all other methods of discipline have failed. However, in extreme situations, it may also be used for a single offence. Some education authorities have a nominated school in which all excluded students are collected; this typically has a much higher staffing level than mainstream schools. In some US public schools, expulsions and exclusions are so serious that they require an appearance before the Board of Education. In the UK, head teachers may make the decision to exclude, but the student's parents have the right of appeal to the local education authority. This has proved controversial in cases where the head teacher's decision has been overturned (and his or her authority thereby undermined), and there are proposals to abolish the right of appeal

In many countries, students committing relatively minor offences may be required to do a certain number of push-ups on the spot, or to run laps round the playing field.

In the Indian subcontinent, a punishment called "murgha banana" consists of having the student assume a bending-over position, make his hands through his legs and holding one's ears, and hold this position for as long as the teacher requires. Sometimes it is 'Hands Up' where you stand for a specific time with your hands held up high, sometimes a defaulter is made to stand on his/her bench/chair/table while the rest of the class is progressing normally.

In some western countries, a student who is caught sleeping repeatedly will be told to stand up in front of his or her desk for a given amount of time, usually until the end of class.

In South Korea, a common punishment is for students to be required to go down on all fours with posterior in the air, and hold the position for a given length of time, often culminating in a spanking as the signal to get up.

In some countries, like the Philippines, students are given a "post" as a sanction, where the student has to stand up for as long as 2 hours, depending on the gravity of the offence. As for our school, we do not have such punishments because our students study always good and with a great wish to be the best.
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Corporal punishment
Throughout the history of education the most common form of maintaining discipline in schools was by using corporal punishment. While a child was in school, a teacher was expected to act as a substitute parent, with all the normal forms of parental discipline open to them. In practice this meant that children were commonly punished with the birch or cane, but also included spanking, paddling, strapping and ruling.

Most Western countries have banned corporal punishment in schools and many others have banned it in both school and homes. Thirty American states have banned it in schools; the others (mostly in the South) have not. It is still used to a significant (though declining) degree in some public schools in Alabama, Arkansas, Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, Oklahoma, Tennessee and Texas. Private schools in these and most other states may also use it. Official corporal punishment, often by caning, remains commonplace in schools in some Asian, African and Caribbean countries.

Corporal punishment in American schools is administered to the seat of the student's trousers or skirt with a specially-made wooden paddle. This often used to take place in the classroom or hallway for additional humiliation, but nowadays the punishment is usually given privately in the principal's office.

"I was born in 1951 and educated at English boarding schools until 1969 (St Edmunds prep school in Surrey and then Bloxham School near Oxford). Corporal punishment at prep school was frequent and varied. It ranged from random classroom violence (ear twisting to blows to the head sometimes sufficient to lift the student out of his desk and onto the floor), to the more formal application of the cane to the buttocks. We were beaten clothed or in our pyjamas depending on the time of day. A friend of mine at Bloxham told me that at his prep school the boys were caned on the buttocks while naked and that some boys returned to the school in later years for 'tutoring' which included the use of corporal punishment. At public school the beatings could be quite severe and a caning whether through day clothes of more flimsy pyjamas would on occasion draw blood. Beatings involved either 4 or 6 strokes of the cane. While we were shocked by our friend's tales and regarded the naked beatings as perverse and unusual, we accepted the use of corporal punishment with little comment or protest." Michael Johnson

Most modern educationalists in Europe and North America advocate a disciplinary policy focused on positive reinforcement, with praise, merit marks, house points and the like playing a central role in maintaining behaviour.
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History of corporal punishment
While the early history of corporal punishment is unclear, the practice was recorded as early as c 10th Century BC in Míshlê Shlomoh, (Solomon's Proverbs), and it was certainly present in classical civilizations, being used in Greece, Rome, and Egypt for both judicial and educational discipline. Some states gained a reputation for using such punishments cruelly; Sparta, in particular, used them as part of a disciplinary regime designed to build willpower and physical strength. Although the Spartan example was extreme, corporal punishment was possibly the most frequent type of punishment. In the Roman Empire, the maximum penalty allowed by law was 40 "lashes" or "strokes" with a whip applied to the back and shoulders, or with the "fasces" (similar to a birch rod, but consisting of 8-10 lengths of willow rather than birch) applied to the buttocks. Such punishments could draw blood, and were frequently inflicted in public.

In Medieval Europe, corporal punishment was encouraged by the attitudes of the medieval church towards the human body, flagellation being a common means of self-discipline. This had an influence on the use of corporal punishment in schools, as educational establishments were closely attached to the church during this period. Nevertheless, corporal punishment was not used uncritically; as early as the eleventh century Saint Anselm, Archbishop of Canterbury was speaking out against what he saw as the excessive use of corporal punishment in the treatment of children.
 From the 16th century onwards, new trends were seen in corporal punishment. Judicial punishments were increasingly turned into public spectacles, with public beatings of criminals intended as a deterrent to other would-be offenders. Meanwhile, early writers on education, such as Roger Ascham, complained of the arbitrary manner in which children were punished. Perhaps the most influential writer on the subject was the English philosopher John Locke, whose Some Thoughts Concerning Education explicitly criticised the central role of corporal punishment in education. Locke's work was highly influential, and may have helped influence Polish legislators to ban corporal punishment from Poland's schools in 1783. 
During the 18th century, the concept of corporal punishment was attacked by some philosophers and legal reformers. Merely inflicting pain on miscreants was seen as inefficient, influencing the subject only for a short period of time and effecting no permanent change in their behaviour. Some believed that the purpose of punishment should be reformation, not retribution. This is perhaps best expressed in Jeremy Bentham's idea of a panoptic prison, in which prisoners were controlled and surveyed at all times, perceived to be advantageous in that this system supposedly reduced the need of measures such as corporal punishment. 
A consequence of this mode of thinking was a reduction in the use of corporal punishment in the 19th century in Europe and North America. In some countries this was encouraged by scandals involving individuals seriously hurt during acts of corporal punishment. For instance, in Britain, popular opposition to punishment was encouraged by two significant cases, the death of Private Frederick John White, who died after a military flogging in 1846, and the death of Reginald Cancellor, who was killed by his schoolmaster in 1860. Events such as these mobilised public opinion, and in response, many countries introduced thorough regulation of the infliction of corporal punishment in state institutions such as schools, prisons and reformatories.

In the 1870s, courts in the United States overruled the common-law principle that a husband had the right to "physically chastise an errant wife". In the UK the traditional right of a husband to inflict moderate corporal punishment on his wife in order to keep her "within the bounds of duty" was similarly removed in 1891. See Domestic violence for more information.

 Corporal punishment in different countries
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Great Britain   
 There were various systems of corporal punishment1 used in the distant past: those for adults and for children either at school or at home. The punishments which might be of most interest to School English readers are those which schoolchildren underwent, either at school or at home. It was often the case that a child who had misbehaved at school would be punished there and also at home when his or her parents found out2 about it. 


Argentina
Banned in 1813, corporal punishment was re-legalised in 1817 and punishments by physical pain lasted until the 1980s. The instruments were rebenques, slappings in the face and others

Egypt
A 1998 study found that physical punishment is used extensively by teachers in Egypt to punish behaviour they regard as unacceptable. Around 80% of the boys and 60% of the girls by teachers using their hands, sticks, straps, shoes, and kicks. The most common reported injuries were bumps and contusions; wound, fractures, loss of consciousness and concussion were less common.
India
In India, there is no school corporal punishment in the western sense of the term. By definition, school corporal punishment "is not to be confused with mere hitting, where a teacher lashes out at a student on the spur of the moment, which is not corporal punishment but brutality". The Supreme Court of India banned this type of brutality in schools in 2000, and 17 out of 28 states claim to apply the ban, though enforcement is lax. In 2009 incidents of brutality still took place.62 A number of social and cultural organizations, including Shukrachakra are campaigning against corporal punishment in India.

USA
Paddling is still used in schools in certain parts of the USA. About half of the states in America still use the paddle especially the southern states. Girls are paddled almost as often as boys, even pupils of 16, 17 and over can be paddled. The paddle is a flat wooden board which can vary slighly in design, length and thickness. Some paddles have holes drilled in them to make them more aero dynamic, increasing the speed of the delivery of the swat making it more painful and more damaging. The paddle is designed to be administered to the buttocks only. 
England
  
 Not so long ago, common punishments included caning, either two strokes on the outstretched hand administered by the teacher in front of the class, or up to six strokes on the backside inflicted by the headmaster. In Scotland, a leather strap was used instead of a thin bamboo cane. 

    Minor offences such as persistent talking in class might warrant a period of standing in a corner of the classroom, facing the walls, and subject to the ridicule of one’s classmates. Long ago, the child standing in the corner might be required to wear a conical hat with the word ‘DUNCE’ written on it to increase the ridicule and emphasise his or her stupidity. 

    Some teachers favored the giving of ‘lines’, that is to say, requiring one to write out by hand on paper (no computers then and no typing or carbon paper allowed!) repetitive lines of something relevant to the offence (as Bart Simpson does on the blackboard now). This might be something like “I must not talk in class” 50, 100, 300 or even 500 times. At the end of this, one’s hand ached and the lesson was learned – until next time! Most of us discovered that it was easier to write the words downwards in columns, thus, “I I I ... must must must ... not not not ... etc.” To thwart this strategy, the teacher might require the malefactorto copy a piece of prose, perhaps from Shakespeare, which meant paying much more attention to what one was writing. 
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    Another punishment was detention, a kind of imprisonment. In the junior school, this might simply be a matter of staying in the classroom during the playtime when all the other children could go outside; but in the more senior schools, it could mean staying back at school after everyone else had gone home in the evening. In my school, detentions were held for half an hour on Tuesdays and Thursdays, but if one accumulated three of these, a Saturday morning detention was substituted. This required three hours extra work on the day when one was normally free. Actually, the teachers didn’t like giving detentions any more than the students, because they meant that the teacher would have to stay behind to supervise as well, so it was a kind of punishment for them. It was even possible to bargain with some teachers and offer to accept a caning instead of a detention. Caning was only ever given to boys which we thought was grossly unfair – but that was in the days before the Women’s Liberation Movement took hold! Trivial misdemeanours ight warrant a rap across the knuckles with a wooden ruler – that might not sound much, but two or three in the same place could leave a painful bruise and reinforce the lesson to be learned. Alternatively, a slap across the ear from a teacher who had crept up behind someone talking in class would be a reminder to pay more attention in future. In these ‘politically correct’ times, teachers have very few sanctions which they may exercise – certainly not any form of corporal punishment. A disciplined child or parent is likely to invoke EU Human Rights legislation if the teacher punishes a disobedient child and cause the teacher to be dismissed from his or her position.

In the 2005-2006 school year, 223,190 school children in the U.S. were subjected to physical punishment. This is a significant drop of almost 18%, continuing a steady trend from the early 1980's.
