 The mythological model of the world in different nations

	Underworld kingdom of Aid, who is the god of dead people’ soul
	Lower world. Niya is the head. Martsana is the goddess of dead.
	 Spirits of dead people dwell. Also here live tribes of abaahy with Arsan Dyolay.
	Tama it is a hell where Erlic Chan live with his wife Ohoyn tengri.
	Diuy (netherworld). Diszan-Van is the lord of lower world.
	Yomi-no-kuni (the land of yellow river)

The ruler of lower world is Idzanami.

The idea of idolizing Good Housekeeping we have found in six mythologies. 

In Greek mythology, it is Gera - the goddess of family and Good Housekeeping.

In Slav mythology it is Svarog, spirit of Good Housekeeping.

In Yakut mythology it is Khatan Temeriya - the hostess of Good Housekeeping.

In Chinese mythology it is Szao-Van – the god of Good Housekeeping.

In Mongols mythology it is Sakhadyai Noion – the spirit of fire and Good Housekeeping.

In Japanese mythology it is Kamodogami – deities of Good Housekeeping.
       Every nation differs from other nations; mythological model of the world differs too and has its individual features. For example: the idea of idolizing Fertility and Agriculture you can find only in four nations.

In Greek it is Demetra - the goddess of fertility and agriculture.

In Slav it is Siva - the god of yield and fruits.

In Chinese mythology it is Shen-Nun, the god had learnt people to agriculture.

In Japanese mythology it is Ta-no-Kami, the god of yield and agriculture.

Yakut and Mongol have not this idea because Yakut people had occupied with cattle-raising and desire before Russians arrived.  Mongols had occupied mainly with cattle-raising
World-outlook and perception of the world depend on nation mentality and philosophy, and climatic conditions of the country.

According to philosophy every nation has its own mythological picture of the creation of the Earth and lives on it. Studying Yakut, Greek, Slav, Mongolian, Chinese, Japanese myths, we have met cosmological myths, showing commonality of world-outlook.
