   Good afternoon, dear friends! Happy to see you! You know we have spoken a lot about different countries, people, their traditions, history and culture. It is time to speak about our native land. I think it is interesting to speak about traditions and culture of the Altai region.

GEOGRAPHICAL POSITION

   Altai region is located in the south-east of West Siberia and borders on Novosibirskaya, Kemerovskaya regions, Kazakhstanand Altai republic. It’s territory is 168 thousand sq. km. The region includes 12 cities, 14 towns, 7 urban and 60 rural districts, including German national district.

   The administrative center is the city of Barnaul with the population of 655 thousand people. 

   Representatives of 110 ethnic groups live in the region: Russians, German, Byelorussians, Kazakhs, Tatars, Chuvashes, Altayans. 

CLIMATE

   The geographical position determines the climate because Altai is situated far from seas and oceans. The mountain range prevents the winds from the East and South but the territory is open to the winds from the Atlantic Ocean. They bring cool rainy weather in summer, snowstorms in winter. Northern winds from the Arctic Ocean cause frost in winter. Altai has continental climate characteristic of which are long cold snowy winters and short warm even hot summers. On the whole climate conditions are favorable for the development of agriculture.

RIVERS

   There are more then 20 thousand rivers on the territory of Altai. The majority of them belong to the system of the Ob. Many rivers begin high in the mountains and have a rapid current. In some places they form waterfalls. When they reach the plain rivers become calm and wide. The most important river of Altai is the Ob. The Ob begins from the confluence of two rivers the Biya and the Katun.

LAKES

   Altai is rich in lakes. There are about 7 thousand lakes in the mountains and more than 5 thousand in the lowlands. All lakes differ from each other in size, origin and composition (fresh or salty). The largest lake is the lake Teletskoye, the second in Siberia (after Lake Baikal). People call it golden for its picturesque shores. The lake known for its blue cold water at depth is Lake Aya. There are also large salty lakes which are situated in the central part of the Kulundinskaya plain. The largest are Lake Kulundinskoye, Lake Yarovoye and Lake Burlinskoye.

FLORA

   Flora in Altai is diverse. Here we can find steppe, meadows, grasslands which give way to woods of birch, aspen and pine-trees. Cedars can live for 400-500 even sometimes 800 years. The bushes are represented by sarpberry, current, bird-cherry, snow-ball-tree and sea-buck-thorm. A lot of herbs grow in the meadows and in the woods.

FAUNA

   Fauna is numerous and prolific. With the development of agriculture and industry the animal population has been reduced. The steppes abound in wild animals which adapted to the condition of the open area. Gophers, mice and other rodents are common here. Bears, wolves, lynxes, foxes and other predators are present in the woods. Altai is the home of the deer. The elk is indeed the forest giant. Fur-bearing animals include sable, squirrels, stoats and minks. Of special interest is snowy panther (ibis) which lives high in the mountains in rocks. It hunts mountain goats. Great flocks of birds live in the region. They are starlings, larks, ducks and gulls. The birds of prey are represented by kites, eagles, hawks.

CITIES   AND   TOWNS

   Now there are 12 towns in Altai while before the revolution there were only 2: Barnaul and Biysk. The administrative center is Barnaul. Biysk is the second largest city. Its economy rests primary on food, textile and chemical industry. The factories produce complicated machines, tools, bricks and dye. Biysk provides educational and cultural facilities. Rubtsovsk is best known for its machine building industry where tractors and agricultural machines are produced. One of the biggest plants in Zarinsk ensures employment for the town. It grows rapidly. One of the largest railway junctions is Novoaltaysk. It is noted for one of the largest in Russia truck-building plant. Food industry dominates in Aleysk. Cheese and butter produced here rank first in quality. Belokurikha is famous as a Siberia resort. Peculiar conditions, a lot of sunny days have favored its development.

SHULGINKA

   The name of my native village is Shulginka. It is situated on the bank of the Katun. It is a large village and about 2 thousand people live there. There are two organizations in our village: a state farm and a plant. Speaking about my village I can’t but mention the vast fields of cowberry. As for the plant it is famous for its industrial production. You can see schools, a kindergarten, a library, a hospital, a post-office and many shops. The young people like to go to the village club. I like my village!

   Altai is rich. If you were born here or visited it once you will never forget it. And now a legend about the Bia and the Teletskoye Lake.
  A LEGEND ABOUT THE BIA AND THE TELETSKOYE LAKE.
Author— Long ago there lived a very rich Khan in Altai. He had a beautiful daughter named Bia. One day he said:
