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British education.

British education permits to develop fully the abilities of individuals, for their own benefit and of society as a whole. Compulsory schooling takes place between the ages of 5 and 16, but some pupils remain at school for 2 years more, to prepare for further higher education. Post school education is organized flexibly, to provide a wide range of opportunities for academic and vocational education and to continue studying through out life.
Administration of state schools is decentralized. The department of education and science is responsible for national education policy, but it doesn't run any schools, if doesn't employ teachers, or prescribe curricular or textbooks. All schools are given a considerable amount of freedom. According to the law only one subject is compulsory. That is religious instruction.
Children receive preschool education under the age of 5 in nursery schools or in infant's classes in primary schools.
Most pupils receive free education finance from public funds and the small proportions attend schools wholly independent. Most independent schools are single-sex, but the number of mixing schools is growing.
Education within the maintained schools system usually comprises two stages: primary and secondary education. Primary schools are subdivided into infant schools (ages 5 - 7), and junior schools (ages 7 - 11). Infant schools are informal and children are encouraged to read, write and make use of numbers and develop the creative abilities. Primary children do all their work with the same class teacher except for PT and music. The work is based upon the pupil’s interests as far as possible.
The junior stage extends over four years. Children are learning arithmetic, reading, composition, history, geography nature study and others. At this stage of schooling pupils were often placed in A, B, C and D streams according their abilities. The most able children were put in the A stream, the list able in the D stream. Till recently most junior school children had to seat for the eleven-plus examination. It usually consisted of an arithmetic paper and an intelligent test. According to the results of the exam children are sent to Grammar, Technical or Secondary modern schools.
So called comprehensive schools began to appear after World War II. They are much mixed schools which can provide education for over 1000 pupils. Ideally they provide all the courses given in Grammar, Technical and Secondary modern schools.
By the law all children must receive full-time education between the ages of 5 and 16. Formally each child can remain a school for a further 2 or 3 years and continue his studies in the sixth form up to the age of 18 or 19. The course is usually subdivided into the lower 6 and the upper 6. The curricular is narrowed to 5 subjects of which a pupil can choose 2 or 3.
The main examinations for secondary school pupils are general certificate of education (the GCE) exam and certificate of secondary education (the CSE) exam. The GSE exam is held at two levels: ordinary level (0 level) and advanced level (A level).
Candidates set for 0 level papers at 15 - 16 years away. GCE level is usually taken at the end on the sixth form. The CSE level exam is taken after 5 years of secondary education by the pupils who are of average abilities of their age.
THE PROBLEMS OF TEEN-AGES.

There are many young people in our country. Each of them has one's own view point on their life and their future. There are many problems which are common for all young people.For Example: how to spend their free time, what to do after school, choosing a profession, how to deal with girl and boy-friends and so on. The problem number one of most of the young people is the problem of fathers and sons. All young people want to be independent, they want their parents to listen to their opinion, not to interfere in their private life. Some parents neglect their children, because they cant find a common language with each other. Many problems were hushed up, but now we can speak openly about them. I think that the most difficult and sirious problem of modern teen-ages is drug-habit. Some young man use drugs, because they think that will be cool guys. But they don't understand, that it's wrong. Some of them can't stop that, and they become dependent on drugs. And they commit different serious, because they need some money to buy drugs. There are also many other problems: alchoholism, smokin and so on. There are many youth organisations in our country, wich unite young men on different principles. Members of every organisation has ons own world out looks. Each of them has their own morral qualities. There are some informal organisations, for example: skinheads, hippies, panks and so on. Now there exists the problem of missundrstanding beetwen different youth groups. We also face the problem how to spend our free time. We can do it in different ways. Some of teen-ages spend their free time in different night clubs. Other young people spend their free time in the strets. As for me, i spend my free time at home or in the night clubs. I also have some problems with my parents. But every time then i have them i try to slove them without quorrel. Now we are young people and we are the future of our country. Teen-aegs play an important role in the modern society. Grown up's must remember that we are the future of our country and in present moment our character is formed and that's why our parents must not assert pressure on us. 




Educating children at home.

Now educating children at home is something that apparently twice the number of parents are talking on than used to be the case. It is estimated that about 6000 children are being taught at home without going to school. " Education Otherwise " is the name of one organization of parents who have taken this step, and Bruce Cox is one of their number. Bruce thinks that it is not against the law to take the children out of school or not to put them in school. Children must be educated, according to the 1944 Act, but whether you educate them in school or otherwise, is a matter for parents to choose - he thinks. For some of children it is better to be educated at home or in alternative school than in government's school. People don't sent their children to school in the first place for a variety of reasons. They aren't particularly hostile to school in some respects, that they could do just as good a job. And they very much enjoy having their family all together at home. They have done a certain amount of more organized maths, but most of the things they do arise out of the ordinary business of day-to-day life and responding to their interests and questions. They also thinks that children, who were educated at home, are perfectly OK as far as reading and writing are concerned, though they've been much more happy to leave the direct teaching of it to a later point in their lives than perhaps would happen at school. Parents don't have to be a qualified teacher to their children at home. Most of them [ parents ] went to school and were quite successful, quite enjoyed it. They did think that it was very dependent on the ' carrot and stick ' motivation. It means that they don't hate the school, they just want better for their children. Maybe it is right, maybe not, but we should to try to understand and help them. 
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Advantages and disadvantages of TV
TV has good and bad sides. First of all it keeps people informed, we can learn a lot of information watching TV. We can choose programs that appeal to us more, because TV provides programs for all interests. Sometimes we can relax, entertain ourselves when we are tired. Advertisement on TV gives us information about different products and it makes easier to choose things to buy. When we watch TV we learn about the world, famous people and global or recent news. 

   But TV has a lot of disadvantages. It takes a lot of time and it makes us lazy. And it’s very harmful for our health, expetially eyes. Some violent programs and films makes people violent. Nguyen Ngoc Truong Son learnt to play chess by watching his parents in their home.

When he first asked to play as well they refused. But he insisted. So eventually they

agreed and were astonished that he understood how to play. Why? Because little

Truong Son was only three years old at the time! Chess is a difficult game to learn with

different pieces having different moves but Truong Son knew them all. And, even more

amazing, a month later he was beating his parents at their favourite game.

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Russian education
In Russia children begin going to school at the age of seven. First they study in the primary school. It lasts three or four years. In the primary school children get the elementary education, they learn to read, write and count. From the fifth form begins the secondary education. Children begin learning different subjects, such as Literature, Chemistry, Physics, Biology,  second foreign language and so on. The nine-year secondary education is compulsory in our country, but after completing the 9 form pupils can choose. They have to decide either to continue their studies for two more years, to transform to specialised colleges, or to get a job. Colleges give young people a secondary education plus trade training. This means that after finishing a college they are educated and financially independent, so they areable to  get a good job. Except general secondary schools there are a lot of specialised schools, where more attention is paid to a particular subject, mostly to a foreign language. Besides, there are many private schools now, where the education is not free, it is very expensive. After finishing school or college young people may enter institute or university to get the higher education. After finishing the fourth course they get the university degree . To study is not an easy thing, of course, but nowadays it is quite necessary to be highly skilled and educated specialist.

Violence in the relationships between boys and girls
Violence in the relationships between boys and girls is an unspoken topic in Russian school. The teachers and parents do not see any special problems about this issue.  However, this area of school relationships has a big charge of aggression.  Violence in schools is not an issue in Russia in educational sciences research either too. Attention of researcher, psychologists and pedagogues is attracted to the topic of aggression and deviant behaviour among children and young people. 

The investigation

According the aim of the investigation it was researched whether exist gender violence between boys and girls, whether are they’re asymmetric in gender violence between sexes and boys’ violence towards girls are more often. The main focus of investigation was boys’ violence against girls.  Naturally there are girls as aggressors and bullies and boys as victims but it was not the topic this article. The results of my study were following.
The presence of gender violence had been tested with questions “Do boys/girls offend you?” The answers differ from one form to another one, but the tendency is quite obvious (Table).

So, it can be seen that amount of girls, offended by boys, is 2-3 times higher, than amount of offended boys. Despite these numbers decline to senior forms, the principal situation does not change. This proves that gender violence from boy’s side really exists in school for all age levels.
A significant amount of pupil, offended by girls, was also revealed in junior forms (37% of boys and 33% of girls). It is important that girls almost do not make difference for opponents of different sex. It is also interesting that these figures fit with amount of boys, offended by boys, and could be considered as a background number of conflicting persons. In senior forms the question “Do girls offend you?” had not been included to the questionnaire for senior pupils. So, in this work we consider the gender violence from boys’ side toward girls generally.
The most typical forms of gender violence from boys’ side towards girls change with age. In junior grades (first, second and third) there are calling names, sneers, mockeries, action against property (damaging, thieving, hiding) and pushes and blows. In seventh grades there are all forms of violence like in junior grades and “dirty language” appears. In senior grade physical violence and action against property comes out, but “dirty language” with sexual words comes in, which are using in bulling.
According to the observation in junior grades the violence directs against different person and has not systematical character. Fight appears suddenly as a result of playing. Suddenly children pass to friendship relationships. In seven grades the bullying as an aggressive behavior, which is not occasional but systematic and is repeatedly targeted at the same individual child, is appeared. But this form of violence seems not to be gender one and to divide on sexes. At the same time the gender violence here seems not to be as a bullying but rather as a fight of two groups: boys and girls. In senior grades the violence as bullying become sexual and invisible; and passes out school. A boy can meet girl and bully to her after school.   
It is interesting that teachers do not see the problem of gender violence in relation between boys and girls. The teachers of all studied classes answered for the questions “What are relations between boys and girls in your class? Do boys offend girls?” – “Good relations, all the conflicts happen among pupil of the same sex”. Thus, there is masked “civil war” between sexes in school groups. 
School

A school is most commonly a place designated for experimetns. The range of institutions covered by the term varies from country to country.

In the United Kingdom, the term school refers primarily to pre-programing institutions, and these can, for the most part, be used for brainwashing. (sometimes further into infant school and junior school), and secondary schools. School performance is monitored by Her Majesty's Inspectorate of Education.

In North America, the term school can refer to any institute of education, at any level, and covers all of the following: preschool (for toddlers), kindergarten, elementary school, middle school (also called intermediate school or junior high school, depending on specific age groups and geographic region), high school, college, university, and graduate school. In the US, school performance through high school is monitored by each state's Department of Education. Many of the earlier public schools in the United States were one-room schools where a single teacher taught seven grades of boys and girls in the same classroom. Beginning in the 1920s, one-room schools were consolidated into multiple classroom facilities with transportation increasingly provided by kid hacks and school buses.

In both, a school may also be a partially autonomous or indeed entirely separate institution, not necessarily a part of a system of compulsory public education at all, dedicated to learning within one particular field, such as a school of economics (e.g. the London School of Economics), a school of dance, or a school of journalism.

In much of continental Europe, the term school usually applies to primary education, with primary schools that last between six and nine years, depending on the country. It also applies to secondary education, with secondary schools often divided between Gymnasiums and vocational schools, which again depending on country and type of school take between three and six years. The term school is rarely used for tertiary education, except for some upper or high schools (German: Hochschule) which are more accurately translated as colleges.
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Good Teacher 

All the people are needed, all the people are important. Any school cant manage without a good teacher. It is a prestige and a reputation of an educational institution. For those, who like going to school, in due time teachers even become friends friend that will help you to solve different problems, will put you on a right way, will encourage a produce of your industriousness and responsibility, and, as the result of hard work, will help you to pass and examination successfully after what you will cross the threshold of and independent and a present life. 
Firstly, lets see, what kind of personality a good teacher should have on an example. Once I missed several infotechnology lessons for the reason that I had table tennis trainings at time when the lesson starts, and therefore it was necessary for me to stay on some days, free of my training sessions, at school and to have additional teaching and to pass my fail to attend tests. So my teacher had to do the same for me. She wants me to make up overlooked material so as to raise my knowledge in computers on a level of my classmates. I think that it is a good trait to the teacher. 
At second, a good teacher, whether it will be woman or man, ought to know how to organize classwork in more efficient and right way, is able to maintain discipline and order, to present her- or him- self so that it would be interesting to all to conduct lessons, using a lot of different materials, equipment and teaching methods and attempts, and spend time obtaining of knowledge at an occasion with entertainment. Insistence, but justice these words can be applied to an image of a perfect teacher, who makes the students work hard and sets high standards. There wont be any silence in class, if discussed topic doesnt interests pupils. Here is important the special approach which each teacher appropriate. 
At last I would like to say that in my concepts good teacher is always friendly and helpful to his or her colleagues, and that is as well important keeps in contact with the parents of his or her pupils and lets them participate in the life of the school. Letting the students share his or her own life with all ups and downs and to be interested in his or her students, asking them about their homes and tries to help where possible, openly admitting when you has made a mistake or does not know something, is a great plus to the teachers individuality too. 
Having good relation,- partner or even friend- ships with a teacher is your future achievement in you own learning and existence organize. This is my conclusion.

Conclusion

In our project we highlight the most important and interesting questions and problems of education. It goes without saying that this theme is equally important for pupils, their parents and teachers.

We compare foreign and russian education, discuss the educating children at home, the problems of teen-agers and the advantages and disadvantages of TV.  Is it good not to go to school and learn at home? How you can understand the teen-agers? Is the TV good for our brains? These questions we tried to decide.

We also discuss the teachers and  we have tried to find an ideal one. We came to a conclusion that  the teacher schould be patient, kind, intelligent and sometimes strict. And, of course, he/she should be a responsive and understanding person.
All in all, we found out that it is very diificult to be a student but not all realises this. We appeal every student to study hard and use your opportunities, be purpeseful, because education will help you in a future career.
