May (have) and might (have)

a) Study this example situation:

You are looking for Jack. Nobody knows for sure where he is but you get some suggestions:

He may be in his office. (= perhaps he is in his office)

He might be having lunch. (= perhaps he is having lunch)

Ask Ann. She might know. (= perhaps Ann knows)

We use may and might to say that something is possible. There is no important difference between may and might. You can say:

· He may be in his office.        or 


He might be in his office.
The negative is may not and might not (or mightn’t)

· Jack might not be in his office. (= perhaps he isn’t in his office)

· I’m not sure whether I can lend you any money I may not have enough. (= perhaps I don’t have enough)

Study the structure:

be in his office

I / you / he (etc.) { may / might } (not) {   be having / waiting etc.

know / have / do etc.

b) To say what was possible in the past, we use may have (done) and might have (done):
· A:  I wonder why Arm didn’t answer the doorbell.


B:  Welt, I suppose she may have been in the bath. (= perhaps she was in the   bath)

· A:  Why didn’t he say hello when he passed us in the street?


B:  He might have been day-dreaming. (= perhaps he was day-dreaming)

· A:  I can’t find my bag anywhere.


B:  You might have left it in the shop. (= perhaps you left it)

· A:  I wonder why Ann didn’t come to the meeting.


B:  She might not have known about it. (= perhaps she didn’t know)

Study the structure:

be in the bath

I / you / he (etc.) { may / might } (not) have {   been day-dreaming / waiting etc.


know / left / had etc.

c) You can use could instead of may or might. But with could the possibility is smaller:

· ‘Where’s Jack?’ ‘I’m not sure. He could be in his office, I suppose, but he’s not usually there at this time.’
May and might (future)
a) We use may or might to talk about possible happenings or possible actions in the future. Study these examples:

· I’m not sure where to go for my holidays but I may go to Italy. (= perhaps I will go)

· The weather forecast is not very good. It might rain this afternoon. (= perhaps it will rain)

· I can’t help you. Why don’t you ask Tom? He might be able to help you. 

(= perhaps he will be able to help)

The negative form is may not or might not (mightn’t):
· Ann may not come to the party tonight. She isn’t feeling well. (= perhaps she won’t come)

· There might not be a meeting on Friday because the director is ill. (= perhaps there won’t be a meeting)
It doesn’t matter whether you use may or might. You can say:

· I may go to Italy.              or 


I might go to Italy.

b) There is also a continuous form: may / might be doing. Compare this with will be doing:
· Don’t phone at 8.30. I’ll be watching the football match on television.

· Don’t phone at 8.30. I may (or might) be watching the football match on television. (= perhaps I’ll be in the middle of watching it)

You can also use the continuous (may / might be doing) when you are talking about possible plans. Compare:

· I’m going to Italy in July. (for sure)

· I may (or might) be going to Italy in July. (it’s possible)

But you can also say: I may / might go to Italy in July.

c) May as well, might as well

Study this example:

A:  What shall we do this evening?
B:  I don’t know. Any ideas?

A:  Well, there’s a film on television. It sounds quite interesting.

B:  We might as well watch it then. There’s nothing else to do.

We use may / might as well to say that we should do something but only because there is no reason not to do it and because there is nothing better to do. We might as well watch it means ‘Why not watch it? There’s nothing better to do.’

· You’ll have to wait an hour for the next bus, so you might as well walk.

· We may as well go to the party. We’ve nothing else to do.

· ‘Shall we have dinner now?’ ‘We might as well.’
Can, could, may and would: requests, permission, offers and invitations
a) Asking people to do things (requests)

We often use can or could when we ask someone to do something:

Can you wait a moment, please?

Ann, can you do me a favour?

Excuse me. Could you tell me how to get to the station?

Do you think you could lend me some money?

I wonder if you could help me.

To ask for something you can say Can I have…? / Could I have…? / May I have…?

· (in a shop) Can I have these postcards, please?

· (at table) Could I have the salt, please?

b) Asking for and giving permission

We often use can, could or may to ask permission to do something:

· (on the telephone) Hello, can I speak to Tom, please?

· ‘Could I use your telephone?’ ‘Yes, of course.’

· ‘Do you think I could borrow your bicycle?’ ‘Yes, help yourself.’
· ‘May I come in?’ ‘Yes, please do.’

To give permission, we use can or may (but not could):

· You can (or may) smoke if you like.

Use can / can’t to talk about what is already allowed or not allowed:

· You can drive for a year in Britain with an international licence.

· If you’re under 17, you can’t drive a car in Britain.

c) We sometimes use can when we offer to do things:

· ‘Can I get you a cup of coffee?’ ‘That’s very nice of you.’

· (in a shop) ‘Can I help you, madam?’ ‘No thank you. I’m being served.’

d) For offering and inviting we use Would you like…? (not ‘do you like’):

· Would you like a cup of coffee? (not ‘do you like’)
· Would you like to come to the cinema with us tomorrow evening? (not ‘do you like to come’)

I’d like (=I would like) is polite way of saying what you want, or what you want to do:

· I’d like some information about hotels, please.

· I’d like to try on this jacket, please.

New Year

Tradition has it that the first person over the threshold on New Year’s Day will dictate the luck brought to the household in the coming year. This is known as First Footing. At midnight on 31 December, particularly in Scotland and northern England, ‘first footers’ (traditionally a tall, dark, good-looking man) step over the threshold bringing the New Year’s Luck. The first footer usually brings a piece of coal, a loaf and a bottle of whisky. On entering he must place the fuel on the fire, put the loaf on the table and pour a glass for the head of the house, all normally without speaking or being spoken to until he wishes everyone ‘A Happy New Year’. He must, of course, enter by the front door and leave by the back.

In Wales the back door is opened to release the Old Year at the first stroke of midnight. It is then locked up to ‘keep the luck in’ and at the last stroke the New Year is let in at the front door.

In Scotland the New Year remains the greatest of all annual festivals. Called ‘Hogmanay’ (a word whose meaning has never been satisfactorily established), it’s marked by an evening of drinking and merrymaking, culminating at the stroke of midnight when huge gatherings of people at Edinburgh’s Tron Kirk and Glasgow’s George Square greet the New Year by linking arms and singing ‘Auld Lang Syne’.
My house

Living by the sword
When Cristina Sanchez told her parents the she wanted to become a bullfighter instead of a hairdresser, they weren’t too pleased. But when she was eighteen her parents realised that she was serious and sent her to a bullfighting school in Madrid, where she trained with professionals.

Since last July, Sanchez has been the most successful novice in Spain and is very popular with the crowds After brilliant performances. In Latin America and Spain earlier this year, Sanchez has decided that she is ready to take the test to become a matador de toros. Out of the ring, Sanchez does not look like a matador. She is casually elegant, very feminine and wears her long blond hair loose. She seems to move much more like a dancer than an athlete, but in the ring she is all power.

When she was fourteen, Sanchez’s father warned her that the world of bullfighting was hard enough for a man and even harder for a woman. It seems he is right. “It really is a tough world for a woman,” says Sanchez. “You start with the door shut in your face. A man has to prove himself only once, whereas I have had to do it ten times just to get my foot in the door.”

In perhaps the world’s most masculine profession, it would seem strange if Sanchez had not met problems. But even though Spanish women won the legal right to fight bulls on equal terms with men in 1974, there are still matadors like Jesulin de Ubrique who refuse to fight in the same ring as her.

Sanchez lives with her family in Parla, south of Madrid. Her family is everything to her and is the main support in her life. “My sisters don’t like bullfighting, they don’t even watch it on TV, and my mother would be happiest person in the world if gave it up. But we get on well. Mum’s like my best friend.”

When Sanchez is not fighting she has a tough fitness routine – running, working out in the gym and practising with her father in the afternoon. By nine she is home for supper and by eleven she is in bed. She doesn’t drink, smoke or socialize. “You have to give up a lot,” says Sanchez. “It’s difficult to meet people, but it doesn’t worry me – love does not arrive because you look for it.”

Sanchez spends most of the year traveling: in summer to Spanish and French bullfights and in winter to Latin America. Her mother dislikes watching Sanchez fight, but goes to the ring when she can. If not, she waits at home next to the telephone. Her husband has had to ring three times to say that their daughter had been injured, twice lightly in the leg and once seriously in the stomach. After she has been wounded, the only thing Sanchez thinks about is how quickly she can get back to the ring. “It damages your confidence,” she says “but it also makes you mature. It’s just unprofessional to be injured. You cannot let it happen.” Sanchez is managed by Simon Casas, who says, “At the moment there is no limit to where she can go. She has a champion’s mentality, as well as courage and technique.”
