The script for the performance

“Behind the 7 seals.”

1. The game begins.

(Music “Back to school”, a little fragment)

Master: Good day my friends. I’m glad to see all of you. You know education is very important today. For all of us good education means good future. That’s why today we are going to speak about education, but not in this country. About Russian system of education we know lots, but what about the educational system in the UK?! So, let’s start!

(Little music fragment again, for master to have a little rest)

2.  Master: OK! My best classmates and friends take part in our game “Behind the 7 seals.” Today they are: Artyom Bikov, Mary Mamaeva and Diana Ibragim. The juries of our game today are: Olga Doschechkina, Kate Vdovchenko, and Ezhova Natasha. (They are going to write down the results of the game into the list “The results of the game” on page 6 in the application)  And my assistant: Kate Muromzeva.

3. Now I want you to learn the rules of our game. There will be 7 questions and you should answer them. If your answer is correct you’ll have a seal, if not, unfortunately you’ll have only our love and support.  Please, try to be attentive. The questions are neither difficult nor easy. And just have  good luck!

(Little music fragment)

4. Master: The 1st question: If a pupil enters the 6th form, for 2 years he is sitting for this exam to get a stipend for the university.

The chief features of it are:

1. The list of subjects offered for choice at the exam is fairly extensive.

2. The pupil can choose the subjects he wishes.

3. Most candidates are at least 16 years old.

Please, give the full name of this exam. You have 1 minute to think it over.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…

Master: The correct answer is GSE or General Certificate of Education. (All the correct answer are written on the color paper, the examples of such “correct answers” are on the 7 page of the application)

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give those seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list (There is a little equivalent of the blackboard list on the 9th list of the application) opposite the names of the winners) the example of the seal is on the 8th list of the application)

5. Master: The second question sounds like this:

Both the BBS and the Independent Television Authority (The ITA) started this school program on an experimental scale.

The program is carefully balanced to cover a verity of subjects in ways to appropriate to different age-groups and it includes special series for Welsh and Scottish school. It doesn’t attempt to cover the whole of the school curriculum, or to replace the teacher, but to add something to what teacher can give.

How is this program called?

And now think about it very carefully. You have some time.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…

Master: The keyword of this question is A-VA or Audio- Visual aid.

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give them seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list opposite the names of the winners))

6. Master: The next task: You have a chart of the names of  schools in the UK and you have a short text. (All of them are presented on the 10th and 11th list of the application). Read it and answer the question: What do the capital letters mean?

You have some more time then before.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…
Master: You should have written that these letters are the 1st letters of the names of the schools in the UK or something like that.

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give them seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list opposite the names of the winners))

Master: And now let’s sum up. (Master says about the leaders and unfortunately about the outsiders according to the blackboard chart.)

7. Master:  Before I tell you  the next question I’d like to speak to our respectable public. You know these people are working and those are working as well. (Master points to the players and experts). And now I want you to work a little bit. Your task is to create a poem, very short of course, for the winner. I think you guess that there won’t be any names. It must be a poem about the winner in general. And at the end of our game you are going to read it completing the name of the winner. OK?!

Dear players. You’ve just had a little rest. And let’s start again.

The 4th question.

It is a voluntary children’s organization. Children from 6-17 can join it.  They wear green shirts and badges, but it’s their uniform for every day. Its members are encouraged to cultivate a world outlook, to foster international good will and understanding. Please give the name of this very organization.

You have only 1 minute to think it over.  Don’t hurry; the question isn’t difficult at all.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…

Master: The correct answer is “Woodcraft”

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give them seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list opposite the names of the winners))

8. Master: The 5th task. You know that in Grammar School all the pupils are divided into group as in our Lyceum. I mean humanitarian class and technical. And now, look at the pictures on the blackboard (the pictures are on the 12th, 13th and 14th lists of the application) and write what these pictures are associated with?

I think it’s rather easy, but think globally, act locally. Remember, only 1 minute is yours.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…

Master: You should have said that in Grammar school pupils are divided into 3 classes

“A” – specializing in arts,

“B” – specializing in science,

“C” – specializing in commerce.

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give them seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list opposite the names of the winners))

9. Master: The 6th question.

An average schoolgirl wears a white blouse with a tie, dark-colored skirt and schoolboy wears a skirt and a tie, dark trousers. Pupils of the both sexes wear pullovers, dark shoes. What else do the both sexes wear? (there are  all the clothes from the girl’s and boy’s uniform)

1 minute to think it over.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up. Our expert Olga is going to read your written answers. Please, Olga.

Olga…

Master: The keyword is blazer.

(Master shows the correct answer in the written form names the winner and gives them seals. (“Give them seals” means to hang the seals on the blackboard list opposite the names of the winners))

Master: Now I want to ask our public. Do you have your favorite player among them? If yes, give him or her half of the star (the example of the star is on the 8th list of the application). (The public give them). OK! Have anybody the similar halves, I mean the similar colors?

I want our experts to make the sum up including the stars. Remember, that 1 seal is 1 mark and the whole 1 star is 0, 5 mark.

10. Master: You won’t believe me, but it’s the last question. And of course it has a big influence on your marks.

You have the ‘Bell Times” at Lawnswood School in Leeds. (This “Bell times” is on the 15th list of the application). It looks like average bell time in every English school. Match the activities with the time you think is right.

Don’t hurry, because you have 3 minutes to do it.

(Music fragment “Don’t worry, be happy)

Your time is up.  The experts look it through and give the marks.

Master: The right answer is: (Master reads it from his own list). (The correct answer is on the 16th list of the application)

11. Master: OK! And now I would like to listen to our experts and what they think about our game today?

Experts…

12. I congratulate the winner! (Some complements to him or her)

And let’s listen to our public.

(The public’ poem)

(Master gives the diploma (it is on the 17th and 18th   lists of the application, the “Congratulation” for the 1 and the 2 level and the “Star” for the 3 one), the presents for the winner and other players)

And now let’s give the floor to Vera Alexandrovna: What does Vera Alexandrovna think about our game?”

The 4th question is about the children organization “Woodcraft”

The task of the 5th question is to look at 3 pictures (I should show them) and to write about the division in Grammar school.

The 6th question is about the boys’ and girls’ uniform.

And the task of the 7 question is to match the time with the activities. To tell the truth it is my favorite question, because it’s rather hard, but it’s interesting to check up your logical thinking.

It’s interesting to notice that the audience has to do some things as well as the players. At 1st they have to create a poem praising the winner. And than to present his or her half of the star to the favorite player.

To put my game into practice I decided to hold it. It was on the 4th of May. Fortunately practically everything I had planed was achieved with great success. I’m very happy about it.
