INTRODUCTION.

English is the most widespread language on the Earth. People all over the world speak English. People speaking English as a first language are 325 000 000. People who use English as an extra language are 300 000.
Many linguists point at prestigious of English words in some situations in comparison with Russian ones. Tendency to “Americanization” of Russian life finds its reflection in “Americanization” of Russian language. It is expressed in penetration in Russian language numerous English words.
Today in Russian speech we hear many English words. Some of these words came into our speech and we don’t notice that they are English, we use English words free.

Taking root of English words in Russian language in last ten years based on a factor of globalization of American economy, culture and language. These facts witnessed about objective growth of activity and popularity of English language in the world scale. English words take up a strong place in economic, political, military, youth lexicon.

We can hear English words practically everyday  in the magazine and newspapers, on TV, in chats, in messages and in everyday speech of the young people. That’s why the theme of English words in Russian language is actually for us. 

The aim of our scientific work is  to find out, why young people use English words in their speech. We think we shall manage to do it after learning different kinds of questions. 

We are going:

· to make a bank of English words used in Russian language;

· to clear up how many English words in speech of the youth.

We will make a survey “We TV programme do you read regularly watch?” and “What youth magazine and newspapers do you read?” We will examine magazine articles, TV programmes, everyday speech, messages and chats of the youth.

During our work we are going to use the information from different kinds of literature, for example: the magazine “Russian language at school”5/2003 an article “English words in Russian and some European languages.” by A.V.Zelenin, “Etymological dictionary of Russian language for schoolchildren” by M.E.Rut, “Family English” by A.A.Pyltsin, “Oxford Wordpower Dictionary” by M.Steel, “Dictionary of Foreign Words” by T.N.Guryeva.

English words in the youth magazines and newspapers.

The youth magazines and newspapers are one of the main sources of speech of the young people. We make a survey called “What youth magazines do you regularly read?” among pupils of our high school to clear up most popular magazine among young people. Quantity of  pupils, which we surved-100, age-14-17. We cleared up that the most popular magazines are “Yes!”(13 pupils) and “Oops! (10 pupils)(Look at the diagram.)

Article contains 1469 words and 71 of from them are English words, it is 4,8 percent.

Then we listen to these programmes. In “SMS-чарт“programme during 207 second  9  English words were used. Every 23 seconds we can hear an   English word. In “Хочу и баста” programme during 150 seconds 3 English words were used. Every 35 seconds we can hear an English word. In “Фабрика звезд” programme during 431 seconds 3 English words were used. Every 144 seconds we can hear an English word.

    Internet chats and messages from mobile phones are also sources of the youth speech. To clear up what words are occurred there we explored chats and messages. We studied 3 Internet chats: “Татарский чат”, “Казанский молодежный чат”,”Многокомнатный чат”. There were 326 words and 16 of these words are English words (4%).

Reasons of using English words by young people.
   Now young people use English words more and more. Let’s try to find out why it is so? We think that here are some reasons. 
1) “The reasons of occurrence of English words in other languages lay in not the language plane. It is connected first of all with the post-war device of the world. Together with rapid development of sphere of business, mass media, sciences, show businesses and travel, aviatransportations, advertising of the American way of life (through a cinema and music) recently - with distribution of a computer, the Internet and satellite TV - active penetration of  English words into other languages worldwide has begun.” 1    

 2) The youth considered that some English words are more comfortable for pronunciation than their Russian meanings. We agree with them, it is true, because easier to say, for example, SMS than сообщение, “Интернет” than “глобальная сеть”, “ok” than “хорошо”, “DJ” than “человек, который организовывает дискотеки”. People aspire to reduce language means.
  3) These words mean that they (young people) are among special layer of society. This layer – the youth of  the XXI century. 

  Really, now it’s very fashionable and cool to say words, such us “the best”, “super”, “forever”, “boyfriend”, etc. Young people, which don’t use these words considered as a backward of life and aren’t valued in these layer. The English word more prestigious, than Russian becomes frequent in a speech situation, expression its novelty is attractive, and it can emphasize a high level of being informed. The use of English words in speech of the authoritative person (or in advertising) can become a push to its assimilation in Russian speech. The anxiety is caused by that the got accustomed English words  can or muffle sprout a national language or noticably weaken traditional language forms and means of expression so - to lead to linguistic asymmetry and to break cultural - language continuity in development of the given society.  In our opinion, in future English words will become more popular among the youth. English will develop and Russian youth will use English words. And our task doesn’t forget about native language.

We have made a bank of English words and have collided with that often words borrowed from Latin, French, Greek languages (for example, позиция, фотография, факт, студент etc.) consider as English. It is false.

We have fond out some reasons of why young people use English words in their speech:

1. Historical reason. The reasons of occurrence of English words in other languages lay in not the language plane. It is connected first of all with the post-war device of the world.

2. The youth considered that some English words are more comfortable for pronunciation than their Russian meanings.

3. Social reason. These words mean that they are among special layer of society. These layer - the youth of  the XXI century.

In our opinion, in future English words will become more popular among the youth. English will develop and Russian young people will use English words. And our task doesn’t forget about native language.
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
