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    Scotland has not always been a part of the United Kingdom. The Scottish people had their own royal family and fought the English for centuries. In 1603, King James 6 of Scotland became King James 1 of England and Scotland. He moved to London and this ended Scottish independence. In 1707, Scotland formally became part of the UK when the government of Scotland moved to Westminster, in London. Scotland manages to keep its own legal and education systems. Scotland still has different marriage laws to England. Young couples in England must have their parents' consent to get married if they are under 18, but in Scotland they can get married at the age of 16 without their parents' consent. Today, about 21 per cent of Scottish people want Scotland to be completely independent. This means that they want Scotland to have its own parliament and to have its own representatives in the European Parliament.
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         Although Scotland takes up one third of the territory of the British Isles, its population is not very big. It is the most northern part of the island of Great Britain and is not far away from the Arctic Circle. That’s why it is not densely populated: its population is a little over 5 million people. The Cheviot Hills mark the boundary between England and Scotland. Apart from this land link with England, Scotland is surrounded by sea. Scotland includes the Hebrides off the west coast, and the Orkney and Shetland Islands off the north coast. It is bounded by the North Sea on the east.  Scotland is divided intro three regions: the Highlands, which is the most northern and the most underpopulated area with a harsh climate, the Lowlands, which is the most industrial region, with about three quarters of the population, and the Southern Uplands, with hills, which border on England.

         Since 1975, the mainland of Scotland has been divided into nine regions. But another division of Scotland is well-known: the Border country (which is close to England), the Lowlands (the relatively flat region of central Scotland, in the valleys of the rivers Clyde and Forth) and the Highlands (which include the highest mountains in the British Isles, the wildest lochs, and most of the islands). It is often assumed that as you travel north you proceed from the Lowlands to the Highlands. In fact it is also an east-west divide. The lowland character is maintained, with some interruptions, to the far northeast, and if you travel due west from any point on Scotland's east coast you will eventually arrive in the Highlands. The Highlands consider themselves superior to the Lowlanders. Most Lowlanders are descendants of Danish and Anglo-Saxon settlers and are therefore not true Scots, argue the Highlanders. In the Highlands the kilt is still everyday wear for a minority. In the Lowlands you will see it worn only by members of pipe bands or Highland regiments.
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         The Lowlands are densely populated and heavily industrialized. The Highlands, on the contrary, are sparsely populated and devoted to crofting. Besides much of the Highlands is now owned by big landowners, many of whom are lowland Scots and English. Some of these landowners have turned their land into great sheep or cattle farms, but many of them use their wild and beautiful estates almost purely for pleasure-for shooting game or fishing for salmon
         The Highlands of Scotland are among the oldest mountains in the world. They reach their highest point in Ben Nevis (1343 m). Many valleys between the hills are filled with lakes, called lochs. The best-known is Loch Ness where some people think a large monster lives. The most important city here is Aberdeen which is the oil centre of Scotland. Ships and helicopters travel from Aberdeen to the North Sea oil rigs. Work on an oil rig is difficult and dangerous. Most of the population of Scotland is concentrated in the Lowlands. Here, on the Clyde, is Glasgow, Scotland's biggest city.
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   The second major city of Lowlands is Glasgow. It is Scotland’s largest city and is the third largest in population in the British Isles, after London and Birmingham. Together with its satellite towns it forms the huge industrial heart of the Lowlands. Engineering, textile and clothing production, food products, furniture and office equipment manufacturing are the industrial picture of today’s Glasgow. But nowadays practically as many workers are in the service industries as manufacturing. Glasgow is a shopper’s paradise, second only to London for sheer volume and variety. It’s just so stylish too with its funky bars, boutique hotels and vibrant nightlife. And there’s so much to do. An all-year events calendar boasts a rich programme of entertainment from theatre production to music, dance and sporting events. There are six theatres, a host of cinemas, dance halls, discotheques and casinos.
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Glasgow also boasts Scotland’s only opera house - the Theatre Royal. This is the home of Scottish Opera and host performances by Scottish Ballet. The sings of its Victorian heritage is everywhere in Glasgow. Marvellously preserved buildings throughout the city are testament to an age when Glasgow was the "engine room" of an empire. And that passion for flamboyant style is still a feature of 21st century Glasgow- now one of the most exciting places in Europe. Glasgow has the only complete medieval cathedral on the Scottish mainland. It dates from the 12th century and the 13th century and the spire and the nave were added 200 years later. Glasgow is University City. Glasgow University was established in 1451. The university today is the nucleus of a large number of institutes scattered throughout the city. It contains the Hunterian Museum, Scotland’s oldest museum, which houses a superb collection of coins, manuscripts, early printed books, paintings and archeological specimens. Glasgow’s art galleries and museums attract hundreds of thousands of visitors each year. The most popular in the city is Kelvin grove which contains the country’s finest civic collection of British pictures, as well as Rembrandt`s"Man in Armour" and Giorgione`s "Adultress Brought Before Christ", together with a particularly strong group of 19th- century French impressionists. Pollok House houses one of the finest collections of Spanish paintings in the country including works by EI Greco, Goya and Murillo.The world famous Burrel collection is in Glasgow. It came to Glasgow in 1944 from Sir William Burrel, a millionaire ship-owner whose passion for fine arts amassed paintings as well as rare stained glass, tapestries, sculpture, glass, bronzes and much more. A popular place for young and old is the city's Museum of Transport which has a fascinating collection of tram cars, model ships, pedal cycles, steam locomotives and horse drawn vehicles. But it's not just a bustling city experience that draws visitors to Glasgow. There are over 70 parks in it and the surrounding countryside is itself a major attraction. From Glasgow you are in easy reach of the Clyde coast where you can take a trip aboard the Waverly, the world's last seagoing paddle steamer. You can also visit the World Heritage Site of New Lanark-an immaculately preserved mill town. But wherever you go in and around Glasgow, be prepared to meet new friends-it's just that kind of place. Where the Lowlands meet the Highlands, you'll discover a land of contrasts. Stretching from the shores of the Forth to the tip of Tiree, this is an area of staggering natural beauty with a colourful past. Travelling north from Scotland's central belt, you quickly notice that things are changing. It's more rural and ahead the land begins to rise. Stirling is a handy gateway to the mountainous north and it's less than an hour from Edinburgh and Glasgow. Granted city status in 2002, Stirling has strong royal connections. Its castle was once the seat of the Stewart Kings and it's where Mary Queen of Scots was crowned aged only 9 months. The grandest of all Scottish castles offers an array of riches: the vast Great Hall now restored as it would have been in the 1500s, the splendid Renaissance Royal Palace, the Stunning Chapel Royal, and a lively medieval kitchen display. Nearby Argyll's Lodging is the finest and most complete surviving example in Scotland of a 17th century town house. "Braveheart" William Wallace is commemorated in the 220ft high tower of the National Wallace Monument. On display is the warrior hero's battlesword with which he "made great room about him" in the Battle of Stirling Bridge, where the Scots army defeated the English in 1297. The climb to the top of the tower, interspersed with interactive attractions, is rewarded by one of most stunning panoramic views in Scotland. For many people around the world the Highlands are Scotland. They’re the pictures in postcards, the legendary warriors, the haunting music and song. They're the majestic scenery, awesome, wild places, towering mountains, ancient pine forests and sparkling lochs. With a distinctly different language and culture, the Gaelic-speaking Highlanders had little in common with their southern countrymen. Life moves at a different pace in these quiet lands that are so at one with nature. Outstanding natural beauty is everywhere-discover Glen Coe, the Cairngorms National Park, Ben Nevis, the Flow Country, Ardnamurchan and Glen Affric. Not surprisingly in these great wildernesses, wildlife flourishes. You can see dolphins, whales, eagles, deer, otters and a whole lot more. And while you're admiring the wildlife, you can walk the hills, scale a cliff or cycle along a forest track. Orkney and Shetland Islands are a truly unique holiday destination. Orkney is famous for its cheese and whisky, Shetland for its lamb and lobster. Wherever you stay, be it a guest-house, self-catering cottage or a country castle hostel, you'll receive a genuinely friendly welcome. These northern isles are renowned for a warm welcome and a peaceful way of life. Less than one third of the 70 Orkney islands are populated, while of the hundred islands that make up Shetland, only 15 are continuously inhabited. On both sets of islands humans are greatly outnumbered by seabirds, seals and sheep. And this of course makes Orkney and Shetland home of internationally-famous Bird Observatory, a real Paradise for bird-watchers. Take a cliff-top walk to the wild and wonderful Yesnaby Stacks on the west Orkney Mainland, or stroll from Shetland's South Mainland to serene St Ninian's Isle, joined to the west coast by a glistening are of clean, white sand. 
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         North of Edinburgh and Glasgow are the Highlands of Scotland: mountains with few trees, many sheep, wild deer and golden eagles. The Highlanders, the original people of the area, were removed by force by the English after their defeat at the Battle of Culloden in 1746. Many emigrated to America and Canada. Even today, few people live in the Highlands. Most of them are farmers, although there is also a lot of forestry and fishing. Large areas of the Highlands are kept by rich people for salmon-fishing and deer-hunting. Most Scotch whiskies are also made in the Highlands. The Inner and Outer Hebrides are remote islands with small fishing and farming communities. Some of the people still speak Gaelic, the ancient Celtic language of Scotland.
         Most of Scotland's 5 million population lives in Edinburgh, Glasgow or Aberdeen, as this are where most of the jobs are. Scotland's traditional industries such as coal, steel and shipbuilding have declined, but the government has invested a lot of money in Scotland to develop it as an important European centre for computer production. Many of the large American and Japanese electronics companies have set up factories in southern Scotland and there are now many smaller Scottish companies which specialise in computer equipment. People have even started to call the area "Silicon Glen" (Glen is the Scottish word for valley). However, most of the high-technology parts such as chips and disk drives are still imported.
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         Shipbuilding is one of its most important industries; other industries are iron and steel, heavy and light engineering and coal-mining. It is the centre of the working-class movement and has glorious revolutionary traditions. Glasgow was a grim city because of the greyness of the houses many of which were not suitable for living and needed repairs or rebuilding. But now this city is rapidly changing, turning intro an important cultural centre. Glasgow is sometimes called "the friendly city". Scotland had been an independent state and was joined intro the UK in 1707, after a long struggle for its independence. One of the things that people associate with Scotland is the kilt. The kilt is a relic of the time when the clan system existed in the Highlands. Everybody in the clan had the same family name, like MacDonald or MacGregor (Mac means "son of"). The clan had its own territory and was ruled by a chieftain. Each clan had its own tartan. Edinburgh has been the capital since the 15th century, when its fortified castle was the centre of Scotland's resistance to its enemies. Edinburgh is the cultural centre of Scotland. It is associated with the names of George Gordon Byron and Walter Scott, Robert Louis Stevenson, Robert Burns and Arthur Conan Doyle, creator of Sherlock Holmes. It is also associated with the world-famous Edinburgh Festival of Music and Drama. The Festival was first held in 1947 and has been held annually ever since. Its emblem is a thistle. The Edinburgh International Festival of 1987 was devoted to this country. Our musicians, dancers and singers were a great success.
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         The British government is trying to bring back life into the Highlands. One or two of the island communities now have modern fishing fleets. New industries and towns are growing up in that part of the country. New hotels and roads are also being built, for the Highlands belong to the loneliest and least spoiled parts of Europe. Tourists from all over the world come to enjoy their beauty, to visit ancient, historic castles, to see Scotsmen in kilts playing bagpipes, to eat Scottish salmon and to drink Scotch whisky. They also come to enjoy sporting facilities such as skiing in winter which is not possible in England.
