Игра – драматизация по готовому тексту на уроке домашнего чтения.
Изучение иностранного языка не может ограничиться простыми школьными уроками. Всем известно, что мы, дети, любим сказки. А еще больше мы любим участвовать в них. Презентация сказки – радостное, запоминающееся событие, новые, яркие впечатления, сильные эмоции, шанс проявить свои актерские способности, а еще - это возможность себя показать. Кому? Учащимся младших классов, чтобы они увидели свои перспективы в изучении языка. Дошкольникам в близлежащих от школы садиках, чтобы знали, с какой целью они будут изучать языки , когда придут учиться к нам в школу. А еще на школьном празднике английского языка. И, конечно, нашим родителям, которым всегда интересно знать, что происходит на уроках – вот  и возможность показать наши достижения и успехи.
Сценарий сказки «Дружная семья» родился на уроке домашнего чтения. Это происходит часто, когда нам хочется  разыграть сказку по ролям и перенести полученную их текста информацию на сцену. Наша сказка доступна всем: и сильным учащимся, и более слабым. Чтобы сделать спектакль более «живым» и интересным, мы включили в него стихи, изученные ранее, а песни делают его более привлекательным для аудитории. Кстати, песни можно отрепетировать на уроках музыки, костюмы сшить на уроках домоводства, а маски и декорации подготовить на уроках изобразительного искусства.
А еще в нашем сценарии  важно то, что участниками инсценировки может стать любое количество учеников (как правило, проявить свои творческие способности желает каждый) – просто «поселите» в дружную мышиную семью столько родственников, сколько будет желающих показать свое актерское мастерство. Если каждому желающему достается роль, он сможет окунуться в волшебный мир сказки, раскрыть свой творческий потенциал и индивидуальные способности, проявить фантазию и оригинальность, преодолеть языковой барьер. А еще работая над инсценировкой вы окунетесь в непринужденную и доброжелательную обстановку, где есть ситуация успеха для каждого, испытаете чувство равенства, увлеченности, научитесь  решать нестандартные задачи  и использовать полученные на уроках знания на практике. Каждый участник будет вовлечен в активную творческую коллективную деятельность, конечным результатом которой будет выступление на сцене.
