3. The Legend of Lyceum.
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 Since our childhood we’ve heard about unique school in our town, which has a very magnific force and beautiful name – Lyceum.

  It is situated in a quite place near Children’s park. The building is common, it 4 stored and rather massive, but there is an inexpressible atmosphere of comfort, community and happiness inside. Ample passages, large windows, where the sun streams bright rays all day long – all of this makes this building luminous and shining, you can feel calm and freedom. The building has all of conditions to learn: there are twenty classrooms, which are equipped well, a gymnasium, different sports clubs and a library. It also has its own newspaper “Litseyskie vedomosti”, a film studio “LIC”. We chose our coat-arm by ourselves, even there was a real competition between children and they created coat-arm. The hymn of Lyceum is a poem of our favourite poet A. Pushkin was set to music by our music teacher. And we have our individual symbol – a T-shirt with a coat-arm of lyceum. If pupils go to some events all of Lyceists put on their T-shirts and everyone knows that it’s Lyceum’s team. Everyone, teachers and students, revere our symbols.

  Lyceum’s birthday links our special school with Lyceum of Tsarskoe Selo, where Pushkin studied, because they have the same date the 19th of October. It’s a 2nd birthday of all pupils and teachers. Everybody loves this feast, because only on this day young pupils off become Lyceists. We became Lyceists on 19th of October in 2006.
  Actually, last year was the most important and difficult for us, because we began to study in Lyceum. We wanted to study there because we can get more knowledge.

  There are 3 classes in Lyceum: 1 humanitarian and 2 technicals. You can choose subjects which you prefer (if you know where you do want to study in future). Students from Lyceum take part in different competitions and win there. So, it’s very exciting to study in Lyceum.

  But life in Lyceum wasn’t so interesting without Parliament. It’s a special organization, which solves problems of all students and makes cultural life in Lyceum. And the most marvelous thing is that only pupils work in Parliament. This fact helps them to be self-confident pupils. And owing to Parliament we develop our spirituality. Parliament also carries out different functions. And who’s the head of Parliament? It’s the President of Parliament – the most responsible pupil in Lyceum. Every year all students choose him. 

  Our Parlament consists of 4 houses: Cultural House, Education House, Discipline House and Technical-Decorative House. Every House carries out definite functions. So, Parlament plays very important role in Lyceum’s life.

  Lyceum also has many clubs. For example, a shooting club and volleyball club. More than that, you can visit facultative lessons where teachers explain some themes again and you understand them better. 

  We think that these facts help to avoid a boredom in Lyceum.

  So, when we started to study in Lyceum we knew a lot of differences between Lyceum and our previous schools.
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Lyceum’s history.
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 That’s why we got interested in Lyceum’s history. We learned about Lyceum’s museum, which elucidates Lyceum’s history and we learned about people, who founded lyceum. First of all we knew about Evgenii Il’ich Sokolov.
  1990-s, when Soviet State’s moral principles collapsed, he wasn’t afraid of difficulties of new work, he organized the work of creation of a new educational establishment is our town. It was difficult period in our country. He gave Lyceum life as a unique educational establishment. The main purpose of it was restoration and formation of intellectual and moral potential of Russia. He concerned of a creating Lyceum as a state man, he saw that such educational establishment as our future. He was a romanticist and he wanted only teachers-romanticists from Pedagogics to work in Lyceum. He gathered teachers-enthusiasts, scientists to work in Lyceum.

  He celebrated 10 years of Lyceum and all teachers think that Evgenii Il’ich Sokolov is Father and Founder of Lyceum.

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 All this information we found in Lyceum’s museum, which is organized by Elena Michailovna Bochkova. This museum is called “The museum of Lyceum’s history”.
