Since 1066 there have been forty monarchs in England. The British monarchy is 400 years older than Parliament. Since 1066 there have been twenty-five kings, five queens and seven dynasties. The rule of the monarchy has only broken once. That was after the English Civil war. Then (between 1649-1660) the country was governed by Oliver Cromwell and his parliament. Only fourteen monarchs have stayed on the throne for more than twenty-five years. One of them is Queen Elizabeth II.

Kings and queens who changed British Royal history.
William I (William the Conqueror) (1066-87). He was the first Frenchman to become King of England. He was also the first to know exactly how many people, towns, villages and farms England had. 
Henry VIII (1509-47). Henry VIII started Church of England. 
Elizabeth I (1558-1603). The Elizabethan age was also an important time for the arts. This was the time when England began to develop an Empire. Elizabeth loved music, painting and books. The most famous writer of her reign was William Shakespeare. 
Charles I (1625-49). For eleven years after Charles’ death, England was not under the rule of the monarchy, but Oliver Cromwell and his parliament. But in 1660 the monarchy was “Restored” and Charles’s I son became king Charles II. 
Victoria (1837-1901). At that time, Britain was the richest and the most powerful country in Europe. It traded all over the world and had huge Empire. But although Victoria was Queen, she didn’t control Britain and Empire. By the nineteenth century, Parliament had all he real political power .Queen Victoria was “Head of state”, but the Prime Minister was “Head of Government”. 
King Edward VIII changed British Royal history in a very unusual way after just eleven months on the throne, he decided to stop being King. It all happened because he wanted to marry an American woman called Mrs. Wallis Simpson who was divorced. That is why she could never become the Queen of England. After political crises, Edward abdicated and his brother became King instead. The new King was George VI— Queen Elizabeth’s II father. 
Queen Elizabeth II
The second chapter of my paper is devoted to Queen Elizabeth II and members of the Royal Family. 
She was born on 21 April 1926 at 17 Bruton Street, London. She was the third in line to the throne after her uncle (later Edward VII) and her father (later George VI). The Queen didn’t go to school, she and her sister Princess Margaret had lessons at home from private tutors. She became queen on 6 February 1952. 
Buckingham Palace is her official London home, but she has several other palaces, castles and private homes. They are Windsor Castle, Sandringham, Kensington Palace, Balmoral Castle. 
The Queen is a Constitutional Monarch she isn’t the head of Britain government, but she is the head of state she isn’t a political leader, but she has the right to be consulted, the right to encourage and the right to warn. That’s why she spends 1-1/2 hour’s with Prime Minister every Tuesday evening. As heard of the Commonwealth Queen Elizabeth makes official visits abroad every year in fact, she has traveled more than any other monarch in history. 
Twice a year — in January and June — the Queen presents medals or “honors at Buckingham Palace”. She gives them to people who have done something special. 
Some of them are famous — for example top actors, musicians, politicians, scientists or sport stars. But most of the people famous. They’re ordinary men and women who have done something very brave, done important work in their cocal community. 
Many organizations have royal patrons. Some of these are in the arts. Others are in education (Princess Anne is head or Chancellor of London University). She is President of the “save the Children Fund”. 
Most Army regiments have a royal Colonel-in-Chief. The Queen Mother, for example, is Colonel-in-Chief of eight different Regiments in the United Kingdom. Some of the most important royal visits happen after major disasters at times like these, the Queen and her family are a focus for national sympathy. Sadly Britain has had a lot of major disasters in the last few years. These include: 
- A fire at king’s Cross underground station in London; 
- A train crash at Charing Cross (also in London); 
- A disaster at Hillsborough football stadium in Sheffield. 
Each member of the Royal Family supports several charities. Princess Diana supports organization which helps disabled people. 
She is however best known for her charitable work — notably publicizing work on behalf of people with HIV (aids). Her love of children is also readily apparent in her charitable work. 
The Prince’s Trust is an organization which helps young people to help themselves. It gives them money and teachers them how to start small business. 
She was President of the Hospital for sick Children and of the Royal Marsden Hospital. The Queen Mother is patron or president of over 300 charities. Princess Margaret is patron or president of several charities which help people. She also supports the arts-especially opera and ballet. 
The Monarchy and Media
In the eighteenth century there was a Court Newsman. His job was to give official information to the newspaper about King George III and his family. But now there is a Press office at Buckingham Palace, seven people work there and answer letters, talk to journalists, arrange interviews, TV programmes, etc. 
There is also a small industry in books and magazines about the Queen and her family. In the last twenty years there have been dozens of royal documentaries, series and interviews. 
Customs and Traditions
The British monarchy has collected lots of royal customs and traditions. Some are very ancient, but they’re not all old. In fact, some are surprisingly modern. Here are nine of the best known. 
The Changing of the Guard takes place in front of Buckingham Palace. It starts at 11.30 every morning in summer (every other morning in winter) and lasts about thirty minutes. What happens is simple. Simple, but very colorful, musical, too. Because there’s always brass band music. The Changing of the Guard is one of London’s most popular tourist attractions and it’s absolutely free! 
There are hundreds of swans on the river Thames. Traditionally some of them belong to the monarch. In July (when baby swans are about two months old) the Queen’s Swan Keeper goes by boat from London Bridge to Henley. He looks at all the young swans and marks the royal ones. 
King Edward III started this tradition in the fourteenth century. That’s when he selected the twenty-four bravest soldiers in England and made them knights of the “Order of the Garter”. These days, most knights of the Garter aren’t soldiers - they’re politicians, earls or church leaders. The Order’s home is at Windsor. Each year all the knights meet there on a Monday in June. Then they walk (watched by thousands of visitors and tourists) from the Castle to St. George’s Chapel where a special ceremony takes place. 
Ascot is a small town only a few miles from Windsor. It’s famous for horse-racing and there’s a special week of racing there every June. (In fact the Garter ceremony always happens on the Monday of “Ascot Week”.) Each day before the racing begins there’s a royal procession along the course in open carriages. 
Ascot Week is also famous for its style. Traditionally…
- men wear formal suits ;
- women wear bright, fashionable dresses and big hats. 
The Queen has two birthdays. One (the real one) is on April 21st, but she also has an official birthday in June. To celebrate this there’s always a special ceremony at Horse Guards Parade near Buckingham Palace. A regiment of 2,000 soldiers and 200 horses take part in the two-hour ceremony. They all march or “troop” past the Queen (and also past their regimental flag or “colour”). In the past, “trooping the colour” happened before battles to show soldiers which flag to follow. 
The Queen sends a telegram to anyone in Britain or the Commonwealth on their 100th birthday. How does she know when it is someone’s 100th birthday? Usually because their relatives or friends write to Buckingham Palace in advance. (They have to send a copy of the birth certificate, too.) The Queen sends about 200 “birthday telegrams” per year 
Once a year, someone from the Royal Family goes to a film premiere in London’s West End. Like the 100th birthday telegrams, this is another modem royal custom. The money from royal premieres always goes to charity. 
On December 25th the Queen makes a ten-minute radio and TV speech to the Commonwealth. In it she usually talks about the past twelve months and her hopes for the year ahead. 
A Royal Investiture is a ceremony when the Queen and occasionally another member of the Royal Family on the Queen’s behalf presents individuals with honours, decorations and medals for their services in national life to the community. About 20 investitures a year take place at which some 3000 orders, decorations and medals are presented. The Queen also holds investitures during her visits to Commonwealth countries Most are rewarded on the recommendation of the Prime Minister. 
Conclusion
I suppose that the topic I choose is very actual nowadays. I hope it will contribute to our knowledge and will also have a practical implementation in the class. 
I think that the British Royal Family is one of the most interesting families and Elizabeth II is one of the most fascinating monarchs. Before writing my paper, I tried to find out all I could about her from libraries, brochures, stamps. 
I understood that the Royal Family are also people with their problems. Oh, I’m a big fan of the Royal Family. I think they’re wonderful. I mean they work hard, don’t they? After all, governments come and go — people need something stable, something they can believe in all the time. 
The Queen is wonderful. To me the Queen epitomizes everything. She is very family — orientated and yet extremely involved in her work. She is strong and yet feminine and sweet, she seems to be kind and vulnerable and also speaks her mind when necessary. I think she has one of the most difficult jobs in the world and she handles it brilliantly. The Queen is above fashion. It always amazes me the amount of work the queen gets through. For me, the British Royal Family are almost like characters in a fairytale. 
To my mind after Queen Elizabeth II Britain’s next monarch will become King Charles III. Even further in the further his son Prince William, will become King too. His title will be King William V.
