We are all different. And each of us chooses his own way of life. Every person has his own individuality and decides how to show it. Some people prefer to show it in sport, others – in work or in art. 
But today the most terrible aspect is the fact that young people are the most hostile. You can hear threatening words even from 12-year old boys. Why is it so? We all know that the children try to copy the behaviour of grown-ups, because it seems to them right and true.
There are many groupings that have interests different from those of mainstream culture, which are subcultures. People who belong to them express their image, interests, values in clothes, music and behavior. Nowadays there are many subcultures in our world, such as: hackers, rockers, hippies, bikers, mods, punks, ravers, goths, skinheads, mobs and others. 
And our work is devoted to some of them.
Skinhead origins begin in Britain in the mid to late 1960's. Out of a youth cult known as the "Mods," the rougher kids began cutting their hair close, both to aid their fashion and prevent their hair from hindering them in street fights. These working class kids adopted the name "Skinheads" to separate themselves from the more dainty and less violent Mods. Huge groups of these explosive youths would meet every Saturday at the football grounds to support their local teams. The die hard support for a group's team often lead to skirmishes between opposing supporters, leading to Britain's legendary "football violence." When night swept the island, the skinheads would dress in the finest clothes they could afford, and hit the dance halls.
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

Men

: Levi's, Lee or Wrangler jeans (usually blue), 

straight leg with rolled cuffs (turn-ups) to show off 

boots, often with hem cut off and sewn to give neater, 

flatter turn-up; Sta-Prest flat-fronted slacks and other 

trousers; bleachers (jeans splattered with bleach to 

resemble camouflage trousers), popular among punk-

influenced Oi! skins; combat trousers (plain or 

camouflage), popular among Oi! skins and scooter 

boys. 



Women

: Same jeans and trousers as men, or skirts 

and stockings. Some skingirls wear fishnet stockings 

and mini-skirts, a style introduced during the 

skinhead revival. 
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Nazi skinheads

are a far right subculture that 

developed in the United Kingdom around the late 

1970s.



Nazi skinheads are more often described as a gang 

culture than other subcultures because of their 

reputation for attacking non-whites, Muslims, Jews, 

gays and left-wingers on the street and at political 

demonstrations. They are sometimes involved in 

white nationalist political organizations, such as the 

People's National Party (Russia), the National 

Democratic Party of Germany, and the National 

Socialist Movement of Denmark.

The racist subculture eventually spread to North America, 

Europe and other areas of the world. After the movement spread 

to the United States, some racist skinheads in that country 

became involved with groups such as Church of the Creator, 

White Aryan Resistance and the Hammerskins (a group that 

then spread to other countries). 



Nazi skinheads have become numerous in formerly communist

Eastern European countries, perhaps as a reaction to decades of 

communist totalitarianism. The Russian newspaper Mosnews

estimated in 2005 that there were up to 50,000 Nazi skinheads in

Russia. This is almost the same figure as the estimate of up to 

70,000 for the rest of the world.

Most Numerous in the World



Skinheads are currently the most violent of all Russia’s nationalist activists. 

“40 murders and hundreds of assaults were committed in Russia for ethnic 

reasons in 2004, and skinhead groups bear the responsibility for most of 

them,”



Russian skinheads do not belong to a single organization, they rather fall 

into a number of smaller groups that can be as little as 10 people.

„There only used to be skinhead groups in bigger cities and in the south of 

Russia where ethnic friction is intense, but now the skinhead movement has 

widened and taken to more cities and towns”.  

Skinhead groups currently operate in 85 Russian cities. St. Petersburg has 

the most, 10,000-15,000 people; Kaliningrad has 1,000; Nizhny Novgorod 

has 600-2000 skinheads; Rostov on Don has more than 1,500 and Pskov, 

Yekaterinburg and Krasnodar have more than 1,000 skinheads each.

There are also smaller skinhead groups of several hundred people in 

Voronezh, Samara, Krasnoyarsk, Irkutsk, Tomsk, Vladivostok, Ryazan and 

Petrozavodsk.

Men:

Originally, between a 2 and 3 grade clip-guard (short, but not bald); 

beginning in the late 1970s, typically shaved closer, with no greater than a 

number 2 guard. Now some skinheads clip their hair with no guard, and 

some even shave it with a razor. This started with the introduction of the 

Oi! scene. Some skinheads sport sideburns of various styles, usually neatly 

trimmed. 



Women:

In the 1960s, many female skinheads had normal or mod-

influenced hairstyles. During the revival, many started wearing a Chelsea 

hairstyle, which is a shorter punk-influenced version of the feather cut. A 

feathercut is short on top (crown), with fringes at the front, back and sides. 

A chelsea cut is generally one that is shaved almost entirely at the back, 

leaving fringes in the front, and bangs.



Men:

fitted Ben Sherman, Fred Perry, Brutus and other brands of button-up 

or polo shirts; Lonsdale shirts or sweatshirts; V-neck sweaters; cardigan 

sweaters; sweater vests; T-shirts; fitted blazers. Traditional skinheads 

sometimes wear tailored suits — particularly tonic (also called shark-skin) 

suits, so named for the shiny material. 



Women:

Same as men, with addition of dress suits — comprised of a ¾

length jacket and matching short skirt.

[image: image9.emf]• The earliest form of punk, retroactively named protopunk , arose in 

the north-eastern United States in the early-to-mid -1970s. The first 

ongoing music scene that was assigned the punk label appeared in

New York City between 1974 and 1976. Around that same time, a 

punk scene developed in London. Soon after, Los Angeles became 

home to the third major punk scene. These three cities formed the 

backbone of the burgeoning movement, but there were also other 

scenes in cities such as Brisbane, Australia, and Boston.



[image: image10.emf]• Starting in 1977, the subculture diversified, and 

factions such as 2 tone and anarcho-punk came into 

their own. As the punk movement began to lose 

steam, post-punk, New Wave, and No Wave gained 

the media's attention. Sometime around the early 

1980s, punk underwent a renaissance in the form of 

the hardcore punk subculture. Hardcore proved 

fertile in much the same way as the original punk 

subculture, producing several new groups. These 

subcultures stand alongside the older subcultures 

under the punk banner.

• The underground punk movement in the United 

States in the 1980s produced scenes that either 

evolved from punk or claimed to apply its spirit and 

DIY ethics to a completely different music, securing 

punk's legacy in the alternative rockand indie

scenes.

The punk subculture is made up of a diverse assortment of subgroups that distinguish themselves from one another through different attitudes, music, and clothing styles. Some of these groups are antagonistic towards one another, and there is widespread disagreement within punk whether or not some are even part of the larger subculture.
