 I go to school every morning. It is in a beautiful place called Balakhonovskoe (earlier it was Bogoslovskoe). I like my school and I’d like to tell you about it.

   Village Bogoslovskoe was founded on the territory of Batalpashinski district of the Kuban area in 1860. It was formed by peasants who were the natives from South Russian province. On 6 January 1962 it was renamed in Balakhonovskoe.
     The second half of 19 centuries was the period of rough school construction. New historical conditions, the development of capitalist relations in the country demanded the educated people. It was necessary for the development of technique, industry, trade and transport. It was necessary to create a precise education system to liquidate of almost universal illiteracy of agricultural population, semi-illiteracy of the poorest population of cities. This system was necessary in our village too. In 1867 the first school in which only boys were trained was opened. Teachers in school were appointed by the Kuban board of directors.
      Since January, 1 1893 parish elementary school for rich children had been existing.
      In 1905 the daughter of the priest Lev constructed the Red School (from red bricks) in the memory of her nine-year-old son died of the consumption. Andrei Ivanovich Gavrilets was the first and the only teacher in it. He taught all children of the village, whose parents could pay three roubles a year. The teacher received the salary, lived at school. The officer of imperial army Muravjov Grigory Nikolayevich was sent to help the teacher in 1915.

      From September, 20 till March, 20 1920 the school did not work. The main reason was the beginning of the civil war.
       First academic year at the Soviet authority was 1920.
      In 1920 the school was placed in two buildings. One of them was for the natives, and another for nonresidents. The first ones used the privileges; the second at all had no allotment. The first building was built for public means, and the second due to the Stavropol provincial ecclesiastical diocese.
   It is necessary to tell about the tragedy which overtook Stavropol area in the twentieth.The summer of 1921was extremely droughty. Hot east wind and mercilessly scorching sun turned fields into a lifeless desert. Malishevskaya Anastasia Vasiljevna worked as one of the first teachers of the school in these heavy conditions. She came to school at the age of 16.
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 She had to meet and train children without necessary school materials.

    There was no paper. They had to write with chalk on school desks, on scraps of newspapers and wrapping paper .There was no ink and pupils cooked ink from elder berry and bilberry.  Pupils brought the ink in phial.
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         Our school was named differently .First it was «Soviet school » then SHKM, incomplete secondary school and at last since 1956 - secondary school. 
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The school did not work during the Great Patriotic War when our territory was occupied by Germans.
4 teachers from our school died in the war.

In February 1943 the school started the work again after the liberation of Kochubeevski region. There were no glasses; all school desks were burnt by Germans. Parents and pupils gathered to repair the school building. Parents got building materials, repaired, cleared from dust and whitewashed the school. Tables and benches were constructed from boards. The windows were stop up. Terrible famine was that year but children come to Bazarnay (the name of the school) school not to be behind pupils of Siberia and Ural who did not stop to study .It was awfully cold but children sat dressed and hid the ink in their bosom that it might not frozen.
    At schools there were no necessary textbooks, visual aids, exercise books .They wrote on newspapers between lines. Sometimes there was one textbook for ten pupils. Children fainted from hunger at lessons.
   67 teachers were awarded for their heroic work in those years in our region.
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       Our school bears the name of the Hero of the Great Patriotic War Lisenko Alexander Akimovich.He was born on May, 8 1920 in our village and here he finished the school.
He was awarded for the bravery shown in fights on Kurskaya arch with the Order of the Red Star and the Medal For courage in July 1943. 
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In 1967 the citizens of our village decided to build a new building of the school.
  In 1968 г all village began to build a new school and finished in November 1970.
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There were 13 principals of the school and each of them has brought an invaluable contribution to the development of our school.

    Red ties distinguished pioneers from all other guys. Everyone who was 10 joined pioneers.
    October, 29 1918 is considered the Birthday of the Komsomol organization.
    In 1998 there was an attempt to restore pioneer groups. But it was unsuccessful.
The school varied with the big changes in the state. The Komsomol, the Pioneer Organization, October groups disappeared. But the educational process does not stop.
     There are various forms of extracurricular activities.
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Our school is a constant participant of regional Olympiads.
    The big consideration is given to the development of creativity in school hobby groups.

 Our pupils are proud of our teachers. Many talented teachers have been working at school for these years. Everyone put a fraction of himself in the pupils. It is simply impossible to name all of them. There are the stands devoted to the teachers in our school.
