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Our work is called "Studying abroad: What? Where? How?!". We've chosen this topic, because it seems to us that it can be interesting for teenagers and their parents as well, because getting good education is one of the most important prob​lems now. We think we are lack of knowledge about studying abroad, while we are young, but today we pay attention and speak more about our future job, education and educational establishments.
It is impossible to understand what the water is, not having plunged into it. It is impossible to learn about the world staying at home. Therefore, if there is a chance to send your child to study abroad, it's worth doing. Nothing probably can expand the child's outlook; teach him to think freely and widely so much than study​ing abroad. In some way such experience is irreplaceable while growing up.
And aim of our work is to research the opportunities of studying abroad. A plenty of students want to study abroad but they don't know the system and cost of education, how to choose the country, educational establishments, places of living, kinds of leisure activities offered by school, whether it is included into the cost of a course and is it really for them.
Our task is to define countries, which attract students most, to introduce the pro​grams of Students Exchange, to show ways of entering high schools ,to   carry out the survey on this theme, to consider requirements to foreign students for enter​ing, cost of education and services included in it (Language courses, programs, re​siding, etc ), to interview the pupils who have studied abroad
We have tried to analyze which Universities possess a great popularity, which criteria is necessary to chose the country At the end of our research work we will compare quality of foreign education and present some programs for the schoolchildren to get on studying abroad.
We will represent our work with comparisons, surveys 9 diagrams, tables, circuits  as fully as we can .
If you want to know about studying abroad you can found out all about it in our research work.
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Foreign languages came into our life easily and for a long time, becoming the important tool of human dialogue. Possession even one foreign language opens ample opportunities both in especially personal and public spheres. For example, without knowledge of English studying in prestigious HIGH SCHOOLS or getting highly paid work are impossible today. 
 
In such circumstances studying languages became not only a hobby or a necessary condition of career growth, but also enough succeeding sphere of business. Thousand schools and language centres opened worldwide, offering teaching this or that language, some times rather exotic. Out of such a big number of establishments those ones which are in the country of investigated language are the most effective. It is clearly visible on an example of English. 
 
If you are engaged in intensive course in the not language environment, you spend, approximately, five hours in class. The rest time - evenings, days off and even pauses between lessons you communicate with people speaking your native language. So English occupies no more than quarter of your conscious life. However, in the English-speaking country you will be able to exchange a few words in Russian with your friend, but rest of the time you will use (not only  speak but also hear and  read) only hundred-per-cent English speech. 
 
We are sure that at this stage, going to study the foreign language abroad, the person inevitably appears before a choice: what country to go to, what city to choose, which school is better? We carried out some researching to find out the answers to these questions and now we can give some advice on this topic.  
 
 As to the country there are no special differences here. If you are going on a long course and learn language easily the fact that the host country can influence your accent is insignificant. The main thing is that you like the country. Then studying will not demand excessive efforts and results will be good. 
 
The following step is to pick up reliable school. In the English-speaking countries with the long and checked up tradition of teaching English, you will find a wide choice of qualitative schools. 
 
And one more aspect which it is necessary to pay attention at - try to find a place where there are few people the same nationality with you. 
 
The choice of the city for studying is not easy either. Therefore approach to this question from the other side – choose some schools, and then their site will be one of the factors determining your decision. In whole, all depends on personal preferences. It is easier for ones to study in places with a habitual atmosphere and a way of life, others want full change of conditions. Here are some items which should be taken into account in a such situation: 

· If you are going to study for a long time, is it necessary to choose absolutely unusual place.
· Whether you like to be engaged in the same place, where the majority of foreign students do or in a place where you can feel colour of the country?

· Whether this place is removed far from possible sights?

· Whether you are going to use the automobile?

· Whether you can find here something that is interesting (night life, historical monuments, good shops, cinemas etc.) for you

· Whether you can find here the good compromise – a bit of everything? 

Having chosen the city, pay attention to schools. They differ, basically, in sizes. Advantages of large school are obvious - variety of programs and services: a lot of different courses, more teachers with various qualifications, students from different countries, there are more conveniences (a bar, cafeteria, sometimes even the cinema), a wide spectrum of the equipment (computers, video-classes etc.), rich library, more cassettes and CDs - and frequently (but it is far from being always) specially developed teaching materials. However mind, that some large schools prefer to spend means on making the courses cheaper, instead of purchasing the additional equipment. 
 
At small school one advantage is evident at once - students of the same nationality with you, speaking your native language may be absent at all. Secondly, it is much more convenient for teachers to supervise progress of students. Another advantage can’t be easily defined, it’s personal attitude and feeling of participation. Here it will be not difficult for you to find the place and understand what is necessary to do. Usually in the beginning of a course you can feel a little bit discharged and lonely, however at small school teachers, the personnel and particularly other students will have good attitude to you from the very beginning. Soon enough you will know all the teachers and many students, and also whom to address to in this or that situation. 
 
Choosing school pay attention to the program. Different schools have different approaches to teaching techniques. For example, whether it is necessary to learn grammar or not? 
 
For some schools the answer is "certainly, not ". You have learnt the native language, as well as all small children, without the help of grammar textbooks. You have been able to use verbs for many years, without knowing, what part of speech it is. 
 
On the other hand, you have grown up, and can not spend so much time studying language, as in the childhood, so there is a necessity for faster and direct ways to knowledge. 

 
The important part of studying abroad is the excursion-entertaining program. Get to know what excursions are organized by school, whether there are places for doing sports, what kinds of leisure activities are offered by school, whether it is included into the cost of a course. 
 
And certainly residing. Unsuccessful accommodation can not only spoil free time, but also affect the progress in the most negative way. 
 
All in all it turns out, that the choice of language school is similar to search of a place where to spend holiday. We know what we want, however holiday can rarely satisfy all our inquiries completely. With language schools it is the same - sightseeings, opportunities for leisure and rest, climate, etc. attract us but there is also a significant difference - we want  the services offered to us to be of the highest professional level. In whole success of your educational trip abroad will depend on all these factors. Let's observe the opportunities to get the higher education abroad on the example of several countries.
STUDYING IN CANADA

Canada - the second-largest country on the Earth - is one of the best places in the world for residing on set of the major criteria (according to the United Nations statistics). One of the achievements of Canadians is the educational system and training. Canada wins the first place on a level of charges on education in calculation per capita. 
 
Today Canada successfully competes with the USA and Great Britain, and even more often the Russian students prefer the Canadian education. 
 

                  The Program of Entering the University.
 
In Canada there are more than 90 universities. Each university establishes the rules of reception and estimation of a level of any entrant. To enter the Canadian university right after the finishing of the Russian school is rather difficult and improbable. 
 
The optimum way for our graduates is to finish the preparatory program in college with the subsequent passage to the university on the second or third grade. This way of entering the university is now very popular among Canadians as studying in college is cheaper than at university. Besides receiving the diploma of college, the foreign student can work in Canada within one year. 
 
Colleges offer the broadest choice of specialties. The most popular are management, marketing, logistic, information technologies, design, the finance, advertising, tourism and hotel facilities (economy).

STUDYING IN FRANCE

 French Educational System.
 French educational system is considered to be one of the best in the world and studying at the state universities of France is free-of-charge. Sorbonne is the most famous university in France. Almost 800 years Sorbonne  has been remaining a symbol of classical European education in the whole world.
University education lasts for five years and is divided into three basic "cycles": 

In France there are a set of language schools offering courses of the French language as foreign, specially adapted for foreign students.
Courses  can be of  various intensity: 

1. Standard course 20 lessons (15 hours) a week; 

2. Intensive course 25 lessons (18,5 hours) a week; 

3. Super   intensive course 30 lessons (22,5 hours) a week. 

SPECIAL COURSES OF THE FRENCH LANGUAGE

Special course of foreign languages differ from common language courses . They  have the certain orientation or specificity. For example, foreign language for businessmen (business rates), individual training "in private" with the teacher, full immersing - residing and learning in  family of the professional teacher, preparation for language examinations etc. courses operate the year round. The minimal duration is 2 weeks. 


COURSES DIFFER IN INTENSITY AND DURATION:

· The Basic course: 15 lessons a week. Duration: from two weeks. 

· The Intensive course: 30 lessons a week. Duration: from two weeks. 

· The Long-term course: 15 lessons a week + 1,5 school hours on a history of culture. Duration: 12 and 24 weeks. 

Vacation course for children and teenagers is from 18 to 24 hours a week. The program includes a course on French culture and history and also realization of entertaining and excursion activities. 
PREPARATORY COURSES OF FRENCH
              PREPARATION FOR ENTERING HIGH SCHOOL
 
The program of preparatory courses of the French language in France represents specially developed course of the profound studying of the French language consisting of educational blocks of 12 weeks each one. It is possible to chose training from 1, 2, 3 or 4 blocks, i.e. 12, 24, 36 or 58 weeks. The language school of the French language Ecole France Langue has branches in Paris and Nice. The unique opportunity to begin studying in one centre and to finish in another is given to all students. In Paris intensity of studying makes 26 lessons a week, in Nice - 30. Bordeaux Language Studies (BLS) - the educational centre specializing on teaching the French language to foreigners, was based in 1991. The school is located in the centre of Bordeaux and has branches in Biarritz and Toulon. Intensity of studying in all centres makes 22 lessons a week.

According to the results of  DALF examination a decision on accepting the foreign student is made. 
       In spite of the fact that process of entering is complex enough, the final aim - the French university - justifies all difficulties. As you see the main advantage of studying at the state universities of France is that it's free-of-charge.  On the other hand we can't but mention that the cost is much more expensive but the variety of services included in it is less than in Canada.
STUDYING IN GERMANY
The German educational system

In higher educational institutions of Germany  the students who successfully finished graduation classes of the West-European school and have received the document on secondary education (in Germany- abitur ) are accepted .

For the Russian students it is necessary  to finish two courses of day time branch of the Russian institute in the chosen specialties or one course of the institute and preparatory branch of German university  

Peculiarities of German HIGH SCHOOLS  
· Entrance examinations are not present.

· Foreigners pass only examination for knowledge of German language for which it is possible to prepare at university, already being the student.

· Age restrictions and restrictions of the marital status.

· Students in Germany have possibility to work.

· Students in Germany are provided with a hostel.

· Students in Germany use huge quantity of privileges and discounts.

Necessary Notes.
1.  If you are the student of correspondent department for entering  high schools of Germany ,you must finish not 2, but 4 courses of high school of the CIS.
2.  If you study in commercial high school of the CIS it will be necessary to give accreditation of this high school. If your high school is not accredited, reception in high schools of Germany is impossible.
3.  If you have not yet received the diploma in the CIS in Germany you can choose only that speciality or a direction which are you being trained now.
4.  In some high schools of Germany  a quota of reception of foreign students is limited, therefore it is necessary to find out, how many educational places are allocated for foreign students in the high school chosen by  you beforehand or there is a risk to be refused simply because there will be no place. 
Now in Germany there are 326 state and licensed non state higher educational institutions located in different parts of the country. .

All your expenditures, including selection of high schools, reception of invitations , medical insurance, testing, all necessary  duties and consular gathering , registrations of the student’s visa, booking of habitation  initially in Germany , and also all services, cost maximum 1150 euro. For living in Germany you need  400-600 euros per month ,depending on region.. As a rule students provide themselves independently, working as 2-3 hours per day.
Term of studying in high schools of Germany is  from 4 to 7 years. After the graduation you get the Scientific Degree of Master, which is equivalent to the same degree in the English-speaking countries including the USA. Foreign citizens also can continue training with getting  a scientific degree of Doctor of Sciences.

STUDYING IN RUSSIA

In Russia there are two largest and prestigious HIGH SCHOOLS - the Moscow state university of a name of M.V.Lomonosov and the St.-Petersburg state university. The first occupies 63 place, the second-343 in the list of 500 best world universities.  

Academic year in Russia lasts since September till June and shares on two educational semester: an autumn semester (01.09-24.01) and a spring semester (07.02-30.06). Duration of training: BSc/BA (bachelor) - 8 semester; MSc/MA (master) - 4 semester; PhD (post-graduate student) - 6 semester. Training in Russia is conducted in Russian. For entering it is necessary for foreigners to pass testing on Russian or to pass a course of Russian..

Admittance into the State University is made according to the results of introductory tests at faculties (interview, the test etc.).

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STUDYING IN AMERICA

The educational system of the USA has no equal on breadth of a choice of educational institutions, conditions of training, education programs and subjects specialization. That's why it is not surprising, that more than half a million of foreign students annually occupy places in American colleges and universities 

On the average in the USA the annual cost of training in college exceeds $25000 . For example, in small and inexpensive Greensboro College, direct expenses of the student for training, residing and meal make $20400 Additionally as the minimum of  $800 is necessary for textbooks and books. Cost of the medical insurance is also high. 

Teaching of foreign students is one of basic sources of income of many educational institutions of the USA, for example, in 2000-2001 year in colleges of the USA studied about 92000 foreign students .Тhree thousand foreign students bring the educational institution 5 million profit per year.

In the beginning of the program teenagers pass orientation which will help them to feel themselves as members of the American families and pupils of the American school. Being in the USA, guys will have opportunity for a cultural exchange. Dialogue with Americans, studying  at school will help guys to experience  life in America. Each year only limited quantity of applicants is accepted. the program provides with free-of-charge travel there and back from London and from several other European cities to family which invites you;
 
In spite of the fact that you can improve your English we came to the deduction that this program doesn’t allow to get real education, but you can practise foreign language and explore the world.  We think that this program is the best way of spending summer holidays alone earning money.  Here are some more advantages and disadvantages of this program: 
                                       Programs “Direct conversation”
       The bureau of the international education programs « Direct conversation » is one of the first in Russia consulting agencies in the field of training abroad - the leader in granting services to the Russian citizens in sphere of higher education. It allows to join the educational programmes of 5-10 months at schools of Germany, Belgium, Holland, Spain, Canada, the USA and France, to get higher education in colleges and universities, let children, youth and adults to study foreign languages in the language centres in Australia, Great Britain, Ireland, the USA, Canada, Germany, France, Spain, Italy for 2 or more weeks.
 If you are 15-18 years, if you speak English well and you want to improve the knowledge ,if you have good recommendations from your teachers and you study well these  programmes are for you. 

We asked former school-leavers of school №12 to share their opinion about studying abroad.
Studying in Canada

I have been in Canada for three weeks and there we had got a kind of courses for learning English language better. The main idea of these courses is to teach how to communicate with other students from different countries. We should do it frequently, without any difficulties, that's why the most lessons we tried to communicate, using oral speech. What is more, our teacher made accent on getting knowledge about culture and traditions of those countries, where we were from. Our teacher, whose name was Giovanni, was really professional and experienced. Giovanni gave us different material, explained it, told about country and himself. In my opinion the process of education wasn't so tough. Grammatical exercises were easy and not interesting enough and from ways of education alt of us preferred oral speech and sometimes reading. Our students were divided into some groups. It's depended on abilities in language, educational skills. On the first day we wrote a test and by these results were divided. The system of Multiply Choice is very popular in Canada and they're writing tests during the year. We studied alone, because students of this school were on holiday. How our teacher said, their children go to school by yellow school bus. We couldn't use it, because some of us lived too far from the school, but we traveled by bus to the excursions.

On May 22nd, 2003, I was getting on the airplane, which was going to take me home. I couldn't believe I was going home. I recalled the wonderful year I had spent in America. It seemed to me this year was only my dream. Then, here in the arms of my parents I felt lie a real her.

After the completing our research work we came to the conclusion that be​sides getting qualitative education there is one more exclusive opportunity: to be realized abroad. It means to continue education, to get profession and to get a job .Why not? If you really study well and know what you want, you will be sure to achieve, as more and more opportunities open before you.
According to the aim and tasks of work we represented you that education in foreign countries and universities is very different. For example, our survey shows that  students prefer studying  in Great Britain , on the 2nd place is America and Canada, then Germany and France, Russia is on the last place .
But when we compared programs , cost and other items , we drew surpris​ing conclusions that in Germany and France education is free-of-charge. What about Canada? The foreigner who has finished the Canadian university has an op​portunity to find work in the country after the end of studying. If we touch upon Great Britain, we can tell that the British education is the most expensive in the world, quality of education is known everywhere - the English diploma is highly quoted in any country of the world. Thousands of foreigners study in well-known British schools - boards and universities. In comparison with our high schools where average loading is 30-36 hours a week in America it is only 12 hours. And we can observe that Russian education is one of the cheapest but as usual students have to earn money while studying to support themselves .

We can give some useful tips. Firstly, it is necessary to mind, that programs of cultural exchange are not for all. Their participant should be purposeful, know foreign language on an average level and study well. But one more thing is impor​tant, perhaps. He should have desire to study. Otherwise, most likely, it will be not interesting for the child in the foreign country. If he does not want to fill in the free time with studying and overcome the difficulties of communication, he will begin to feel miserable, and as a result will not get any benefit, which the programs of cul​tural exchange perform.
Secondly, everything must be thought discussed thoroughly in a family circle and of course with consultants. Planning the child's education abroad, parents run into a lot of questions: what is the shortest way, how to decrease expenditures, how to increase the quality of education and child's safety in an unknown country, what are the conditions of getting a visa and future job placement.
All in all education must bring economic profit to the child. And which busi​nessman, investing money with the aim of getting a profit, would ignore the help of specialists and useful advice or information?
