                      What we know about two Great States.  
  After celebration the 200th -years anniversary the United States of America still holds the leading position in the western world. A country that  inspired several names – «Land of Opportunity», «Meeting Pot», «God’s Country» is still referred as a land of superlatives – «the richest», «the greatest», «the most».
The area of the United States is not the biggest. What makes the USA being the leader of the western world is its economic, political and military dominance over other countries? Let’s try to analyze why it’s so. The U.S. is among the world's leading producers of several minerals, including copper, silver, zinc, gold, coal, petroleum, and natural gas; it is the chief exporter of food. Its manufactures include iron and steel, chemicals, electronic equipment, and textiles. Other important industries are tourism,

The United States is a parliamentary republic. The Government is divided into 3 branches: legislative (the US Congress), executive (the President and his Administration) and judicial (the US Supreme Court).


There are two main political parties in the USA: the Democratic (symbolize by a «donkey») and the Republican (symbolize by an «elephant»). In the U.S., primary elections at the state level are generally employed to select party candidates. It is a republic with two legislative houses; its head of state and government is the president. The US president is both head of State and of government. He is elected for a 4-year term.

The Supreme Court consists of Chief Justice and 8 Associate Justices who are appointed for life. The Supreme Court is supposed to decide whether a law of the Congress or an executive order of the President is «Constitutional or not».

Russia is a sovereign state. Is Russia the biggest political country in the world? It has its own territory, higher and local bodies of state power and government, national emblem, state flag and anthem. Russia has a lot of industrial raw materials; it has rich deposits of iron, metals, coal, oil, gas and other natural resources. Russia is one of the founding members of the United Nations Organization and participates in the work of many international organizations. 

The Russian Federation is a democratic lawful state with the republican form of board. The Government is divided into 3 branches: legislative (Advice of federations and the State Duma), executive (The government), Law-enforcement (militia, Office of Public Prosecutor, court). The head of the government is the prime minister.  The Russian president is both head of State and government. 
The basic political parties of Russia are «Uniform Russia», « The Union of the Right Forces», «Liberally-democratic party of Russia», конецформыначалоформы«Communist party of the Russian Federation », « Patriots Of Russia », « Fair Russia: The Native Land/Pensioners/Life ».
Judicial authorities of the Russian Federation are divided on: the Supreme Court, the Constitutional court, Arbitration court. Anybody from citizens of Russia cannot be deprived the right to consideration of its business in that court and that judge to which jurisdiction it is carried by the law. To everyone the right to reception of the qualified legal aid is guaranteed. In the cases stipulated by the law, the legal aid appears free of charge.

                                                                   Elections
The US Constitution includes some general provisions on the franchise. It sets forth certain requirements for candidates running for a post of a president, vice- president, senator or member of the House of Representatives. Requirements usually concern age, residence and citizenship. The candidates who meet all these requirements are considered eligible for office.


A residence qualification requires a permanent residence of an individual in order to get the right to vote. The duration of the residence qualification is, in general, a few months though it may substantially vary from state to state.

Besides, some states have the so-called literacy qualification (the voter should be able to read and speak English, he (she) must know how to interpret the US Constitution, ect.)

And a last is should be mentioned that in some states a poll tax is levied upon everyone who vote and this certainly discourages poor citizens and Negroes from voting. In this context, it is not surprising that not all the Americans participate in elections, including congressional or presidential elections.


The voters are registered by clerks of counties or towns and by local election commissions. When registering, the voters most produce an identification card. This is done to prevent fraud. The administration of elections is vested in an election commission, one which ordinarily is composed of two commissioners, one representing each of the major parties, and a third ex official member, usually a sheriff, a country judge, or a clerk. Prior to holding primary or general election, the commission appoints election officers for each precinct and also arranges for polling places. After the ballots have been cast, they are counted and the results obtained are tabulated and returned to the election commission which officially the precinct tally sheets.

In Russia there are presidential elections, deputies of the State’s Duma of Federal Assembly, bodies of the government of subjects of the Russian Federation and institutions of local government.

The lower chamber of parliament (the State’s Duma) consists of 450 deputies. Elections in the State’s Duma are held every fourth years. Deputies of the Chief Chamber of parliament (Advice of Federations) appoint on two persons from each subject of the Russian Federation. By the deputy of the State Duma the citizen of the Russian Federation who has reached 21 years and having the right to participate in elections can be selected there. The same person cannot simultaneously be a member of Council of Federation and the deputy of the State Duma. The deputy of the State Duma cannot be the deputy of other representative bodies of the government and institutions of local government.

The Russian president is both head of the State and government. What way is elections hold?  The president is elected for 4-year period by citizens of the Russian Federation on the basis of the general equal and direct suffrage at ballot.. The president of the Russian Federation can become everyone Russian citizen of 35 years old not younger. Constantly citizen has been living in Russia not less than 10 years can be selected as the Head of State. конецформыначалоформыThe same person cannot hold a post of the President of the Russian Federation more than two terms successively. of the Russian Federation is selected for four-year period by citizens of the Russian Federation on the basis of the general equal and direct suffrage at ballot.. The order of presidential elections of the Russia is defined by the federal law.
                                             The Supreme Organs of Power

By the US Constitution the government of the nation is entrusted to three separate authorities: the Executive, the Legislative and the Judicial. The executive power is vested in the President, who holds this office during the term of four years, and is elected together with the Vice-President. 
Among the duties and powers of the President listed by the Constitution are the following: the President is Commander-in-Chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties and appoints ambassadors to foreign powers as well as other high officers of the United States. Within his competence is also the responsibility for taking care that the laws be faithfully executed. From this one can see that the Constitution gives the President some measure of control of the military establishment, imposes upon him a responsibility for foreign policy and assigns to him the obligation to administer federal programmers. 
The administrative business of the nation is conducted by Secretaries who form the Cabinet. They are appointed by the President but their nomination must be confirmed by the senate. The Cabinet is a kind of an advisory group to the President which has developed by custom rather than by the provisions of the Constitution. The Vice-President likewise participates in the cabinet meeting. The Cabinet members are: the Secretary of State, the Secretary of the Treasury, the Secretary of Defense, the Attorney General, the Postmaster General, the Secretary of the Interior, the secretary of Agriculture, the secretary of Commerce, the Secretary of Labor, and the Secretaries of Health, Education and Welfare. As chief executive officer, the President can at his discretion remove any Secretary. 
The Executive Office of the President is represented by a group of agencies. First of all, these are: the White House Office, the Bureau of the Budget, the National Security Council, the Central Intelligence Agency, the Council of Economic advisers, and the Office of Cavil and Defense Mobilization. These are not advisory bodies but the bodies which carry out administrative functions.
The whole legislative power in the USA is vested in the Congress. There are two chambers in the US Congress: the Senate and the House of Representatives. Besides the legislative function the Senate is entrusted with the power of ratifying or rejecting all treaties made by the President. 
By the Russian Constitution the government of the nation is entrusted to three separate authorities: the Executive, the Legislative and the Law-enforcement.

The executive authority belongs to Federal assembly. The federal Assembly consists of two chambers - Council of Federation and the State Duma. Advice of Federation and the State Duma sit separately. Into Council of Federation enter on two representatives from each subject of the Russian Federation: on one from representative and executive bodies of the government. The State Duma consists of 450 deputies. The State Duma is selected for the period of four years. The order of formation of Council of Federation and the order of elections of deputies of the State Duma are established by federal laws.

The executive authority of the Russian Federation is carried out by the Government .The government of the Russian Federation consists of Chairman of the Government, vice-presidents of the Government and federal ministers. Chairman of the Government of the Russian Federation is appointed the President of the Russian Federation with the consent of the State Duma.

The president of the Russian Federation is the head of the state. Besides it he is the guarantor of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, the rights and freedom of the person and the citizen. In established by the Constitution of the Russian Federation the order it takes measures on protection of the sovereignty of the Russian Federation, its independence and the state integrity, provides the coordinated functioning and interaction of bodies of the government. The president of the Russian Federation according to the Constitution of the Russian Federation and federal laws defines the basic directions internal and foreign policy of the state. The president of the Russian Federation as the head of the state represents the Russian Federation inside of the country and in the international attitudes.

Into structure of Administration of the president of Russia enter: the Head of Administration of the President of the Russian Federation (further - the Head of Administration), two deputy heads of Administration of the President of the Russian Federation - the assistant to the President of the Russian Federation (further - deputy heads of Administration), assistants to the President of the Russian Federation, the press-secretary of the President of the Russian Federation, the head of the report of the President of the Russian Federation, plenipotentiaries of the President of the Russian Federation in federal districts, advisers of the President of the Russian Federation, plenipotentiaries of the President of the Russian Federation in Council of Federation of Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, the State Duma of Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, the Constitutional Court of the Russian Federation, the senior reviewers, reviewers of the President of the Russian Federation and other officials of Administration. 

                                                                            Symbols

The American flag is often called «The Stars and Stripes»; it is also called «old Glory». It represents the growth of the nation. It has 13 horizontal stripes, 7 red and 6 white which stand for the original 13 states. In the top left hand corner there are 50 white stars on a blue background: one star for each state. The national anthem of the United States is «The star spangled Banner». The worlds written during the Anglo-American war of 1812-1814 and set to the music of an old song. Every state has its flag, its own emblem and its own anthem too.

The eagle became the national emblem the national emblem of the country in 1782. It has an olive branch (a symbol of peace) and arrows (a symbol of strength). You can see the eagle on the black of a dollar bill.


The flag of the Russian Federation is three horizontal strips: white, dark blue, red. A national flag is a symbol of the government and honors of citizens of the country. State as to a relic the maximum state honors are given a flag. Defilement of a flag is considered as the insult of honors of the nation and the state. Annually on August, 22nd Day of the National flag of the Russian Federation is marked.

National anthem of Russia is the solemn song personifying independence and greatness of Russia.

The arm of Russia is a two-headed eagle was the state emblem of the country with 1497 up to 1918г. In 1993 under the decree of the president of the Russian Federation the two-headed majestic eagle has been returned on the Russian arms.
