Our  favorite  film  ”Troy”  and  Brad  Pitt

Cinema is the most important media in our daily life. Everybody loves cinema.  Cinema is considered one of the main contemporary arts composed of light, sound and feeling. Cinema mirrors the reality and the past of the society. It is an expression of its “high culture” and its popular taste. Cinema is a sequence of moments captured in time, an epitome of collective emotions, fantasies. Cinema is powerful and it’s possibilities are unlimited. It  makes you watch, makes you feel and makes you understand. There are different kinds of films: feauture films, documentary and science films, cartoons. Some people prefer to watch westerns, horrors, detectives, action films or comedies. It all depends on their tastes or mood.
     As for us we are fond of historical films in which stories are based upon historical events and famous persons. They are informative, educational and serious.We’d like to tell you about one of  them, which impressed us greatly. It is called” Troy”. It is directed by Wolfgang Petersen and written by David Benioff. We think this film is absolutely magnificent and really impressive  and excites very powerful emotions. 
     Troy is an epic film released on May 14, 2004, concerning the Trojan War. It is  based on Homer's Iliad, but includes material from Virgil's Aeneid and other sources. The plot is based on the events of the Trojan War. Let’s appeal to historical  facts connected with this film.

     In Greek mythology, the Trojan War was waged against the city of Troy by the Achaeans after Paris of Troy stole Helen from her husband Menelaus, the king of Sparta. The war is among the most important events in Greek mythology, and was narrated in many works of Greek literature, including the Iliad and the Odyssey by Homer.
The war originated from a quarrel between the goddesses Athena, Hera and Aphrodite, after Eris, the goddess of strife and discord, gave them a golden apple, sometimes known as the apple of Discord, marked "for the fairest". Zeus sent the goddesses to Paris, who judged that Aphrodite, as the "fairest", should receive the apple. In exchange, Aphrodite made Helen, the most beautiful of all women, fall in love with Paris, who took her to Troy. Agamemnon, king of Mycenae and the brother of Helen's husband Menelaus, led an expedition of Achaean troops to Troy and besieged the city for ten years. The end of the war came with one final plan. Odysseus devised a new ruse—a giant hollow wooden horse, an animal that was sacred to the Trojans. It was built by Epeius and guided by Athena, from the wood of a cornel tree grove sacred to Apollo,[8] with the inscription:

The Greeks dedicate this thank-offering to Athena for their return home.[3]

The hollow horse was filled with soldiers[2] led by Odysseus. The rest of the army burned the camp and sailed for Tenedos.[6] When the Trojans discovered that the Greeks were gone, believing the war was over, they "joyfully dragged the horse inside the city",[4] while they debated what to do with it. Some thought they ought to hurl it down from the rocks, others thought they should burn it, while others said they ought to dedicate it to Athena.[11][7] The Trojans decided to keep the horse and turned to a night of mad revelry and celebration.[10] Sinon, an Achaean spy, signaled the fleet stationed at Tenedos when "it was midnight and the clear moon was rising"[13] and the soldiers from inside the horse emerged and killed the guards.[5] The Acheans entered the city and killed the sleeping population. A great massacre followed which continued into the day.

Blood ran in torrents, drenched was all the earth,

As Trojans and their alien helpers died.

Here were men lying quelled by bitter death

All up and down the city in their blood.[12]

The Trojans, fuelled with desperation, fought back fiercely, despite being disorganized and leaderless. With the fighting at its height, some donned fallen enemies' attire and launched surprise counterattacks in the chaotic street fighting. Other defenders hurled down roof tiles and anything else heavy down on the rampaging attackers. The outlook was grim though, and eventually the remaining defenders were destroyed along with the whole city. At last the Greeks  burnt down  the city totaly.
We are sure “Troy’ is the best film about the War. It  keeps you in suspense  from the first scene. This movie is stuffed with events, fights of different types, breathtaking battles and full of special effects. It  teaches you to defend your country, to be proud of  brave and honesty people. This film makes us to believe in sincere  loyality of Hector,  courageous heroism of Odysseus, wisdom of  Priam, great love of  Paris. This film is full of death and love, horror and tenderness, tears and  hopes.
It goes without saying, it is all-star film. We adore all outstanding actors, such as  Eric Bana as Hector, Orlando Bloom as Paris, Diane Kruger as Helen,  Sean Bean as Odysseus, Rose Byrne as Briseis, Garrett Hedlund as Patroclus, Peter O'Toole as Priam, Brendan Gleeson as Menelaus, and Tyler Mane as Ajax. 
    But  we’d like to stand out  Brad Pitt  as the central  figure of this film Achilles. He is extremely great and absolutely fantastic in this movie. His playing is perfect. To tell the truth Brad managed to show it’s character Achilles in historical view. 

According to Greek  mythology,  Achilles  was a Greek hero of the Trojan War, the central character and the greatest warrior of Homer's Iliad, which takes for its theme the Wrath of Achilles.

The first two lines of the Iliad read:

Sing Goddess of the rage, of Peleus' son Achilles

the accursed rage that brought pain to thousands of the Achaeans.

Achilles was the son of the nymph Thetis and Peleus, the king of the Myrmidons. Zeus and Poseidon had been rivals for the hand of Thetis until Prometheus, the fire-bringer, warned Zeus of a prophecy that Thetis would bear a son greater than his father. For this reason, the two gods withdrew their pursuit, and had her wed Peleus.[1] According to a legend,  when Achilles was born Thetis tried to make him immortal by dipping him in the river Styx. However, he was left vulnerable at the part of the body she held him by, his heel. These legends state that Achilles was killed in battle by an arrow to the heel, and so an "Achilles' heel" has come to mean a person's principal weakness. Achilles also has the attributes of being the most handsome of the heroes assembled against Troy,[9] as well as the quickest. He was a human like all of us the only thing is that he wanted his name remember for all time, that’s why he was good at what he did.
Beyond any shadow of doubt Brad Pitt managed to create such remarkable  and complicated character as Achilles. As a matter of fact, what sort of man is Achilles? At first glance, he seems to be rather rude, harsh, self-assured  and vainglorious.( Achilles:” I want what all men want, I just want it more.” )
But furthermore, we will find out that he is totaly different on the inside. As the saying goes: “ Never judge a person by the first image he projects to the outside world”. Achilles is courageous, strong-willed, energetic, extremely enduring;  he is always ready to take risks,  withstand challenges. It seems there is nothing impossible for this man.  He is a great warrior! But in spite of this fact, he possesses a loving, tender heart. His feelings to  daughter of his enemy are  noble and beautiful.
 ( Briseis: Am I still your captive? 

Achilles: You're my guest. 

Briseis: In Troy, guests can leave whenever they want. 

Achilles: we should leave 

Achilles: You are free. If I hurt you, it's not what I wanted. 

Achilles: Go. No one will stop you. You have my word.) 

 His attitude to Briseis deserves admiration  and his ability to sacrifice his own ambitions for the sake of his sweetheart excites great respect. The final scene of the film where Achilles being fatally wounded saves his beloved Briseis is touching and unforgettable. Achilles is  unable to fight. He tells Briseis: "You gave me peace in a lifetime of war" and urges her to leave the city with Paris, though she initially refuses to. Tearfully, Briseis lets Paris pull her up and  they run towards the secret passageway and leave Achilles there. After watching them leave, he collapses with the one arrow remaining in his heel. His behavior   proves that love and devotion went hand in hand in his hero. To our mind Brad Pitt’s acting is very natural and convincing. 
A great impression  from the film has a scene of meeting Achilles and Priam after Hector’s death.

( Priam: [kneels, kisses Achilles' hands] 

       Achilles: Who are you? 

Priam: I have endured what no one on earth has endured before. 

Priam: I kissed the hands of the man who killed my son. 

Achilles: [realizes, stands abrubtly] Priam? 

Achilles: How did you get in here? 

Priam: I know my country better than the Greeks, I think. 

Achilles: [walks forward, lifts Priam] You are a brave man. 

Achilles: I could have your head on a spit in the blink of an eye. 

Priam: Do you really think death frightens me now? 

Priam: I watched my eldest son die, watched you drag his body behind your chariot. 

Priam: Give him back to me. 

Priam: He deserves a proper burial, you know that. 

Priam: Give him to me. 

Achilles: He killed my cousin. 

Priam: He thought it was you. 

Priam: How many cousins have you killed? 

Priam: How many sons and fathers and brothers and husbands? 

Priam: How many, brave Achilles? 

 Achilles: [to Priam] You are a far better king than the one leading this army. 

Ability of Achilles to forgive and to understand other people’s suffering deserves admiration and respect.
Thank to brilliant play of Brad Pitt we follow the fate of his character with unabated interest and bated breath. We think Brad Pitt is a splendid actor. While depicting his personage, revealing his character, his actions, his emotions and feelings Brad makes us to love his personage, trust him. His Achilles can’t remain the audience be calm and indifferent to him.
We’d like to finish with the words of Odysseus:"If they ever tell my story, let them say that I walked with giants. Men rise and fall like the winter wheat, but these names will never die. Let them say that I lived in the time of Hector, tamer of horses. Let them say I lived in the time of Achilles...."
