Cinquain состоит из пяти строк, каждая из которых выполняет определённую коммуникативную задачу:

1 строка: Называем тему.(1-2 существительных).

2 строка: Описываем тему.(2-3 прилагательных или причастий).

3 строка:  Характеризуем действие.(3-4 глагола).

4 строка: Выражаем личное отношение.(Фраза из 4-5 слов).

5 строка: Обобщаем или расширяем  тему.(1-2слова).

В каждой строчке wishes/dreams poems указываем кем или чем мы хотим быть и в каком месте. Не обязательно, чтобы образ или место были реальными: I wish I were…
Metaphor poems построены на сравнении объекта. Чем оригинальнее будет сравнение, тем сильнее эффект от стиха.

Чтобы написать стихи в формате a’la Emily Dickinson, выбираем какое-то растение, животное или другое понятие из мира природы, которое обладает теми же качествами, что и существительное с абстрактным понятием: Dream, Love, Power, Life, etc.
