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ST. PAUL’S CATHEDRAL





ST. PAUL’S CATHEDRAL IS THE WORK OF THE FAMOUS ARCHITECT SIR CHRISTOPHER WREN. IT IS SAID TO BE ONE OF THE FINEST PIECES  OF  ARCHITECTYRE IN EUROPE.  WORK  ON WREN’S MASTERPIECE BEGAN  IN 1675 AFTER A NORMAN CHURCH , OLD  SR PAUL’S ,  WAS DESTROYED IN THE GREAT FIRE OF 1666. FOR 35 YARS THE BUILDING OF ST. PAUL’S CATHEDRALWENT ON, AND WREN WAS AN OLD MAN BEFORE IT WAS FINISHED.


     FROM FAR  AWAY YOU CAN SEE THE HUGE DOME WITH A GOLDEN BALL AND CROSS  ON THE TOP. THE INTERIOR  OF THE CATHEDRAL IS VERY  BEAUTIFUL . IT IS FULL OF MONUMENTS.THE MOST IMPORTANT, PERHAPS, IS THE ONE DEDICATED TO THE DUKE OF WELLINGTON. AFTER LOOKING ROUND YOU CAN CLIMB 263 STEPS TO THE WHISPERING GALLERY, WHICH RUNS ROUND THE DOME.IT IS CALLED SO, BECAUSE IF SOMEONE WHISPERS CLOSE TO THE WALL ON ONE SIDE, A PERSON WITH HIS EAR CLOSE TO THE WALL ON THE OTHER SIDE CAN HEAR WHAT IS SAID. BUT IF YOU WANT TO REACH THE FOOT OF THE BALL, YOU HAVE TO CLIMB 627 STEPS.

PURE WATER IN BAIKAL





Everybody visiting Lake Baikal for the first time is offered a glass of water straight from the lake. At the Baikal restaurant, lake water is served as a local speciality.


Visitors can look down through water 70 feet deep and count the stones on the bottom. The water’s mineral content is very low. In this crystal-clear water some 150 types of plants and fish live-many of them found nowhere else in the world.


There have been many discussions on Lake Baikal in Russia. Some scientists have demanded that Baikal-6,360 feet deep –should be preserved completely as it is as a wonder of nature.


Others wanted to use this giant reservoir- it contains one fifth of the world’s resources of fresh water –for economic purposes. The arguments still go on, and there are many points of detail still in dispute. But the Baikal timber processing plant has proved that a factory can return its “waste” water to the lake quite pure, if it uses modern filtering techniques.
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THE TOWER ON THE NORTH BANK OF THE THAMES IS ONE OF THE MOST ANCIENT BUILDINGS OF LONDON. IT WAS FOUNDED IN THE 11TH CENTURY BY WILLIAM THE CONQUEROR. BUT EACH MONARCH LEFT SOM KIND OF PERSONAL MAEK ON IT. FOR MANY CENTURIES THE TOWER HAS BEEN A FORTREES, A PALACE, APRISON AND ROYAL TREASURY.IT IS NOW A MUSEUM OF ARMS AND ARMOUR,- AND, AS ONE OF THE STRONGEST FORTRESSES IN BRITAIN, IT HAS THE CROWN JEWELS.


THE WRITE TOWER WAS BUILT BY WILLIAM THE CONQUEROR TO PROTECT AND CONTROL THE CITY OF LONDON.IT IS THE OLDEST AND THE MOST IMPORTANT BUILBING, SURROUNDED DY OTHER TOWERS, WHICH ALL HAVE DIFFERENT NAME.

LOCATED IN THE HEART OF MOSCOW, IT HOUSES THE MAUSOLEUM OF LENIN AND SAINT BASIL’S CATHEDRAL. THE ORIGIN OF THE RED SQUARE GOES BACK TO THE 15TH CENTURY WHEN IVAN III ORDERED THE CLEARANCE OF ALL WOO HOUSES NEAR THE KREMLIN TO PREVENT THE RISK OF SPREADING FIRES. THE AREA WAS DEDICATED AS A MARKETPLACE AND WAS CALLED TRADE SQUARE TORITSKAYA BUT IN THE 16TH CENTURY IT WAS RENAMET AS “TROITSKAYA” AFTER THE CHURCH OF SAINT TRINITY. LATER THE CATHDRAL OF BASILY THE BLESSED WAS ERECTED IN PLACE OF SAINT TRINITY CHURCH. RENAMED RED SQUARE IN THE 19TH CENTURY, TODAY IT IS A PLEASANT OPEN SQUARE WITH MICH ACTIVITY AND PLENTY TO SEE.
