The republic of Bashkortostan has a long and wonderful history; together with the history of the country itself, there are a number of different theories about the origins of the Bashkir people.
The first mention of Bashkir tribes is found in the writing of the ancient Greek historian, Herodotus, who lived in the 5th century ВС. The word Bashkir was spelt differently at that time, and further variations in spelling have been found in other books dating back to the first half of the 9th century AD. At that time the Bashkir were a wandering community, who moved from place to place with their sheep, goats, horses and other animals and had no permanent home. But, although they moved from place to place, as a community they were united by their language and their way of life. They lived as a large tribe under the leadership of one chief.

We believe that the Bashkir may have existed many thousands of years before Christ. Whenever the tribe was first established, the Bashkir are thought to be the original people of the area that we now know as the Republic of Bashkortostan.
The Bashkir agreed to be part of the Russian state in 1557. Since then, Bashkortostan has remained a part of Russia. In 1965, a monument to friendship was set up in the capital city, Ufa, in honors of the 400th anniversary of that significant event.
Bashkortostan is a republic of many cultures. In total, more than 100 nationalities live in Bashkortostan.
The people of Bashkortostan all have their own languages and cultures. They all make an important contribution to the prosperity of Russia, and to Russian, Eurasian and world culture.

Bashkortostan is the best land.
I think my native  land, Bashkortostan is the best land.  The Bashkir land
is vast and, besides, highly developed. Mighty chemical industry, power and mechanical engineering, crude oil, huge cattle breeding and considerable grains fields and a lot of other things are all available in the republic. Its contribution to the potential of the Motherland is ever growing by every year. Bashkortostan is situated in the Southern part of the Urals at the bor​der between Europe and Asia. The Republic's territory is 143.6 thousand square kilometers, inhabited by ap​proximately 4 million people. There are 17 cities and towns, 54 regions, 40 town-type settlements, 850 villages in it. The capital of the Republic is the city of Ufa. 
Bashkortostan is a multi-national republic. A united fami​ly of Bashkirs and Russians, Tatars and Ukrainians, Byelorussians and Chuvash’s. Maris and Mordvinia’s, i.e. the representatives of over 100 nationalities live and work here.
The Bashkir national poet Mustai Karim expressed the idea of the fraternal friendship among the peop​les inhabiting Bashkortostan and united by the common targets  remarkably said:
Though not of Russian blood I am of Russia. 
No honor more than Soviet  to be. 
March forward will we hand in hand with Russia 
Together rise to heights  of majesty.
Nature has endowed Bashkortostan with unusual beau​ties. This is the land where mountain masses alternate with the expanse of plains and vast steppes, with thi​ckets. The patterns made by numerous rivers and lakes impart a specific charm to the landscape. The mineral resources are varied and lavish in iron-ore, copper, man​ganese, gold, zinc, lead. The chief treasure of the Republic is crude oil which has become a foundation for the economic power, a mighty booster for the development of numerous branches of Bashkortostan national economy.
The Russian - Bashkir friendship and fraternity go back far into the sixteenth century. Over 430 years back Bashkortostan joined the Russian State of its own will. Since then more than once the Bashkortostan Gigots (skillful horsemen) and Russian warriors shoulder to shoulder have fought for the honors and independence of our Motherland.

New changes victoriously entered every sphere of life. Each year new success is in life and cultural construction.  New schools, libraries, theatres, cinemas were opened. There was set up a vast network of medical care institutions. In Bashkortostan, there were functioning higher educational institutions, technical secondary schools, research institutes, there grew and got stronger the national literature.   All  people of the  Republic   bent  over    books    reading.
But the peaceful life was interrupted by World War 11. Over 6705 thousand sons and daughters of Bashkortostan fought bravely on the fronts of the Great Patrio​tic War. They displayed selfless courage and profound devotion to the socialist Fatherland. Everlasting glo​ry covered the formations and units formed in the Re​public. Bashkir Cavalry Division 112 was among them. It reached Berlin through battle-fields attaining a Guards title and named after Chernigov. It was awarded the Orders and Medals.  275 soldiers got the title of a Hero of the country and among them there was Musa Guryev, a pilot, honored twice with this high title. Over 200 thousand people were awarded various orders and   medals.

All the country reveres the memory of our fellow-countrymen Alexander Matrosov and Minnigaly Gubai-dullin who flung themselves upon the loopholes of pil​lboxes.
It was the hard work of the people engaged in oil recovery, oil refining, metallurgy, machine-buidling that enabled to increase the total industrial output thrice as much during the war.

The Bashkir people also worked self-denyingly for the victory. During the years of the war the Republic submitted to the state over 9. 3 thousand tons of grain and  thousands  of cattle breeding products.

In post-war years the Republic kept on developing its 'economy and achieved fresh great success in construction. As regards the rate of industrial de​velopment, Bashkortostan became one of the leaders among the economic regions of the Russian Federation.

Bashkortostan is one of the biggest centers of chemical and oil-refining industries. Such gigantic enterprises as the merger «Salavatnefteorgsyntes», the Sterlitamak Synthetic Rubber-Making Works the merger «Caustic», the Merger «Soda», the Ufa Synthetic Alcohol-Making Factory, the Ufa Technical Rubber Goods-Making Works, the Ufa merger «Khimprom» came to exi - stance   in   the   Republic.
The Bashkir chemists supply the country with ever increasing amounts of synthetic rubber, ethyl and butyl, polythene, caustic soda and soda ash, synthetic fatty acids,   mineral fertilizers,   etc. 

Machine-building industry is one of the leading in​dustries, faster development rates are characteristic as regards instrument-making, oil and chemical engineering, automobile manufacture. For instance, motor-car engi​nes manufactured by the Ufa Engine Works are well known far be​yond the boundaries of the Republic. The products of the   Belebey   Works   «Avtonorrnal»   are   forwarded   to   the Volzhsky Automobile Works in Togliatti, to the Kamsky Automobile Works in Tatarstan and to the Neftekamsky Works   in    Bashkortostan.
The Karmanovskaya Hydraulic Power Station, a giant of power enrineering is successfully ope​rating. The total output of the power station is 1.8 mil​lion kilowatts.
Bashkortostan also contributes to the strengthening of the foreign economic relations. The products made in Bashkortostan are exported to scores of countries. Bashkir geoligists, oilmen, oil-refining wor​kers, builders work in many countries.

The total industrial output increased by over one-third. Many million tons of crude oil were extracted, many "kilowatts per hour of electric and, many calories of thermal power were produced, many tons of mineral fertilizers, many tons of plastic, of soda ash and caustic soda were made, many thousands dumpers, machine-tools and many other items were produced.
The commissioning of new projects and the reconst​ruction of operating enterprises made provision for rapid development of the basic industrial branches, oil refi​ning  and  chemical,   determining  the   technical    progress of  machine-building  the production  volume of which  got doubled.

Huge projects are well in operation. Those are the Beloretsk - Karlaman electrified railway line, the Phenol and Ace​tone Complex at the Ufa Synthetic Works built according to modern achie ements of science and technology. There were erected works manufacturing dump trucks in Neftekamsky, concrete trucks in Tuimazy, auto​mobile instruments in Octyabrsky, oil-extracting equip​ment   in   Ishimbai.

There were built a lot of schools, kindergartens and nursery-schools, hospitals and policlinics, shops, canteens, clubs and culture palaces, general services. Wages steadily raise, social consumption funds grow. Retail trade and the volume of services increased. The produc​tion of consumer goods and utensils increased by 45 per cent, they became of bigger variety and higher quality. Bashkortostan is a large agricultural republic.

Cattle-breeding is being steadily industrialized. The​re function dozens of complexes, inter-farm enterpri​ses, hundreds of farms of an industrial type. An agri​cultural machine operator became a central figure in the countryside.
Good crops were raised by farmers. The stock breeders of the Republic were also a success. .They carried out the national economy plans for the production and sale of all kinds of cattle-breeding products to the state.
Ufa is the capital of Bashkortostan. There are many higher educational institutions, Pala​ces of Culture and clubs, cinemas, sport palaces, stadiums, swimming pools in the city. Ufa has the Bal​let and Opera House, the Academic Bashkir Drama Theatre honoured with the Order of the Red Banner of Labour and named after Mazhit Gafoori, the Russian Drama Theatre, the puppet theatre, the circus,  the Philharmonic   Society with   the   famous   folk dance   company which has toured scores of countries of the world.
The people’s spiritual   life grew rich   and   versatile. The Compulsory  secondary  education  became general  practice.
There are over 840,000 schoolchildren in the Republic. In addition to full-time secondary schools there was set up a network of evening, shift-wise and correspondence schools in Bashkortostan. The compulsory schooling laid foundation for large-scale development, of the higher and secondary technical education. Many higher educatio​nal institutions training over many students function in the Republic. Besides, there are many technical seconda​ry schools training over many students. The institutes train for many specialties. A multi-branched network of research institutions can be found in the Republic.

There is a wide network of cultural, educational and arts institutions in the Republic. The entire population of the Republic can enjoy radio and TV programs.
