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                                      Introduction
All regiments in any army are important. But we can’t but speak about  special  Queen’s or President’s regiments, because they guard not only the Queen or the President, but the country on the whole. These regiments are the examples for all soldiers and offices in the Army.
The topic of my research is the Comparison of The Queen’s  and the Presidential Regiments in the UK and Russia.

The objectives of the  work:
· To study the origin of the Regiments.
· To investigate the similarities and the differences  between the Regiments in the UK and Russia. 
· To know  the difference between cadets and procadets in Russian schools.
· To publish the reminisences of former Kungur’s soldiers  of the Presidential Regiment of Russia.
· To find out if senior  lyceum’s boys students would like to serve in the  Russian Presidential  Regiment.
Besides, I want to tell you about new tendences in some schools of Kungur – cadets’ classes.
I began my research because I’m interested in history of different countries and their armies, so I think that this work will widen my knowledge in this branch of science.

One day I saw on TV hundreds of people watching the colourful ceremony of Changing of the Guards in front of the Buckingham Palace in London.

Similar tradition was revived in Russian Kremlin in Moscow   in 2004.

But for watching this ceremony all people should buy a ticket for 1000 roubles ($35) and this fact disappoints me greatly.

People of Kungur should be proud because about 20 young men served in the Presidential Regiment lately. I met with Popov Roman Sergeevich, he works in the Town Fire Brigade now; Kazarinov Alexandr Valerevich in the Town Electricity Centre.

We can be proud that in some Kungur’s schools we have cadet’s classes-future  loyal defenders of Russia. 
              A Guard of Honour in the United Kingdom
 The royal palace is traditionally guarded by special troops who wear colouful uniforms: scarlet tunics, blue trousers and bearskin caps. The history  of the Foot Guards goes back to 1656, when King Charles II, during his exile in Holland, recruited a small body-guard. Later this small bodyguard grew into a regiment of guards.
Changing of the Guard  is one of the most popular ceremonies.It takes place at Buckingham Palace every day at 11.30. The ceremony always attracts a lot of spectators –Londoners as well as visitors – to the British capital.

Mounting the Guards. Mounting the Guard is another colourful ceremony. It takes place at the Horse Guards, in Whitehall, at 11a.m. every weekday and at 10 a.m. on Sundays. It always attracts sightseers.The Guard is a detachment of Cavalry troops and consists of the Royal Horse Guards and the Life Guards.
The Royal Horse Guards wear deep-blue tunics and white metal helmets with red horsehair plumes, and  have black sheep-skin saddles.

 The Life Guards wear scarlet uniforms and white metal helmets with white horsehair plumes, and have white sheep- skin saddles.

Both the Royal Horse Guards and the Life Guards wear steel cuirasses – body armour that reaches down to the waist and consists of a breastplate and a backplate fastened together.
The ceremony begins with the trumpeters sounding the call. The new guard arrives and the old guard is relieved. The  two officers, also on horseback, salute each other and then stand side by side while the guard is changed.

The ceremony lasts fifteen minutes and ends with the old guard returning to its barracks.
Some Queen’s Regiments perform the ceremonies in turn. These Regiments are: Cavalry, Line infantry, Guards, Gurkhas, King’s Troop, Royal Marines, Royal Horse Artillery.
             The  Presidential Regiment of Russia
The Presidential Regiment (or Kremlin Regiment) is a unique military  regiment. It has the job of ensuring the security of the highest state officials and guarding the Kremlin and its treasures.

 The regiment is a part of the Federal Guard Service and has the status of a special service. It is directly under the command of the President – The Commander in Chief.

The Kremlin Regiment has an eventful history and glorious military traditions.

The founding of the Presidential Regiment dates back to April 8, 1936, when, in accordance with Order No.122 for the Moscow Kremlin garrison, the Special Purpose Battalion was renamed the Special Purpose Regiment. The regiment celebrates  its anniversary on May 7. Every year on this date the regiment puts on a special parade for the president.
When  the Soviet government moved from Petrograd to Moscow in 1918, the Kremlin was  guarded by Latvian riflemen, who were under the command of the Kremlin Commandant. In September 1918, the Latvian riflemen were sent to the front and were replaced by students from the machine gunners’ courses at Lefortovo. In January 1919, these machine gunners’courses were reorganized into courses to train commanding officers for the Red Army.
This was  how a “red  commanders’’ school came to be established in the Kremlin. The military students were dubbed ”Kremlin Students” and were responsible for guarding the Kremlin, acting as bodyguards for state and  government  officials, organizing security at state  and government meetings with foreign representatives, controlling entry to the Kremlin and keeping order on its territory.

From 1924 to 1935, the Kremlin students stood guard at the entrance to the Lenin Mausoleum after a Communist Party decision establishing a guard of honour there. From 1935 until October 1993, the Kremlin Regiment was responsible for the guard of  honour.
When the Great Patriotic War began in 1941, the units of the Kremlin Commandant’s Office were made responsible for defending the Kremlin, where the State Defense Committee and Chief Military Headquarters were located.

The Kremlin Regiment defended the Kremlin against attacks by enemy aircraft right from the first days of the war.

In accordance with a federal law of December 8, 1997, “On Immortalizing the Soviet People’s Victory in the Great Patriotic War of  1941 – 1945”, the Presidential Regiment maintains a guard of honour at the eternal flame at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier.
On May 7, 2000, the regiment took part in ceremonies to mark the inauguration of President Vladimir Putin.

President Putin reviewed the regiment on the Kremlin’s Sobornaya Ploshchad (Cathedral Square) on the occasion of its 65th anniversary on May 7, 2001.

On May 7, 2006,  he congratulated the Kremlin Regiment with the  70th anniversary of its establishment and gave it a new combat banner.

The Presidential Regiment is housed in the historic Arsenal building. The Arsenal was commissioned by Peter the Great in 1701. Construction began on the site of grain storage sheds that had burned down and dismantled boyars’ quarters in the western part of the Kremlin between the Troitskaya  and  Nikolskaya towers. Peter the Great wanted the building to serve not just as an arsenal, but  also as a military museum. Today parade ground is in the closed – off courtyard of the building.
           Russia’s Version of Changing of the Guard

On the final stroke of noon from the Kremlin’s bell tower, a centuries – old tsarist tradition – the ceremonial changing of the guard – was revived on  Saturday 16th, 2005 on Cathedral Square.

 Just as millions of tourists each year witness the changing of the guard at Buckingham Palace, now tourists wandering around the Kremlin will have the chance  to see Russia’s version – if they fork over the cash.
At noon this and every Saturday through the summer the Federal Guard Service, which forms President Dmitriy Medvedev’s bodyguard, will perform a ceremonial changing of the guard involving infantry and cavalry in respledent tsarist – era uniforms, reviving a tradition first started by Peter the Great.

Unlike in London, where the ceremony is free but helps feed a huge tourist industry, there is one  catch: Visitors, whether foreign or Russian, will have to pay 1,000 rubles ($ 35) for special tours to see it.
On Saturday 16th 2005, the ceremony was performed for the press and visitors to the Kremlin.  For that time only, it was free.
Tourists, none of whom knew the event was going to happen, crowded behind the cordon for their unexpected treat and watched the performance – unaware that they were the first to witness the spectacle.

 A guard of honour marched the Russian  tricolor flag into  the square
 and goose- stepped up to the Terem Palace, accompanied by drums and flute played by the presidential orchestra, which has performed at the Kremlin since 1938.
Twelve riders on horseback from the Kremlin cavalry division and 45 infantry troops took part, wearing uniforms that city tourism officials said were based on those worn by Tsar Nicholas II’ s dragoons in the years leading up to the tricentennial of the Romanov dynasty in 1913.

The ceremony was a mix of intricate movements by the infantrymen and cavalrymen. The 12 horsemen circled with swords drawn, while the infantrymen goose – stepped with fixed bayonets.

While the ceremony involved many tsarist army traditions, a few innovations surfaced, such as when infantrymen kicked their rifles to their shoulders in a single movement that could have come straight from a  Broadway show.
“I thought it was great. It was so well choreographed ”, said Joey Marquart, 27, a tourist from New York.

 “It ‘s like  ballet”, said his friend Joseph Stuart, 24.

“ There is no reason why this shouldn’t become a feature of  Russian ceremonial life”, said an impressed Struan Simpson, a veteran of the Honorable Artillery Company, the British army’s  oldest regiment, formed by King Henry VIII in 1537.
Simpson, who had come specially to see the ceremony, said he was interested in forming links between the British regiment, which regularly performs similar ceremonies such as firing royal salutes at the Tower of London and providing guards of honour for royal and visiting dignitaries, as its Russian counterpart.

Most of the foreign tourists at the Kremlin said that they would be willing to pay a 1,000- ruble fee to see the ceremony.

Lieutenant General Sergei Khlebnikov, the commandant of the Kremlin, said that  he hoped that Russian visitors would be able to buy tickets at a lower price than the 1,000 rubles foreigners would have to pay.

Unless they take an all–inclusive tour, most visitors have to pay separate tickets to various parts of the Kremlin open to the public, with Russians paying less than foreign tourists.

 Tickets for the weekly changing of the guard tours will be sold only via specially chosen tourists agences and it is uncertain whether any unsold tickets will be sold at the Kremlin’s ticket kiosks, said the spokesman for the city’s tourism committee who asked not to be named. 

“The aim is to create a tourist product and to improve the image of Russia”, he said.

The ceremony will take place  every Saturday at noon from  Saturday 19 April though the summer, probably until October.
The last ceremony was shown in the Kremlin on the 25th of October 2008.

For their 1,000 ruble tickets, visitors will be given tours of the Kremlin’s Annunciation, Assumption and Archangel cathedrals and of the Patriarch’s Palace and the Church of the Twelve Apostles.

Other exhibitions, such as the Armory and the Diamond Fund, are not included in the price of the ticket.

While the ceremony has been pitched as the revival of a tsarist tradition, the changing of the guard normally took place in  St. Petersburg, the imperial capital, rather than at the Kremlin.
 However, a similar ceremony would have taken place in the Kremlin at a new tsar’s inauguration and on a few other official state occasions.
The revival of the ceremony was a joint initiative taken by the city’s tourism committee, the Kremlin museum complex and the Federal Guard Service.

THE FIRST time the new ceremony had previously been seen by the public was at Putin’s second inauguration as President  in May 2004.

When there is a rehearsal for the ceremony, the public is not allowed.

Cadets Secrets
Cadets schools were spread in tsarist Russia. They were in Moscow and St.Petersburg. After the revolution1917 cadets schools were prohibited by the Communists.

The main purpose of  cadets movement –the ability to serve Motherland in peaceful and wartime period. 
Nowadays in some schools of Russia and Kungur, particularly, some cadets and pro-cadets classes were formed in schools 12, 13, 17 and Zarubino village .
Procadets are younger pupils who wear black caps, black blazers and skirts (trousers). For formal meetings procadets have “a parade uniform.”

After swearing allegiance to the Motherland pupils become cadets.

Their uniform differs in colour. It consists of a blue cap, a green blazer, a blue skirt for girls and blue trousers with stripes for boys.

I interviewed  some cadets from different schools and forms.
 I asked them the following questions:
1 Why have you chosen cadet class?

2 Do you like studying in it?

3 Do you want to serve in the Army?
Katya Kopytova, 3 form, school 17.

I like  our cadet school programme and my classmates, because all pupils are friendly. We are fond of optional lessons- Russian Young Patriot, Self-defence training.
The most important things for any cadet-be honest, hard-working and help each other.
Natalya Shabunina, 5 form, school 17.
I enjoy studying in the cadet class. We have very interesting optional classes-Psychology, the Foundation of Military Work, Ball Dancing, Lessons of Self- Defence. We take part in different meetings, competitions.

Join the cadet movement! 

Maxim Melnikov, 6 form, school 12.

We have already taken part in some town meetings, 9 May parades and many sport competitions. Last summer we successfully competed at All-Russian Cadet Competition “Vivat Cadets!” at the Black Sea.......

I was  awarded the cadet honour badge for the contests. I want to be an officer in the Army or serve in the President Regiment of Russia.
Join our movement!

Sergei Permyakov, 6 form, school 12.

We have got special uniforms and like them. We got the cloth for them as a prize for participation in town sport competitions. The uniforms make us more serious and responsible. It’s a pity we were the second in the competitions –The Cup of the Town War Veterans in Chechnya and Afganistan. The Cup was won by cadets of school No.17.
In future I am going to serve in the  Russian Army. 
Conclusion.
The protection of  kings, queens, presidents, prime-ministers  or other heads of countries is put in the hands of state’s Secret Service and nowadays wherever they go they are surrounded by Secret Service guards who all have a tendency to look very similar – the men are often unsmiling, with short haircuts, moustaches, trenchcoats and sunglasses.
There are women too, but many more men.

If the president, the king or the queen wants to go fishing, skiing or horse-riding, the Secret Service agents will have to learn enough about the activity to accompany them.
The Secret Service has three”perimeters of protection.”
The inner perimeter is made up of agents permanently assigned to the president or the queen who stay closest to them.

The middle perimeter has undercover officers on high buildings and roof-tops and the outer perimeter consists of helicopters and electronic surveillance.

Nowadays, there is a large number of people protected by the Secret Service. The president and the queen and their immediate  families, the president elect and his family, former presidents, their wives and children up to age 16, visiting heads of state and their spouses, other distinguished foreign visitors and country’s representatives on special missions abroad.
The Secret Service budget of any country is big enough, but of course it keeps very quiet about  its operations but it is of great interest to the general public.
Being a bodyguard or a member of the queen’s or president’s regiment is not a bed of roses. When people ask them what they do for  a living, they often lie! Not because they think it’s fun or for security reasons, but simply because it takes too long to explain what they are doing.

I interviewed  lyceum’s  boys schoolleavers and ask them the following questions:

1 What signs of improvement of the state of the Russian Armed Forces do you notice? (open- ended question)
2 Would you like to serve in the President’s Regiment?

(The answers are given in the Appendix).

Note that, time, the way of life changes, but, nevertheless, it is  still difficult to imagine that modern countries have neither armies nor bodyquards or president’s  or queen’s regiments.

That is why, I believe, that in the nearest century people  will  have armies and these types of regiments.

 We cann’t but be proud, that in 2009 about 20 young people from Perm and smaller towns of our krai - Chaikovskiy, Cherdyn, Berezniki are planned to join the President’s Regiment of  Russia.
In summer 2008 Europeans and especially citizens of Denmark watched with admiration  the performance of Russian Presidential Regiment at the military festival devoted to the 350 th  anniversary of the Denmark’s  King’s Guards.
If I had the proper education, health, height I would like to serve in the Russian President’s Regiment with pleasure and defend our Motherland and its President.
